Interrogation team has just reported in by telephone from the base in Washington: 

1. Murat Kuraz’s [sic] willingness to cooperate is extremely high -  met for two days of discussions. 

2. USA considers Murat Kuraz’s innocence to be proven. He is to be released in approximately six 
to eight weeks. The German authorities will be informed in advance, so that his release can be 
presented as having been effected by the Germans. It would also be possible to have him collected 
by the Germans.  

3. The Americans gave the German delegation all possible support; cooperation was exemplary.  

In addition:  

1. As the delegation was also informed by the Americans, [blanked out], who is not detained at 
Guantanamo, has been very talkative and has revealed substantial information. 
 
2. Delegation head MA Räuker asks that - because of numerous noteworthy details - he be able to 
personally present Pt on September 30, 2002 upon his return.
