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Materials: 

Ta�ng co	on size 20, 2 shu	les. 

 

Method: 

Row 1 

Make double row of split rings as follow:- 

Wind both shu	les with CTM 

SR 2 - 2 - 2 - 2 / - 5 - 5 cl 

Rep SR making a chain of split rings to the desired length around the neck of 

your garment. 

Ch 7 RW 

SR 5 + (j to p of last SR made) 5 / 6 - 6 cl 

Rep SR joining each one to the next ring on the first chain of split rings. RW 

Ch 7 J to first p of first SR.  

Cut, 1e, and sew in ends. 

 

 

 

 

 

Row 2 

Wind both shu	les with CTM 

R1 5 - 5 + (star1ng at the le3 hand side j to p of last SR made on prev row) 

5 - 5, cl RW 

*Ch1 7 DNRW SS 

R2 6 - 6 - 6 - 6 cl DNRW SS 

Ch2 7 RW 

R3 5 - 5 + (j to next free p of prev row) RW 

Rep from * all along row ending with a 5 ds ring. 

Cut, 1e, and sew in ends. 

 

 

Row 3 

Wind shu	le but do not cut from ball. (Or wind two shu	les) 

On right hand side lj to junc1on with SR and 7 ch of row 1. 

This row is made as one long chain as follows: 

7 ds, lj to free p of next R, 15 ds, lj to free p of next R,  

*5 ds, lj to next p of same R, 7 ds, lj to same p, 5 ds, lj to same point as two 

ring join of prev row. 

Rep from * all along row 

15 ds lj to free p of next R, 7 ds, lj to base of next SR and ch of Row 1. 

Cut, 1e, and sew in ends. 
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
