
SPORTS CAFE
Pranavi, Diksha and Tvesa make cut 
Brandenburg (Germany): Pranavi Urs, Diksha Dagar and Tvesa 
Malik were the only ones to make the 36-hole cut at the Amundi 
German Masters. Pranavi and Diksha carded 1-over 73 each and 
were 3-over for two rounds and placed T-30, while Tvesa (77) 
squeezed inside the cut line at 5-over. Of the four others, Sneha 
Singh (75) missed the cut by a shot, Vani Kapoor (77) by three 
shots and Amandeep Drall (78) by five shots. Avani Prashanth 
withdrew midway through the second round. The cut fell at +5, 
with 66 players making it through to the weekend. Germany's 
Alexandra Försterling produced a round of 70 (-2) for the second 
consecutive day to lead by a stroke. 

Nikhat Zareen clinches Elorda Cup 
Astana (Kazakhstan): Two-time World Champion Nikhat Zareen 
clinched the Elorda Cup as she defeated Zhazira Urakbayeva of 
Kazakhstan 5:0 by unanimous decision in the Women's 52 kg 
category. Besides Nikhat, Minakshi (48kg), Anamika (50kg) and 
Manisha (60kg) also made their way into the finals comfortably. 
Minakshi and Manisha put up similar dominating displays in 
their semi-finals to grab a 5-0 unanimous victory against Kazakh 
boxers Gulnaz Buribayeva and Tangatar Assem respectively. 
Anamika, on the other hand, was adjudged victorious after her 
opponent Kazakhstan's Gulnar Turapbay was disqualified for 
excessive holding after three warnings. Meanwhile, Sonu (63kg) 
and Manju Bamboriya (66kg) ended their campaigns with 
bronze medals after suffering contrasting defeats in their last 
clashes. 

Mizoram toy with Assam, enter semis 
Narainpur (Chhattisgarh): Mizoram booked the last semi-final 
spot in the Swami Vivekananda U-20 Men's National Football 
Championship, defeating Assam 5-1 at the Ramakrishna Mission 
Ashrama Ground on Saturday, May 18, 2024. The winners led 2-
1 at half-time. With this dominant victory, Mizoram is set to face 
Delhi, who triumphed over Kerala in a penalty shootout in the 
third quarter-final. The match will be played on Monday, May 
20, 2024, at the same venue.  

City & Arsenal set for final rumble 
New Delhi: The 2023/24 Premier League season has been a 
historic one with the winner not being decided heading into the 
final game of the season. Both Manchester City and Arsenal 
have given it their all and will hope to lift the title on Sunday. 
On one hand we have Manchester City, the team that is chasing 
history by potentially becoming the first English team to ever 
win four league titles in a row. On the other hand we have 
Mikel Arteta's Arsenal who are hoping to win their first league 
title in 20 years. A win over West Ham will be enough for Pep 
Guardiola to create history whereas anything but would leave 
the door open for Arsenal who will be hosting Everton in their 
final encounter of the season. Arsenal have done pretty much all 
they can in hopes of dethroning one of the biggest teams in 
English football history having lost only one league game in 
2024 (0-2 vs Aston Villa) whereas City have not lost since 
December 7, 2023 (1-0 vs Aston Villa). 

Kenyan runner banned for six years 
Nairobi: Kenyan Olympian and former world U-20 10,000m 
champion Rodgers Kwemoi has been handed an extended six-
year ban by the Athletics Integrity Unit (AIU) for blood doping. 
Kwemoi was found guilty of using blood boosters to improve his 
performance due to abnormalities in his Athlete's Biological 
Passport (ABP), according to a verdict signed on April 24, 2024, 
and made public by AIU on Friday, reported Xinhua. The 27-
year-old runner was once tipped to be the future of long-
distance track running in the East African nation following his 
breakthrough victory at the Bydgoszcz 2016 World U20 
Championship in Poland.

India's premier men's doubles 
pair of  Satwiksairaj 
Rankireddy and Chirag Shet-
ty entered the final of  the 
Thailand Open badminton 
tournament with an easy 
straight-game victory over Lu 
Ming-Che and Tang Kai-Wei 
of  Chinese Taipei here on Sat-
urday. 

