This chapter describes the features of the 48X Integrated Drive Electronics (IDE)
CD-ROM Drive and provides instructions for handling the drive and CD-ROM discs. The
CD-ROM drive is a half-high, 5.25″, single-ended, tray-loading drive. Its distinctive
features include the following:

v High-speed data transfer rate of 3300 KB per second (22X) at inner diameter

v 7200 KB per second (48X) at outer diameter

v High-speed burst rate of 16.6 MB per second in PIO mode 4 and 33.3 MB per
second in UDMA mode 2

v Average random access time of 75 ms

v Can be installed in either a vertical or horizontal orientation

v Loading tray accommodates both 8 cm discs (in the horizontal orientation only) and
12 cm discs

v Reads multi-session discs

v Reads CD-recordable discs

v Reads CD-RW discs

v Supports all major CD-ROM formats: Mode 1, Mode 2, XA, CDDA, and audio

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Understanding the Status Lights
The status lights indicate information about the operational status of the drive, as
described in the following table:

Status Light Condition Meaning

Off When the Drive is in standby mode with or
without a disc loaded.

On When the Drive tray is inserted.

On When the Spindle Motor begins the spin
operation.

On When the Drive is reading data.

On When the Drive is in Play Audio Mode.

Off When a Hardware error condition exists.
Note: If this occurs, contact your service
representative.

Other Handling Considerations
Be sure to take the following additional precautions when you use the CD-ROM drive:

v Remove compact discs from the tray before you move the drive anywhere.

v Do not place the drive where any of the following conditions exist:
– High temperature
– High humidity
– Excessive dust
– Excessive vibration or sudden shock
– Inclined surface
– Direct sunlight

v Do not insert foreign objects into the drive.

v Do not stack objects on the drive.

v Do not remove the drive covers or attempt to service the drive yourself.

Handling Compact Discs
Compact discs are high-density media that must be handled with care and kept clean to
ensure that they remain readable. Use the following precautions to ensure reliability:

v Hold the compact disc by the edges.

v Do not touch the surface of the compact disc.

v To remove dust or fingerprints, wipe the compact disc from the center to the outside
of the compact disc, as shown.

Attention: Wiping the compact disc in a circular direction can cause loss of data.

v Do not write on the surface.

v Do not store or place the compact disc in direct sunlight.

v Do not use benzene, thinners, or other cleaners to clean the compact disc.

v Do not bend the compact disc.

Loading a Compact Disc Horizontally
To load a compact disc into a horizontally mounted drive, do the following:

1. Press the Load/Unload button to open the tray. The tray slides out of the drive.

2. Place the compact disc in the tray with the label facing up.

3. Press the Load/Unload button, or gently push in the tray, to close the tray.
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Loading a Compact Disc Vertically
To load a compact disc into a vertically mounted drive, do the following:

1. Press the Load/Unload Button to open the tray. The tray slides out of the drive.

2. Insert the compact disc behind the tabs, label side out.

3. Press the Load/Unload button, or gently push in the tray, to close the tray.

Opening the Tray Manually
The tray should automatically open when you press the Load/Unload button. If it does
not automatically open, follow these steps to open it manually:

1. Follow your operating system instructions for shutting down your system, then turn
off the power to your system unit. Unplug the power cord from the wall outlet.

2. Insert the straightened end of a paper clip into the emergency eject hole until you
feel some resistance. See “Front View of the 48X IDE CD-ROM Drive” on page 2 if
you are not sure where the emergency eject hole is located.

3. Continue to push in the paper clip while you pull out the tray with your fingernail.

4. Pull the tray completely open and remove the disc. It is normal for the tray to make
a clicking sound while you are pulling it open.

Playing an Audio CD

Note: Audio is not supported on servers at this time.

To play an audio CD, you must either have headphones connected to the headphone
jack located on the front of the drive or an audio card connected to the line-out
connector located on the back of the drive. You must also have an audio software
application installed.