Asian Games gold medal-
list pair of  Satwik and Chirag 
needed just 35 minutes to beat 
their world No. 80 opponents 
21-11 21-12 in the semifinal 
match of  the Super 500 tour-
nament at the Nimibutr Sta-
dium here. 

Satwik and Chirag have a 
deep relation with Thailand 
as it was here five years back 
in 2019 that they had won 
their maiden super 500 

crown. On Saturday, the Indi-
an pair inched closer to re-
gaining the title after reach-
ing the summit clash again. 

The Indian pair thus con-
tinued to make waves in the 
BWF World Tour after pro-
gressing to their fourth final 
of  the season. The duo had 

finished runner-up at 
Malaysia super 1000 and 
India super 750 before claim-
ing the French super 750 in 
March. 

In the final on Sunday, the 
world number three Indian 
duo, the top seeds in this tour-
nament, will be up against the 

Chinese pair of  Chen Bo Yang 
and Liu Yi, who defeated Kim 
Gi Jung and Kim Sa Rang of  
South Korea 21-19 21-18 in the 
other semifinal on Saturday. 

Satwik and Chirag had 
some low returns in the last 
couple of  tournaments. The 
Indian pair lost in the second 

round at All England Cham-
pionships and then missed 
the Asia Championships due 
to an injury to Satwik. The 
Thomas Cup campaign was 
also not too fruitful as they 
lost a couple of  narrow 
matches to top pairs. The 
final appearance will thus 
provide a major boost ahead 
of  the Paris Olympics. 

On Saturday, Satwik and 
Chirag were not really tested 
by Lu and Tang, who played 
well only in patches but 
lacked the aggression and ac-
curacy to trouble the Indians, 
who were a cut above their ri-
vals.

Southampton will face Leeds 
United for a spot in next year's 
English Premier League after 
beating West Brom 3-1 in the 
second leg of  their Champi-
onship playoff  on Friday. 

Southampton and Leeds 
will meet at Wembley on May 
26 to decide who joins the al-
ready promoted Leicester 
City and Ipswich Town in the 
top flight. 

The Saints progressed 3-1 
on aggregate after a goalless 
first-leg at the Hawthorns last 
Sunday. 

The celebrations were 
briefly marred when some of  
the 30,000 crowd invaded the 
pitch at the final whistle. Po-
lice rushed to keep the two 
sets of  supporters separated 
and major trouble was avoid-
ed as players from both sides 
were quickly taken to the 
dressing rooms. 

The final matchup is fitting 

given that Leeds finished 
third and Southampton 
fourth in the Championship. 
Leeds eliminated Norwich on 
Thursday to guarantee its 
place in the decider. 

Watched by British Prime 
Minister and Saints fan 
Rishi Sunak, Southampton 

spent the first half  on the at-
tack and the visitor did well 
to soak up the pressure. 

Four minutes into the sec-
ond period came the break-
through when Will Small-
bone cracked a volley past 
Alex Palmer. 

Prolific striker Adam 

Armstrong got his reward 12 
minutes from time when he 
squeezed a low drive through 
the legs of  a defender and 
into the far corner of  the net. 
He got his second and 
Southampton's third from 
the penalty spot with five 
minutes remaining to con-
firm the Saints superiority. 

Cédric Kipré got a late con-
solation for West Brom. 

"What a win," Armstrong 
told Sky Sports. "We know 
West Brom are a good side 
over the two legs. We needed 
to put a marker down for the 
final and we've done that. We 
know what we are up 
against. 

"The main thing now is 
Wembley. We will rest and re-
cover, and maybe a few beers 
in between that." 

Southampton will be look-
ing to bounce straight back 
into the Premier League, a 
year after being relegated for 
the first time since 2005.

Zverev had no answer to the 
rocket-like forehands and 
perfectly placed drop shots 
that Alejandro Tabilo kept 
producing on Rome's red clay.

American's 27th birthday. 

The 24th-ranked Jarry 
came back from a set down to 
eliminate Stefanos Tsitsipas 
in the quarterfinals and will 
be playing his first Masters 
Series final.