The headphone jack provides the connection for headphones using a 3.5 mm (1/8″)
stereo mini-plug. The volume control adjusts the audio output level for the headphones.
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Chapter 2. Preparing to Install the 48X IDE CD-ROM Drive

This chapter describes how to prepare to install your 48X IDE CD-ROM Drive.
Preparing to install the CD-ROM drive involves the following tasks:

v Verifying your hardware requirements

v Verifying your software requirements

v Making sure your package is complete

v Gathering tools and documentation

v Verifying that the jumper settings are correct

Verifying Your Hardware Requirements
The 48X IDE CD-ROM Drive requires the following hardware:

v An available bay large enough to hold a 5-1/4 inch half-high device

v A 40 pin IDE interface cable installed to connect to the drive in the available bay

Verifying Your Software Requirements
The 48X IDE CD-ROM Drive is supported on AIX 4.3.3 Release Date 9/2001 and later,
or AIX 5.1.0 Release Date 9/2001 and later. Ensure that your operating system
supports this CD-ROM drive before you install the drive. Contact your service
representative for assistance.

Checking Your Package
Check that your package contains the following items:

v 48X IDE CD-ROM Drive

v Mounting screws

v CD-ROM test disc

v Registration card

v 1 jumper (included on the jumper block on the rear of the drive)

If an item is missing or damaged, contact the place of purchase.

Note: Be sure to retain your proof of purchase, as it might be required to receive
warranty service.

Gathering Tools and Documentation
To install the drive, you need the following items:

v Flat-blade screwdriver

v Your system unit installation documentation

v Your operating system documentation

Jumper Setting and Configuration
When two drives are connected to the same cable, one drive is designated as the
master and the other drive is the slave. The function of each drive is determined by the
jumper setting on the drive. Only one master and one slave are permitted. When a
single CD-ROM drive is shipped with the system, the drive is the master by default.
When a second drive is attached, that device is configured as a slave.

Jumper Pin Positions
The following figure shows the jumper pins on the rear of the 48X IDE CD-ROM Drive.
A single jumper is used to select whether a drive is used as a master or slave. The
jumper setting is shown in the master position as it is set at the factory. If you are
installing the drive as a slave, move the jumper to the slave position.

Master Jumper Designation (MA)
If the jumper is set in this position, the drive is configured as a master. Use
this jumper position when the 48X IDE CD-ROM Drive is the first drive added
to a single cable.

Slave Jumper Designation (SL)
If the jumper is set in this position, the drive is configured as a slave. Use this
jumper position when a second 48X IDE CD-ROM Drive is added to a single
cable.

Cable Select Setting (CS)
This setting is not used at this time. If the jumper is set in this position, the
drive uses the host interface signal for configuration.
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Chapter 3. Installing the 48X IDE CD-ROM Drive

This chapter takes you through the steps of installing your 48X IDE CD-ROM Drive,
which involves the following tasks:

v Installing the drive in your system unit

v Connecting the CD-ROM drive

v Configuring the device driver software

v Verifying a successful installation

Note: Refer to your system unit documentation for safety information before you install
and connect your 48X IDE CD-ROM Drive.

Handling Recommendations
Attention: Be sure to read “Handling Static-Sensitive Devices” on page vii before you
remove the 48X IDE CD-ROM Drive from its anti-static bag or any time you handle it.

For optimum performance, always follow the recommendations listed below:

v Handle the drive carefully and by its external metal chassis. Keep your hands away
from the printed circuit boards, components, and printed circuit (flex) cables.

v If possible, work on a cushioned surface, and do not drop the CD-ROM drive onto
the work surface.

v If you move the CD-ROM drive to an environment that is colder or warmer than its
previous environment, keep the drive in its package and allow the package to reach
the current room temperature. This prevents potential data loss or damage to the
CD-ROM drive. Allow one hour of acclimation for each 10 degrees C (18 degrees F)
difference between the ship or storage temperature and the room temperature.

Installing and Connecting the 48X IDE CD-ROM Drive
After you set the correct jumper settings, you can install the drive into your system unit.
The 48X IDE CD-ROM Drive must be installed into an available system unit bay and
connected to a 40–pin IDE cable and power cable. Refer to “Jumper Setting and
Configuration” on page 8 as you go through the following steps to install and connect
the drive:

To install and connect the 48X IDE CD-ROM Drive, do the following:

1. Follow your operating system instructions for shutting down your system, then turn
off the power to your system unit.

2. On an AIX system, log on with Root Authority, type: shutdown -F at the system
prompt, then press Enter. When halt completed displays, turn off the system unit
power and unplug the power cord from the wall outlet.

3. Remove the covers of your system unit. Follow the instructions provided in your
system unit documentation.
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4. Install the drive in an available bay in your system unit. See the instructions in your
system unit documentation for installing an internal device.

Note: Be sure to use the screws provided with this drive. Using the wrong size
screws might cause damage to the drive.

5. Orient the connector properly, then plug the 40–pin IDE interface cable into the IDE
connector located on the back of the drive.

6. Plug the power cable into the power connector located on the back of the drive.

7. Follow the directions provided in your system unit documentation to reinstall the
covers of your system unit.

8. Plug the power cord back into the wall outlet.

9. Turn on the power to your system unit so that the operating system can update the
system configuration. Save this book and store any extra parts in a safe place in
case you ever change your configuration.

Configuring the 48X IDE CD-ROM Drive
To configure the CD-ROM drive after installation, boot your system unit. Device drivers
are provided in the AIX operating system and other operating systems that support the
48X IDE CD-ROM Drive. Your operating system recognizes the drive and automatically
updates your system unit configuration.

Verifying the Installation
To verify the successful installation of the 48X IDE CD-ROM Drive on an AIX system,
do the following:

1. At the system command prompt, type:

lsdev -Cc cdrom

2. Press Enter.

A list of installed IDE devices displays. An Available status indicates that the drive is
installed and ready to use. If your system does not show the 48X IDE CD-ROM Drive
as Available, return to the beginning of this book and review the installation procedure
to verify that the drive is installed correctly. Ensure that the cable connections and
jumper settings are correct. If you cannot determine the problem, call your service
representative for assistance.

If you are installing this drive on an operating system other than AIX, see the
documentation for the operating system to verify the installation of the drive.
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Chapter 4. Installing Device Driver Software

Device driver software is provided in AIX and other operating systems that support this
CD-ROM drive. However, if you should have to install device drivers, follow the
installation procedures provided in your operating system documentation. This chapter
provides instructions for installing device drivers on an AIX system.

Installing Device Drivers on an AIX System
To install device drivers, do the following:

1. At the system prompt, log in as a root user.

2. Insert the device driver media into the appropriate media device.

3. To start SMIT, type smit devinst at the prompt, then press Enter. The Install
Additional Device Software panel displays. The INPUT device/directory for
software option is highlighted for selection.

4. Press F4 to display a list of input devices from which you can select. The cursor is
already positioned on the input device entry field.

5. Either type the name of the input device in the entry field or select the appropriate
device, then press Enter. The Install Additional Device Software panel displays the
device you selected in the INPUT device/directory for software field. The
SOFTWARE to install option is highlighted.

6. Press F4 to display a list of the device packages you can install.

7. To display a Find dialog box, type / in the field where the cursor is positioned.

8. Select the following device package names; devices.ide.cdrom,
devices.pci.ad100501 and then press Enter.

9. Press F7 to select the device package name, then press Enter. The Install
Additional Device Software panel displays the completed required fields.

10. Press Enter. The ARE YOU SURE list displays.

11. Press Enter. The COMMAND STATUS panel displays. The term RUNNING is
highlighted, indicating that the software is being installed and configured.

12. When RUNNING changes to OK, scroll to the bottom of the panel and locate the
Installation Summary. If the installation was successful, SUCCESS displays at the
bottom of the panel in the Result column of the Installation Summary.

13. Remove the device driver software media from the media device.

14. Press F10 to exit SMIT.

15. To shut down and restart your system, type shutdown -Fr and then press Enter. If
you want to verify the installation, follow the steps provided in “Verifying the
Installation” on page 10.

Note: To eliminate a restart, you can log in as root user and use file command
cfgmgr.
