NOTECARDS
After 13 seasons (2007-19) as team president, Bidwill became owner following the 2019 passing of his father, Bill. Michael
continues a tradition of Bidwill ownership of the Cardinals that dates back to his grandfather, Hall of Famer Charles Bidwill in
1933.
Since taking over as team president in 2007, Bidwill’s leadership has transformed the Cardinals both on and off the field. Of the
franchise’s seven all-time postseason wins, five have come during Michael's tenure leading the organization. Arizona has played
in 10 postseason contests over the last 16 seasons (2007-22), after having appeared in just seven total playoff games prior.
Arizona has appeared in the NFC Championship Game twice since 2008 including a victory in the 2008 conference title game
that led to the franchise’s first-ever Super Bowl appearance (Super Bowl XLIII).
With an 11-6 record in 2021, the Cardinals reached 11+ wins in a season for the sixth time in franchise history. Three of those
six 11-win campaigns have come in Bidwill's 16 seasons leading the team: 13 in 2015, 11 in 2014, 11 in 2021. In 2015 Arizona
established a franchise record with 13 wins during the regular season and earned the first postseason bye in team history.
Among Bidwill’s most substantial accomplishments with the Cardinals is the creation of State Farm Stadium. The world-class
venue has not only been critical for the franchise but has also resulted in over $5 billion in economic impact for the state of
Arizona. 
On February 12, 2023 State Farm Stadium hosted its third Super Bowl when a record 115.1 million viewers watched Super Bowl
LVII. State Farm Stadium also hosted Super Bowls XLII (following 2007 season) and XLIX (following 2014 season).
In addition to his role in helping Arizona land three Super Bowls, Michael was also instrumental in getting the 2015 Pro Bowl
moved to State Farm Stadium; played a week before Super Bowl XLIX, the two events combined to deliver a record economic
impact of $720 million to the region.
Since State Farm Stadium opened in 2006 the Cardinals have sold out 162 games at the venue (every non-pandemic game played
there).
State Farm Stadium also served as a critical site during the COVID-19 pandemic in 2020. The venue hosted three blood drives at
the beginning of the outbreak and in 2021 it became one of the first, and most successful, mass vaccination site in the nation.
Between January and April, more than 800,000 COVID-19 vaccines were administered at State Farm Stadium, which accounted
for nearly 20% of the total doses administered in Arizona during that period.
Through Bidwill’s leadership, the Cardinals took a lead role in a host of initiatives to assist those impacted by the pandemic. The
team made a $1 million foundation donation to Arizona Coronavirus Relief Fund and also joined with State Farm to donate one
million meals to local food banks. To support local businesses, the team donated $100,000 to non-profit Local First Arizona and
also set up the Cards Carryout initiative to promote local restaurants in the state.
He oversaw the team’s appearance in the ground-breaking Amazon Original series All or Nothing: A Season with the Arizona
Cardinals. Produced by NFL Films, the eight-episode series was awarded the Sports Emmy for Outstanding Serialized Sports
Documentary in May of 2017.
During the 2022 season, the Cardinals made their first-ever appearance on Hard Knocks, the highly-acclaimed sports reality
franchise. Arizona was the second team to be featured on Hard Knocks In Season, which documented the second half of the
Cardinals season in real time.
Following a highly successful debut in 2022, in June of 2023 Bidwill helped spearhead the second-annual Civics Matters Arizona
trip in partnership with the Close Up Foundation and Arizona Governor Katie Hobbs. This year’s program sent 260 high school
students from across the state on a trip to Washington D.C. for an interactive and educational experience that included
meetings  with  elected  officials,  issue  deliberations,  and  instructor-led  visits  to  monuments,  memorials,  museums,  and
government institutions. The Cardinals once again supported this life-changing opportunity by providing their team plane to fly
the group to and from Washington D.C.
In January of 2018, Michael was one of five owners named to the NFL’s Player-Owner Committee focused on social and racial
justice initiatives. In December of 2014, Commissioner Roger Goodell tapped Bidwill to chair the league’s Conduct Committee.
The committee reviews the league’s Personal Conduct Policy at least annually and recommends appropriate changes with advice
from outside experts.
In January of 2016, the National Football Foundation (NFF) and College Hall of Fame inducted Bidwill and Arizona Governor
Doug Ducey into the NFF Leadership Hall of Fame.

 
Michael Bidwill practiced law for six years as a federal prosecutor
but in 1996 returned to the team for which he had once been a
ball boy. He represents his family’s third generation of franchise
leadership, following in the footsteps of grandfather Charles - a
Pro Football Hall of Famer who purchased the team in 1933 - and
his dad Bill, who handled day-to-day operations for decades.

    CARDINALS LEADERSHIP: After initially serving as Vice
President/General Counsel, Michael took over as team president
in  2007  and  his  leadership  immediately  transformed  the
franchise. Since ’07, the Cardinals have posted five double-digit
win seasons (none in previous 20 years), including a franchise-
record 13 victories in 2015. Of the Cardinals’ seven postseason
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wins,  five  have  come  during  Bidwill’s  tenure  leading  the
franchise. In 2021, Arizona posted an 11-6 record on its way to
its fifth postseason berth under Michael’s leadership. It marked
the third time (13 in 2015; 11 in 2014) during Bidwill’s tenure
that the Cardinals won 11+ games in a season. The franchise had
won 11+ games in a season just three times prior and had not
done so since 1975.

The  Cardinals  success  under  Bidwill  has  greatly  elevated  the
team’s popularity both locally and nationally. Michael oversaw
the team’s appearance in the groundbreaking Amazon Original
series All or Nothing: A Season with the Arizona Cardinals, which
chronicled the 2015 Cardinals season from the NFL Draft through
the NFC Championship game. Produced by NFL Films, the eight-
episode series was awarded the Sports Emmy for Outstanding
Serialized Sports Documentary in May of 2017. In February of
2018, the Cardinals launched Cardinals Flight Plan, a first-of-its-
kind  documentary  series  available  on  Facebook  Watch  and
YouTube that takes fans behind the scenes for an inside look at
the  team’s  offseason.  The  first  five  seasons  of  Flight  Plan
(2018-22) garnered over 19 million views between Facebook and
YouTube. The sixth installment documented the Cardinals recent
offseason that was highlighted by the hiring of general manager
Monti Ossenfort and head coach Jonathan Gannon.

During  the  2022  season,  the  Cardinals  made  their  first-ever
appearance on HBO’s Hard Knocks, television’s most acclaimed
sports reality franchise which has earned 18 Emmy Awards.

    IF YOU BUILD IT:  Among Michael’s  most  significant
accomplishments with the Cardinals was leading the effort that
led to the creation of State Farm Stadium which has resulted in
an economic impact on the state of Arizona of over $5 billion.
The venue has been an integral factor in the transformation of
the Cardinals and a catalyst for the franchise’s success. Prior to
the COVID-19 pandemic in 2020 that impacted sporting venues
around the world, the team had sold out all 144 games played
since  the  opening  of  the  iconic  stadium that  has  welcomed
millions of Cardinals fans. With fans back in attendance the last
two seasons, Arizona sold out all 19 games (regular season and
preseason) at the venue during that span.

State Farm Stadium has also given Arizona the opportunity to
host three Super Bowls in a 15-year span, something that would
not have been possible previously. After hosting Super Bowl XLII
in 2008, the stadium staged Super Bowl XLIX in 2015 and Super
Bowl  LVII  on  February  12,  2023.  Super  Bowl  XLIX  and
surrounding  events  delivered  an  economic  impact  of  $720
million, the highest for any Super Bowl on record and the largest
for any special event in the state of Arizona.

In  addition  to  those  Super  Bowls,  State  Farm  Stadium  also
hosted the second-ever College Football Playoff (CFP) National
Championship Game in January of 2015 as well as the NCAA’s
Men’s Basketball Final Four in April of 2017. The Final Four was
the  first  since  1995  held  west  of  Texas  and  capped  an
unprecedented run of major sporting events at the stadium. That
grand slam (Super Bowl XLIX, 2015 Pro Bowl, CFP Championship,
and Final Four) poured $1.3 billion into the Valley’s economy
according  to  a  study  completed  by  the  Seidman  Research
Institute,  W.P.  Carey  School  of  Business  at  Arizona  State
University.

In the lead-up to Super  Bowl LVII  last  February,  State Farm
Stadium  underwent  $200  million  in  improvements  including
parking infrastructure, a new outdoor dining and entertainment
venue,  state-of-the-art  wi-fi,  video  boards,  sound  system
upgrades and club-area enhancements.

Another  project  undertaken  by  Bidwill  was  the  $15  million
expansion and renovation of the Dignity Health Arizona Cardinals

Training Center in Tempe. A three-phase project over two-plus
years,  it  added more than 92,000 square  feet  to  the team’s
headquarters. Among the upgrades and expansions were a stand-
alone 78,000 square foot indoor practice bubble, a new full-
service kitchen and dining area, an expanded weight room and
new player rehab and cardio area that more than doubled the
size  of  the  previous  weight  room,  expanded  and  newly  re-
designed  locker  room  for  players  and  coaches,  an  updated
athletic  training  room  and  doctor’s  examination  room  and
additional meeting rooms.

    CONTRIBUTIONS TO ARIZONA AND GREATER
PHOENIX:  In  addition  to  his  prominent  role  with  the
Cardinals, Bidwill  has established himself as one of the most
influential leaders in the greater Phoenix business community
where he has been a strong advocate for economic growth and
development.

Along with Arizona governor Katie Hobbs, he co-chairs the board
of the Arizona Commerce Authority (ACA), the state’s leading
economic  development  organization  that  brings  together
Arizona’s  most  prestigious  public-private  sector  leaders.  He
served as Chairman of the Greater Phoenix Leadership (GPL), an
organization composed of the region’s top business and civic
leaders.  From  2008-10,  Bidwill  served  back-to-back  terms  as
Chairman of the Greater Phoenix Economic Council (GPEC). He is
also  on  the  five-person  Executive  Committee  of  the  Arizona
Commerce Authority’s  Board  of  Directors  which the ACA says
“unites some of the state’s  most powerful,  proactive officials
with its globally recognized leaders of business.”

In June of 2022, in partnership with then-Arizona Governor Doug
Ducey and State Farm, Bidwill spearheaded the first-ever Civics
Matters Arizona trip which sent 241 Arizona students mostly from
Title I schools and 30 of their teachers on a once-in-a-lifetime
trip to Washington, D.C. aboard the Cardinals team plane. Civics
Matters Arizona returned in 2023 in a partnership with Arizona
Governor Katie Hobbs and the Close Up Foundation. This year,
Civics Matters Arizona impacted more than 1,500 high school
students across the state, including the 260 selected by their
teachers  to  travel  to  Washington,  D.C.  These  students
represented 30 schools, 20 school districts, 14 cities, and six
counties  across  Arizona.  The  program engages  students  with
their peers as well as their government and gives educators the
tools and training to build positive dialogue in the classroom.

Under Bidwill’s leadership, the Cardinals took a lead role in a
number of initiatives to assist those in Arizona impacted during
the COVID-19 outbreak. That March, the Cardinals made a $1
million founding donation to the Arizona Coronavirus Relief Fund
and shortly thereafter,  the team organized three major blood
drives at State Farm Stadium to meet the dire need to replenish
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the Valley’s dwindling blood supply. In early April of 2020, at the
height of the outbreak when demand for assistance from food
banks in Arizona more than doubled, the Cardinals joined State
Farm to provide one million meals to five local food banks.

To assist local businesses during the crisis, the Cardinals made a
$100,000 donation to Local First Arizona, Arizona’s Coronavirus
Micro  Grant  Fund  and  also  helped  promote  local  restaurants
through the Cards Carryout initiative. Through the Cards Carryout
program,  Cardinals  players  and  staff  joined  fans  in  helping
promote independent, locally-owned restaurants hit hard by the
coronavirus crisis while also  recognizing those working on the
front lines of the pandemic.

    HONORS: In January of 2019, Michael received the Paul
Tagliabue Award from the Fritz Pollard Alliance for demonstrating
integrity and leadership in the area of career development for
minorities and advocating for  diversity.  In May of  2019, the
Arizona  Lodging  and  Tourism  Association  named  Bidwill  its
Honoree of the Year for his efforts to unify the tourism industry
by  convening  industry  leadership  throughout  the  state  to
advance economic development and increase visitation.

In September of 2018, Bidwill was chosen as the Grand Marshal
of the Desert Financial Fiesta Bowl parade. In being selected for
the honor, Bidwill joined a notable list of Grand Marshals, which
includes  Diamondbacks  Hall  of  Fame  pitcher  Randy  Johnson,
former Cardinals QB and Hall of Famer Kurt Warner and former
Suns/Diamondbacks owner Jerry Colangelo.

In November of 2017, Bidwill returned to St. Louis where he was
honored at the prestigious Musial Awards after stepping up to
fund the city’s high school football awards when the previous
sponsor  pulled out.  In January  of  2016,  Bidwill  and Arizona
Governor Doug Ducey were inducted into the National Football
Foundation (NFF) Hall of Fame for their roles in helping shape
the economic future of the state. In March of 2016, Bidwill was
chosen to serve as the Grand Marshal of the 33rd annual St.
Patrick’s  Day  parade,  one  of  the  most  popular  and  longest
running such events in Phoenix.

In May of 2015, Michael was presented with the esteemed Vision
Award from the Greater Phoenix Convention & Visitors Bureau, an
honor bestowed just three times previously: Phoenix mayors Skip
Rimsza  and Phil  Gordon plus  former  Suns  and Diamondbacks
owner Jerry Colangelo.

Bidwill received the 2014 Transformational Leader Award from
the Arizona Chamber of Commerce & Industry. In November of
2013, he received the West Valley Regional Advancement Award
from Western Maricopa Coalition, which cited continued positive
impact in that community. Bidwill was selected by the Phoenix
Business Journal as one of its 25 Most Admired CEO’s in 2010.

    NFL LEADERSHIP: Within the National Football League,
Bidwill’s considerable influence is illustrated by his appointment
to  a  number  of  notable  league  committees,  including  his
inclusion  on  the  prestigious  Management  Council  Executive
Committee. In 2021, the league announced that Bidwill would
replace Bengals owner Mike Brown on the Management Council
Executive Committee that deals with the NFLPA on labor issues.

    BACKGROUND: Bidwill  earned a Bachelor  of  Science
degree in Finance from St. Louis University in 1987 and in 1990
earned  a  law  degree  from Catholic  University  of  America  in
Washington,  D.C.  In  May  of  2015  –  25  years  after  his  own
graduation  from  the  school  –  Michael  delivered  the
commencement address at Catholic University’s School of Law
and was also awarded an honorary Doctorate of Humane Letters.

A flying enthusiast and licensed pilot since he was a teenager,
Bidwill  regularly flies himself to road games as well as other
team and league business. And in 2020, the Cardinals became
the second NFL franchise with its  own aircraft  following the
team’s purchase of a Boeing 777-200ER wide body jet.

Michael  is  a  board  member  emeritus  for  the  Pat  Tillman
Foundation, which carries on the legacy of the former Cardinals
safety killed in Afghanistan in 2004. Bidwill has also previously
served as a member of the Air Force Chief of Staff Civic Leader
Program  whose  membership  “comprises  respected  community
leaders (who) provide ideas and feedback to advise the secretary
of the Air Force, the Air Force chief of staff and Air Force senior
leaders.”
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NOTECARDS
After spending the last three seasons (2020-22) as the Director of Player Personnel for the Tennessee Titans, Ossenfort was
hired as the Cardinals General Manager on January 16, 2023.
During his 21 total seasons working in the NFL, Ossenfort’s teams have earned a postseason berth 16 times.
In his first two seasons (2020-21) with Tennessee, the Titans posted a 23-10 record and earned back-to-back AFC South titles.
Prior to Tennessee, he had a 14-year run with the Patriots (2006-19) and worked his way up from Area Scout to Director of
College Scouting. During those 14 seasons, New England won an NFL-high 199 games in the regular season, made 13 playoff
appearances, played in 10 AFC Championship games and won three Super Bowls (XLIX, LI, LIII).

 
Monti Ossenfort was hired as the Cardinals General Manager on
January  16,  2023  after  spending  the  past  three  seasons
(2020-22) as Director of Player Personnel with the Tennessee
Titans.

The  45-year-old  Ossenfort  came to  Arizona  with  21  years  of
experience in the NFL (2002-22). That includes his three seasons
in  Tennessee  and  15  years  (2003;  2006-19)  with  the  New
England Patriots.  During his  time in  New England,  Ossenfort
helped the Patriots win four Super Bowl titles (XXXVIII, XLIX, LI,
LIII) and advance to seven Super Bowls overall. In Ossenfort’s 21
total NFL seasons, his teams have earned a postseason berth 16
times.

Ossenfort’s  tenure in Arizona comes after  a  highly  successful
three-year run in Tennessee. During that stretch, the Titans tied
for fifth in the NFL in total wins (30), won a pair of AFC South
titles and had two seasons of 11+ wins. His first season with
Tennessee in 2020 saw the team win 11 games and earn its first
AFC South title since 2008. The Titans followed that up with a
12-5 record and second straight AFC South crown in 2021. It
marked the first time the franchise won back-to-back division
titles since the 1970 merger.

Over the course of his 15 seasons with New England, Ossenfort
served as the Director of College Scouting (2014-19), Assistant
Director  of  College  Scouting  (2011-13),  National  Scout
(2008-10),  Area  Scout  (2006-07)  and  a  Personnel  Assistant
(2003). In between his two tenures with the Patriots, Ossenfort
worked with the Houston Texans as a pro and college scouting
assistant in 2004 prior to being promoted to a college scout in
2005.

Ossenfort  started  his  career  in  the  NFL  with  the  Minnesota
Vikings as a training camp intern in 2001 and worked with the
Texans during their inaugural season in 2002 as a pro personnel
intern under general manager Charley Casserly.

His first full-time job in the NFL came with New England as a
personnel assistant under head coach Bill Belichick in 2003, a
year that concluded with a Patriots victory over Carolina in Super
Bowl XXXVIII.

He returned to New England in 2006, beginning a 14-year run
with the Patriots that saw him work his way up from Area Scout
to Director of College Scouting. During those 14 seasons New
England won an NFL-high 199 games during the regular season,
made 13 playoff appearances, played in 10 AFC Championship
games and won three Super Bowls.

Ossenfort  was  a  four-year  letterman  and  two-year  starter  at
quarterback  for  the  University  of  Minnesota-Morris,  where  he
completed 411-of-923 pass attempts for 4,263 yards and 21 TDs.
He continues to rank first in program history in pass attempts,
fourth in completions and fifth in total passing yards.

He graduated from Minnesota-Morris in 2000 with a degree in
Economics and Management. Ossenfort earned a master’s degree
in Business Administration and Sports Management from Ohio
University in 2002.

A native of Luverne, MN, Ossenfort and his wife, Shannon, have
three daughters, Emery, Finley and Landry.
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NOTECARDS
Became an NFL head coach when he was hired by the Cardinals on February 14, 2023. Gannon came to Arizona after spending
the past two seasons (2021-22) as the defensive coordinator with the Philadelphia Eagles where he helped them advance to
Super Bowl LVII at State Farm Stadium.
Gannon has 15 years of experience in the NFL with the Eagles (2021-22), Colts (2018-20), Vikings (2014-17), Titans (2012-13),
Rams (2009-11) and Falcons (2007).
Under Gannon, the Eagles boasted a top-10 defense in each of the past two seasons, ranking 2nd in total defense in 2022
(301.5 ypg) and 10th in the NFL in 2021 (328.8 ypg). This past season the Eagles also featured the NFL’s top-ranked pass
defense (179.8 ypg) and the league’s 8th ranked scoring defense (20.2 ppg).
Between 2021-22, the Eagles defense led the NFL with 99 sacks, ranked 3rd in total defense (315.1 ypg), 3rd in pass defense
(200.4 ypg), 6th in tackles for loss (168), tied for 4th in total return TDs (7) and interception return TDs (4) and tied for 10th
in interceptions (29).
Since individual sacks became an official stat in 1982, Philadelphia became the first team ever to have four different players
with 10.0+ sacks in a single season when they did so in 2022: Haason Reddick (16.0), Brandon Graham (11.0), Javon Hargrave
(11.0) and Josh Sweat (11.0).
Gannon coached with three teams (Eagles, Colts, Vikings) who combined for six playoff berths in the last eight seasons.

 
Jonathan Gannon was named Arizona’s head coach on February
14, 2023 when he signed a five-year contract. The 40-year old
Gannon joined the Cardinals after spending the past two seasons
(2021-22) as the defensive coordinator  with the Philadelphia
Eagles.  A  Cleveland,  OH  native,  Gannon  has  15  years  of
experience  in  the  NFL  with  the  Eagles  (2021-22),  Colts
(2018-20), Vikings (2014-17), Titans (2012-13), Rams (2009-11)
and Falcons (2007).

PHILADELPHIA: Gannon spent the past two seasons (2021-22)
as the defensive coordinator with the Philadelphia Eagles. Under
Gannon, the Eagles boasted a top-10 defense in each season,
ranking 2nd in total defense in 2022 (301.5 ypg) and 10th in the
NFL  in  2021  (328.8  ypg).  This  past  season  the  Eagles  also
featured the NFL’s top-ranked pass defense (179.8 ypg) and the
league’s 8th ranked scoring defense (20.2 ppg).

Philadelphia advanced to Super Bowl LVII at State Farm Stadium
after beating San Francisco in the NFC Championship, won the
NFC East in 2022 and finished the regular season as the #1 seed
in the NFC with a  14-3 record.  The Eagles  qualified for  the
postseason in each year Gannon was the defensive coordinator.

In 2022, the Eagles easily led the NFL with a franchise single-
season record 70 sacks in the regular season. No other team in
the NFL had more than 55. Philadelphia’s 70 sacks in 2022 were
the  most  by  any  team  in  a  single  season  since  the  1989
Minnesota Vikings (71). Combined with their eight sacks in the
postseason, the Eagles 78 total sacks in 2022 were the third-
most in NFL history behind only the 1984 (82 sacks) and 1985
Chicago Bears (80 sacks). Philadelphia also tied for 4th in the
NFL in both total takeaways (27) and INTs during the regular
season.

In his two seasons as defensive coordinator with Philadelphia,
four  different  Eagles  players  combined  for  five  Pro  Bowl
selections: Darius Slay (2), Haason Reddick (1), Javon Hargrave
(1) and Josh Sweat (1). Reddick, Hargrave and Sweat all earned

their  first  career  Pro  Bowl  selections  playing  in  Gannon’s
defense.  Reddick  and  CB  James  Bradberry  were  each  named
second-team All-Pro in 2022.

Under Gannon’s tutelage, Reddick ranked 2nd in the NFL with a
career-high 16.0 sacks in 2022. He also led the NFL with five
strip-sacks and tied for the NFL lead with five forced fumbles.

At age 34, Graham had double-digit sacks for the first time in his
career in 2022. He became the oldest player with 11.0+ sacks
since Julius Peppers (37) and Terrell Suggs (35) in 2017. Last
season, Hargrave’s 11.0 sacks were the most by an Eagles DT
since Andy Harmon (11.5) in 1993.

Another player who had a career year under Gannon in 2022 was
LB  T.J.  Edwards,  who  finished  the  regular  season  with  159
tackles, 2.0 sacks, seven passes defensed, 10 tackles for loss and
a fumble recovery. His 159 tackles were a career high, ranked 7th
in the NFL in 2022 and also were the highest single-season total
for an Eagles defender since Byron Evans (175) in 1992.

Following three seasons in New Orleans, S C.J. Gardner-Johnson
established a career high and tied for the NFL lead with six INTs
in his first season with the Eagles in 2022. Playing in Gannon’s
defense, Gardner-Johnson had more INTs in 2022 (6) than he
had in his  first  three NFL seasons combined (5).  Eagles  CBs
James Bradberry (3 INTs, 17 PD) and Darius Slay (3 INTs, 14 PD)
finished the 2022 season as the only cornerback tandem in the
NFL  each  with  14+  passes  defensed  and  3+  interceptions.
Bradberry’s 17 passes defensed ranked 3rd in the NFL last season.

Philadelphia (7 points allowed vs. NYG; 7 points allowed vs. SF)
became the first team to allow seven points or fewer in multiple
postseason games since the 2010 Baltimore Ravens (3 times).
Prior to 2022, the last time Philadelphia gave up seven points or
fewer in consecutive postseason games was during the 1948 and
1949 NFL Championships.
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In his first season with the Eagles in 2021, Gannon directed the
NFL’s  10th-ranked  defense  (328.8  ypg).  Philadelphia  had  the
2nd-most defensive TDs (5), allowed the 5th-fewest explosive
plays (117) in the league and finished 9th in opponent rushing
yards per game (107.9) and opponent three-and-out percentage
(33.1%). Slay led the team with five takeaways and had an NFL-
best three defensive TDs that season.

OTHER NFL EXPERIENCE: Gannon has 15 years of experience in
the NFL. Prior to working with the Eagles, he was the defensive
backs/cornerbacks coach with the Indianapolis Colts (2018-20)
and the assistant defensive backs/quality control coach with the
Minnesota  Vikings  (2014-17)  after  working  as  a  defensive
assistant with the Tennessee Titans (2012-13). He spent three
seasons  (2009-11)  as  a  scout  with  the St.  Louis  Rams after
beginning his NFL coaching career as a defensive assistant with
the Atlanta Falcons in 2007.

During his three seasons with Indianapolis (2018-20), Gannon
oversaw a secondary that helped the Colts rank 6th in the NFL in
INTs (45, tied), 9th in scoring defense (22.5 ppg) and 10th in
total defense (339.5 ypg) and red zone defense (55.9%, tied)
during that span.

In Gannon’s final season with Indianapolis in 2020, the Colts
defense had the 5th-most takeaways (25) in the NFL and ranked

7th in INTs (15,  tied),  8th in total  yards  allowed per  game
(332.1) and 10th in points allowed per game (22.6, tied). CB
Kenny Moore (79 tackles, 13 PD, 4 INTs and 2.0 sacks) was the
only defensive back in the NFL in 2020 with at least four INTs
and 2.0 sacks that season.

In 2019, the Colts had the 7th-most INTs (15) and 10th-most
takeaways  (23,  tied)  in  the  NFL.  The  previous  year,  Gannon
assisted a defense that amassed the 9th-most INTs (15, tied) in
the league and ranked 10th in takeaways (26, tied) and points
allowed  per  game  (21.5).  Indianapolis  forced  at  least  one
turnover in a league-best 15 games that season.

As an assistant with the Vikings for  four seasons (2014-17),
Gannon  helped  the  Vikings  defense  rank  2nd  in  the  NFL  in
redzone  defense  (48.6%),  3rd  in  total  defense  (319.9  ypg),
scoring defense (18.8 ppg), passing defense (214.6 ypg) and
third-down defense (35.1%). CB Xavier Rhodes (2016-17) and S
Harrison Smith (2015-17) were selected to multiple Pro Bowls
during Gannon’s tenure in Minnesota.

Gannon got his start in the NFL with the Falcons as a defensive
assistant under head coach Bobby Petrino who was his head
coach while he was a student at Louisville.

LOUISVILLE: Gannon played collegiately as a safety at Louisville
and appeared in nine games as a redshirt  freshman in 2002
before suffering a career-ending hip injury in his first career start
at Cincinnati. As a true freshman in 2001, he was named the
Cardinals defensive scout team player of the year. Following the
injury, he worked as a student assistant at Louisville for three
seasons (2003-05) and one season as a graduate assistant (2006)
under Petrino.

PERSONAL:  Gannon  attended  Saint  Ignatius  (Cleveland,  OH)
High School where he was an All-State defensive back and a
standout in basketball and track & field. As a senior in 2001, he
helped  lead  the  basketball  team  to  the  school’s  first  state
championship  and  starred  in  the  long  jump  and  110-meter
hurdles, helping Saint Ignatius to their first track & field state
championship that same year.  Gannon was inducted into the
Saint Ignatius Sports Hall of Fame in 2011.

He and his wife, Gina, have three children – Rocco, Lola and
Angelo.

Hired as Cardinals special teams coordinator in 2018 after working in the same capacity for three seasons (2015-17) with the
Chicago Bears. Added the title of assistant head coach in 2019.
Has 22 years of coaching experience, including 19 seasons coaching special teams in the NFL with Arizona (2018-22), Chicago
(2015-17), Denver (2011-14), Carolina (2009-10) and San Francisco (2003-07).
P Andy Lee finished in the top-five in the NFL in punting average three times over the past five seasons (2018-22), including
leading the league with a 48.6-yard average in 2018. He owns the top-five single-season punting averages in franchise history
and is tied for 3rd in the NFL with a 47.5-yard average in his five seasons with Rodgers.
K Matt Prater had 137 points in 2021, the second-highest total in franchise history and tied for the fourth-highest total in the
NFL. In just 30 games over two seasons (2021-22) under Rodgers, Prater connected on 12 FGs of 50+ yards, the second-most for
any player in team history.
Denver returned six kicks for TDs during Rodgers tenure with the Broncos (2011-14), tied for the second most in the NFL in that
span. In 2012, Trindon Holliday became the first player in NFL history to record multiple return TDs in a playoff game when he
scored on a 90-yard punt return and a 104-yard kickoff return in a 38-35 double-overtime loss to the Ravens.
In Denver, Prater was named to the Pro Bowl in 2013 after setting franchise records in field goal percentage (96.2%; 25-of-26)
and points scored (150). Prater’s 64-yard field goal in 2013 was the longest in NFL history, until it was eclipsed by Justin Tucker
(66 yards) in 2021. In 2014, Connor Barth’s 93.8 field-goal percentage (15-of-16) was the second-highest in team history.

 
Jeff Rodgers is in his sixth season with the Cardinals and fifth as
the team’s assistant head coach/special teams coordinator. He
came to Arizona in January, 2018 as the team’s special teams
coordinator and added the title of assistant head coach in 2019.
Rodgers  is  in  his  20th  NFL  season after  previously  coaching
special  teams  with  Chicago  (2015-17),  Denver  (2011-14),
Carolina (2009-10) and San Francisco (2003-07).

Long-time veterans who are among the most prolific in history at
their  respective  positions,  P  Andy  Lee  and  K  Matt  Prater
continued  to  have  success  under  Rodgers  last  season.  Lee
averaged 47.1 yards per punt, the fifth-best average in team
history while Prater connected on five FGs from 50+ yards, giving
him 12 in just two seasons with the Cardinals, the second-most
in team history. In 2021, both Lee and Prater posted record-
breaking seasons. Prater finished with 137 points, the second-
highest total in franchise history and tied for the fourth-highest
total in the NFL. He also converted on a team-record and career-
high seven FGs of 50+ yards, including a franchise record 62-
yarder in just his second game with the Cardinals. Lee finished
3rd in the NFL and established a franchise single-season record
with a 49.0-yard punting average that year.

In 2020, the Cardinals special teams unit featured three players
who all entered the NFL as undrafted rookies in 2018: LB Dennis
Gardeck, WR Trent Sherfield and LB Zeke Turner. Gardeck has
served as a special  teams captain in each of  the past three
seasons (2020-22) and was selected as a Pro Bowl alternate in
both 2019 and 2022. Turner tied for  the team lead with 15
special teams tackles in 2020 to go along with two blocked punts
and a reception on a fake punt. Sherfield had a career-high 10
special teams tackles and two fumble recoveries that season.

K Zane Gonzalez set career highs and ranked 4th in the NFL in
2019 in both total points (127) and made FGs (31). His 31 FGs
remain the third-most in a single in team history while his 127
points  are  tied  for  the  fourth-best  single-season  total  in

franchise history. Lee finished 2nd in the NFL with a 47.8-yard
punting average, the second consecutive season working with
Rodgers that he finished in the top-two in the NFL in punting
average.

In  2018,  Arizona’s  special  teams  developed  into  one  of  the
league’s best. The Cardinals finished the season with the NFL’s #5
ranked unit after finishing #30 in 2017. Lee led the NFL and
established a then Cardinals single-season record (since broken)
with a 48.6-yard punting average. Turner led the NFL with 13
solo special teams tackles while Gardeck led all NFL rookies with
388  special  teams  snaps.  In  the  Cardinals  season  finale  at
Seattle, Gardeck had a deflected punt and recovered a Cameron
Malveaux blocked punt in the end zone for a touchdown. It was
Arizona’s first blocked punt for a touchdown since 2008.

While working with Chicago, the Bears had three special teams
TDs in 2017 (two punt return, one fake punt), tied with the Rams
for the most in the NFL. Rookie PR Tarik Cohen averaged 9.4
yards per punt return in 2017 (9th in the NFL) and had a 61-yard
return for a TD while KR Deonte Thompson ranked 2nd in the NFL
in 2016 in kickoff return yards (804). P Pat O'Donnell allowed
just 22 punt returns in 2016, tied for the third fewest in the NFL
among punters who appeared in 16 games.

Prior to working in Chicago, Rodgers spent four seasons as the
special teams coordinator with the Broncos. During his time in
Denver, the Broncos ranked 10th in the NFL in gross punting
average (45.6 yards per punt) and 11th in net punting average
(39.6 yards per punt). Denver's six total kick return TDs (four
punt/two kickoff)  were tied for  the second most  in the NFL
during Rodgers tenure.

Prater, who kicked with the Broncos under Rodgers, was named
to the Pro Bowl following the 2013 season after setting franchise
records in FG percentage (96.2%, 25-of-26) and points scored
(150). His 64-yard field goal on December 8, 2013 is the second-
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longest FG in NFL history. In 2014, K Connor Barth's 93.8 field
goal percentage (15-of-16) was the second-highest season total
in Broncos history.

In Rodgers’ second season in Denver in 2012, the Broncos special
teams allowed the 2nd-lowest punt return average (6.2 ypr) and
the 7th-lowest  kickoff  return average (22.1 ypr)  in  the NFL.
During  the  Divisional  Playoffs  that  season,  Trindon  Holliday
became the first player in NFL history to record a punt return TD
(90 yards) and kickoff return TD (104 yards) in a postseason
game. In 2011, Denver ranked 3rd in the NFL in punt return
average (12.7 ypr) and one of just three teams in the league
with multiple punt return TDs: Arizona (4), Denver (2), Chicago
(2). P Britton Colquitt set single-season franchise records for
gross (47.4) and net punting (40.2) averages and broke his own
team record the following year with a 42.1-yard net average.

Rodgers began his coaching career at the University of Arizona in
2001, spending two seasons as a graduate assistant working with

the secondary and linebackers under head coach John Mackovic.
He entered the NFL coaching ranks with San Francisco in 2003 as
a special  teams quality control  coach for two seasons before
being  elevated  to  assistant  special  teams  coach  (2005-07).
During his five seasons with the 49ers, LS Brian Jennings (2004)
and P Andy Lee (2007) both earned Pro Bowl selections. Lee set
an NFL single-season record with 42 punts inside the 20-yard
line (since broken) and ranked 2nd in the NFL with a 41.0 net
punting average in 2007. After leaving the 49ers, Rodgers served
as the special teams coordinator for one season at Kansas State
in 2008.

Following Kansas State, Rodgers spent two seasons in Carolina,
first  as  the  Panthers  special  teams  assistant  (2009)  before
serving  as  special  teams  coordinator  in  2010.  He  played
linebacker at North Texas (1996-2000) where he earned a degree
in  Business,  specializing  in  Entrepreneurship  and  Strategic
Management. A St. Paul, MN native, Rodgers attended Westlake
(Austin, TX) High School.

Hired as the Cardinals offensive coordinator in 2023 after coaching the past three seasons (2020-22) with Cleveland, including
last year as quarterbacks coach.
With the Browns last season, QB Jacoby Brissett started 11 games and completed 236-of-369 passes for 2,608 yards, 12 TDs, six
interceptions and an 88.9 quarterback rating. Brissett’s 63.9 completion percentage and 88.9 passer rating were both career
highs. QB Deshaun Watson started the final six games of the season and threw for 1,102 yards, seven TDs and five interceptions.
Both QBs combined to run for 418 yards and three TDs in 2022.
Prior to Cleveland, he spent six seasons (2014-19) coaching with Minnesota. As the Vikings wide receivers coach in 2019, WR
Stefon Diggs set a then career-high with 1,130 receiving yards and finished 4th in the league that season with a 17.9-yard
average on 63 receptions.
Working with Kirk Cousins in 2018, the Vikings QB set a team record for completions (425), threw for the third-most passing
yards (4,298), had the second-highest completion percentage (70.1) and recorded the fourth-highest passer rating (99.7) by a
Viking in team history.

Drew Petzing is in his first season with the Cardinals and 10th in
the NFL after being hired as Arizona’s offensive coordinator on
2/21/23. He came to the Cardinals after spending the past three
years  (2020-22)  with Cleveland,  including last  season as  the
quarterbacks coach with the Browns.

Prior to working with Cleveland’s quarterbacks in 2022, Petzing
coached  Browns  tight  ends  for  two  years  (2020-21)  after
spending  six  seasons  (2014-19)  as  an  assistant  with  the
Minnesota Vikings. He was the Vikings wide receivers coach in
2019 after working as the assistant quarterbacks coach (2018)
and assistant wide receivers coach (2014-17) with Minnesota.
Petzing  and  Cardinals  head  coach  Jonathan  Gannon  coached
together in Minnesota for four seasons (2014-17).

With  the  Browns  last  season,  QB  Jacoby  Brissett  started  11
games and completed 236-of-369 passes for 2,608 yards, 12 TDs,
six  INTs  and  an  88.9  QB  rating.  Brissett’s  63.9  completion
percentage and 88.9 passer rating were both career highs. QB
Deshaun Watson started the final six games of the season and
threw  for  1,102  yards,  seven  TDs  and  five  INTs.  Both  QBs
combined to run for 418 yards and three TDs in 2022.

As Cleveland’s tight ends coach for two seasons, Petzing’s group
helped the Browns become the only team in the league in 2021
to have at least three different tight ends each record at least
three TDs as TE David Njoku led the team with four TDs. They
also helped the Browns lead the NFL in rushing average (5.09-
yard avg.) in 2021, the highest rushing average for the team
since 1966.

In 2020, the Browns had three tight ends record multiple TDs,
led by TE Austin Hooper who tied for second on the team with
four TDs. Rookie TE Harrison Bryant led all rookie tight ends with
three receiving TDs while Njoku had two TD receptions. Cleveland
finished 3rd in the league in rushing (148.4 ypg) in 2020, the
best average for the Browns since 1978.

During his tenure with Minnesota, Petzing helped the Vikings win
two NFC North division titles (2015 & 2017) while also qualifying
for the postseason as a Wild Card team in 2019. The 2017 Vikings

went 13-3 and advanced to the NFC Championship.

As the Vikings wide receivers coach in 2019, WR Stefon Diggs set
a  then  career-high  with  1,130  receiving  yards,  his  second
consecutive 1,000-yard season. He finished 4th in the league
that season with a 17.9-yard average on 63 receptions. Working
with Kirk Cousins in 2018, the Vikings QB set a team record for
completions  (425),  threw  for  the  third-most  passing  yards
(4,298), had the second-highest completion percentage (70.1)
and recorded the fourth-highest passer rating (99.7) by a Viking
in team history. He became the first quarterback in NFL history
to throw for at least 4,000 yards, at least 30 passing TDs, 10 or
fewer INTs and complete at least 70% of his passes in a season.

As assistant wide receivers coach, Petzing helped develop WR
Adam Thielen, who began his career as an undrafted rookie free
agent.  In  2017,  Thielen made his  first  Pro  Bowl  and was  a
second-team All-Pro selection after finishing 5th in the NFL (2nd
in NFC) with a then career-high 1,276 receiving yards on 91
receptions. Diggs reached 200 career catches in 40 games, the
fastest in team history to that milestone (record has since been
eclipsed by Justin Jefferson). In addition to working with wide
receivers in his first season in Minnesota, Petzing also helped
coach Vikings running backs in 2014. As a rookie,  RB Jerick
McKinnon tied for 5th in the NFL with a 4.8-yard average (min
100 carries).

He served as a graduate assistant at Boston College for two years
(2010-11)  after  working  as  a  volunteer  assistant  coach  at
Harvard in 2009. Petzing then worked for one season (2012) as
the outside linebackers coach at Yale before spending the 2013
season with the Browns as a football operations intern where he
assisted the offense.

As  a  player,  Petzing  spent  his  first  two  years  (2005-06)  at
Middlebury College as a defensive back before injuries cut short
his playing career. A Wellesley, MA native, Petzing then served as
a student assistant the next two years before graduating in 2009
with a degree in Economics and minors in Math and Philosophy.

He and his wife, Louisa, have a daughter, Emilia.

Helped Eagles LB T.J. Edwards to a career season in 2022 as he finished with 159 tackles, 2.0 sacks, seven passes defensed, 10
tackles for loss and a fumble recovery. His 159 tackles ranked 7th in the NFL in 2022 and represented the highest single-season
total for an Eagles defender since Byron Evans (175) in 1992.
With the Vikings, coached LB Eric Kendricks who was selected to his first Pro Bowl and was named first-team All-Pro in 2019
after having a career-high and team-leading 110 tackles to go along with 12 passes defensed, tied for the most among NFL
linebackers.
His older brother, Mike, played linebacker at Minnesota (2008-12) and is now a star in the WWE known as Madcap Moss.

Nick  Rallis  was  hired  as  Arizona’s  defensive  coordinator  on
2/21/23 after spending the past two seasons (2021-22) coaching
linebackers  with the Philadelphia  Eagles.  Prior  to  working in
Philadelphia,  Rallis  spent  three  seasons  (2018-20)  with  the
Minnesota  Vikings  as  defensive  quality  control/assistant
linebackers  coach.

Working under current Cardinals head coach Jonathan Gannon
the  past  two years  in  Philadelphia,  Rallis  helped  the  Eagles
advance to Super Bowl LVII at State Farm Stadium after beating
San Francisco in the NFC Championship, win the NFC East in 2022
and earn the #1 seed in the NFC with a 14-3 record. The Eagles
made  the  postseason  in  each  season  Rallis  coached  with
Philadelphia.

LB T.J. Edwards had a career-season with the Eagles in 2022
after finishing the regular season with 159 tackles, 2.0 sacks,
seven passes defensed, 10 tackles for loss and a fumble recovery.
His 159 tackles ranked 7th in the NFL in 2022 and represented
the  highest  single-season  total  for  an  Eagles  defender  since
Byron Evans (175) in 1992. LB Kyzir White, who signed with the
Cardinals as a free agent in the 2023 offseason, had 110 tackles,
the second-most on the team, to go along with 1.5 sacks, seven
passes defensed and five QB pressures last season.

The Eagles had a top-10 defense in each of the past two seasons
Rallis coached there, ranking 2nd in total defense in 2022 (301.5

ypg) and 10th in the NFL in 2021 (328.8 ypg). This past season
the  Eagles  also  featured  the  NFL’s  top-ranked  pass  defense
(179.8 ypg) and the league’s 8th ranked scoring defense (20.2
ppg). Between 2021-22, the Eagles defense led the NFL with 99
sacks,  ranked  3rd  in  total  defense  (315.1  ypg),  3rd  in  pass
defense (200.4 ypg), 6th in tackles for loss (168), tied for 4th in
total return TDs (7) and interception return TDs (4) and tied for
10th in INTs (29).

In 2022, the Eagles easily led the NFL with a franchise single-
season record 70 sacks in the regular season. No other team in
the NFL had more than 55. Philadelphia’s 70 sacks in 2022 were
the  most  by  any  team  in  a  single  season  since  the  1989
Minnesota Vikings (71). Combined with their eight sacks in the
postseason, the Eagles 78 total sacks in 2022 were the third-
most in NFL history behind only the 1984 (82 sacks) and 1985
Chicago Bears (80 sacks). Philadelphia also tied for 4th in the
NFL in both total takeaways (27) and INTs during the regular
season.

Since  individual  sacks  became  an  official  stat  in  1982,
Philadelphia became the first team ever to have four different
players with 10.0+ sacks in a single season when they did so in
2022: LB Haason Reddick (16.0), DE Brandon Graham (11.0), DT
Javon Hargrave (11.0) and DE Josh Sweat (11.0).

In  his  first  season  with  the  Eagles  in  2021,  Rallis  helped
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Philadelphia to the NFL’s 10th-ranked defense (328.8 ypg) in
addition to having the 2nd-most defensive TDs (5) and allowing
the 5th-fewest explosive plays (117) in the league while also
finishing 9th in opponent rushing yards per game (107.9) and
opponent three-and-out percentage (33.1%).

Under  his  guidance,  LB Alex Singleton had a team-high 130
tackles and Edwards had 125 tackles in 2021. The duo finished as
two of five NFL players to have 125+ tackles, one interception
and one fumble recovery in the regular season.

He spent his first two seasons (2018-19) with the Vikings as a
defensive quality control coach and added the title of assistant
linebackers  in  2020.  With  the  Vikings,  Rallis  helped  Eric
Kendricks and Eric Wilson become the only pair of linebackers in
the  league  in  2020  to  have  100+  tackles  and  3+  INTs  that
season.

In 2019, Kendricks was selected to his first Pro Bowl and was
named first-team All-Pro after having a career-high and team-
leading 110 tackles to go along with 12 passes defensed, tied for
the  most  among  NFL  linebackers.  Pro  Football  Focus  named
Kendricks as the league’s highest-graded linebacker in 2019.

Rallis (RAW-liss) started his coaching career as a quality control
coach at Wake Forest in 2017. He played at Edina (MN) High
School and was the #8 recruit in the state of Minnesota as a
senior  according  to  Rivals.com  prior  to  playing  linebacker
collegiately  at  the  University  of  Minnesota  (2012-16).  As  a
Golden Gopher, Rallis appeared in 26 games, including starting
three games as a senior. His older brother, Mike, also played
linebacker at Minnesota (2008-12) and is now a star in the WWE
known as Madcap Moss.

He  graduated  with  a  degree  in  Business  Marketing  from
Minnesota and earned his master’s in Sport and Exercise Science.
Rallis and his wife, Devin, have a son, Kendrick.

In May of 2023, was among 40 minority assistant coaches invited to attend the Coach Accelerator program at the NFL meetings
in Minneapolis. The goal of the program is to increase exposure between owners, executives, and diverse coaching talent,
providing ample opportunity to develop and build upon their relationships. 
During his three-year (2020-22) tenure coaching receivers with the Commanders, guided WR Terry McLaurin to three consecutive
1,000+ yard receiving seasons and his first Pro Bowl selection in 2022.
Assisted in the development of first-round rookie WR Jahan Dotson last season; Dotson’s seven TD receptions in 2022 tied for
the most among NFL rookies.
A Chandler, AZ native, Terrell attended Hamilton (Chandler, AZ) High School and received All-State honors as both a wide
receiver and punt returner.
Played four seasons (2009-12) at Stanford and led the team in receiving yards in 2012 when the Cardinals were 12-2 and won
both the Pac-12 championship and the Rose Bowl.

 
Drew Terrell is in his sixth season in the NFL and first with the
Cardinals as passing game coordinator/wide receivers. He came
to Arizona after coaching wide receivers in Washington the past
three years (2020-22).

During his three seasons in Washington, Terrell helped guide the
development of standout WR Terry McLaurin – one of just eight
players in the NFL with 1,000+ receiving yards in each of the last
three seasons. In 2022, McLaurin set single-season career highs
in receiving yards (1,191) and scrimmage yards (1,220) while
joining Gary  Clark  (1989-91),  Art  Monk (1984-86) and Henry

Ellard (1994-96) as the only players in franchise history with
three  consecutive  seasons  of  1,000+  receiving  yards.  His
performance in 2022 earned McLaurin his first Pro Bowl.

Working  with  Terrell  for  the  first  time  in  2020,  McLaurin
established a career high with 87 receptions while becoming the
first  Commanders  players  with  a  1,000-yard  receiving  season
(1,118) since 2016.

Terrell also worked with Washington rookie WR Jahan Dotson last
season. The Commanders first-round pick in the 2022 NFL Draft,
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Dotson finished his debut season with 35 receptions for 523
yards and a team-high seven TD receptions. His seven TD catches
tied  Green  Bay’s  Christian  Watson  for  the  most  among  NFL
rookies last season and was just one shy of tying Washington’s
franchise rookie record (8).

Prior to the Commanders, Terrell was an offensive quality control
coach  in  Carolina  for  two  seasons  (2018-19).  In  2018,  the
Panthers had 5,972 offensive yards, the second highest total in
franchise history. He joined the Panthers following three seasons
(2015-17) as a graduate assistant at the University of Michigan.
In his first two years, Terrell worked with wide receivers and
returners  and  tutored  cornerbacks  and  returners  in  his  final
season.  While  with  the  Wolverines,  Terrell  worked  with  two
receivers  who  were  selected  in  the  2017  NFL  Draft—Amara
Darboh by Seattle in the third round and Jehu Chesson by Kansas
City in the fourth round.

In his final season at Michigan in 2017, Terrell helped coach
future professionals CB David Long and CB Lavert Hill who were
named by Pro Football Focus as one of the top cornerback duos
in  the country  with Long posting the nation’s  lowest  passer
rating when targeted at 17.6.

Terrell  began  his  coaching  career  in  2014  as  an  offensive
graduate assistant working with wide receivers at Virginia Tech.
While  with  the  Hokies,  he  assisted  in  the  development  of
wideouts  Cam  Phillips  and  Isaiah  Ford,  who  finished  their
collegiate careers ranked first and second respectively for the
most receptions in school history.

Terrell played four seasons as a wide receiver and punt returner
at  Stanford (2009-12),  earning honorable mention All-Pac 12
honors as a returner three times (2010-12). He posted a breakout
season as a senior, leading the team with 33 receptions for 463
yards  and  four  TDs  while  adding  291  return  yards.  Stanford
finished the 2012 season with a 12-2 record and won both the
Pac-12  Championship  and  the  Rose  Bowl.  He  gradated  from
Stanford with a degree in Political Science.

A  Chandler,  AZ  native,  Terrell  (tuh-RELL)  attended  Stanford
following a decorated career at Hamilton (Chandler, AZ) High
School. An All-State selection as both a wide receiver and punt
returner  as  a senior  in 2008,  he was rated as the top wide
receiver recruit in the state of Arizona and the 10th rated overall
prospect  by  Rivals.com.  Terrell  helped the  Huskies  win  three
regional championships and two 5A Division I state titles.

Klayton Adams is in his first  season with the Cardinals after
being hired as the team’s offensive line coach on 3/1/23. He
came  to  Arizona  after  spending  the  previous  four  seasons
(2019-22) with the Indianapolis Colts.

Adams coached tight ends the past two seasons (2021-22) with
Indianapolis after working as the assistant offensive line coach
for  two  years  (2019-20).  Prior  to  starting  his  NFL  coaching
career, Adams spent 14 seasons working at the collegiate level.
Before coming to Arizona, he was hired as Stanford’s offensive
line coach and run game coordinator in December of 2022.

He coached a Colts offense that ranked 2nd in rushing yards per
game (194.4 avg) and 9th in points per game (26.5 avg) in
2021. His tight end group combined for 64 receptions for 724
yards and seven TDs, supplementing a Colts rushing attack that
featured RB Jonathan Taylor who put together one of the best
single-season performances in team history. Taylor led the NFL in
scrimmage yards (2,171), rushing yards (1,811), rushing TDs (18)
and 100-yard rushing games (10), tied for the league lead in
total TDs (20) and ranked 2nd in total points (120) by a non-

kicker. He set franchise single-season records for rushing yards
and rushing TDs and became the third player ever with a rushing
TD in at least 11 consecutive games within a single season.
Taylor also became the youngest player in NFL history with at
least 2,000 scrimmage yards (2,171) and 20 scrimmage TDs (20)
in a single season.

In 2020, Adams assisted a Colts offensive line that tied for the
second-fewest sacks allowed in the NFL (21). Taylor became just
the fifth rookie in franchise history to have 1,000 rushing yards
(1,169 yards)  as  he finished 3rd in the NFL in rushing that
season. It was the first time since 2003-05 that the team had
back-to-back seasons with a 1,000-yard rusher. G Quenton Nelson
(first-team) and C Ryan Kelly (second-team) each earned All-Pro
honors and were selected to the Pro Bowl. It was the second
consecutive season Nelson and Kelly each made the Pro Bowl.

The Colts tied for the 9th-fewest sacks allowed in the NFL (32)
and finished 7th in rushing (133.1 ypg) in 2019. The Colts 4.52
yards per carry average was the fifth-highest single-season total
in franchise history. Nelson and Kelly earned their first Pro Bowl
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selections,  marking the  first  time since  2006 that  two Colts
offensive linemen made the Pro Bowl. RB Marlon Mack had 1,091
rushing yards, the 11th-best total in the NFL that season.

Prior to working in Indianapolis,  Adams spent six seasons at
Co lo rado  whe re  he  was  the  team ’ s  co -o f f ens i ve
coordinator/offensive  line  coach  in  2018  after  spending  two
seasons  (2016-17)  as  the Buffaloes  offensive  line  coach and
three years (2013-15) coaching running backs/tight ends. He
helped  RB  Phillip  Lindsay  become  the  first  player  in  school
history to have 1,000+ rushing yards in back-to-back seasons
(1,474 in 2017 & 1,189 yards in 2016). In 2016, the Buffaloes
offensive line posted its highest average per rush (4.1) in 10
seasons.  As  running  backs  coach  in  2015,  Colorado  had  six
players rush for 200+ yards for the 4th time in program history
and in 2014 four different players rushed for 300+ yards for the
first time in school history.

Adams  went  to  Colorado  after  coaching  tight  ends  for  two
seasons (2011-12) at San Jose State and spending two seasons

(2009-10) at Sacramento State. San Jose State TE Ryan Otten
earned  honorable  mention  All-American  honors  under  Adams
direction in 2012. At Sacramento State, Adams started as the
team’s offensive tackles/tight ends coach in 2009 prior to being
promoted to offensive line coach in 2010.

He spent two seasons at Western Washington (2007-08) as run
game coordinator/offensive line coach after starting his coaching
career at his  alma mater,  Boise State,  in 2005 as a student
assistant and then as an offensive graduate assistant in 2006.
The 2006 Broncos went 13-0 and defeated Oklahoma in overtime
in the Tostitos Fiesta Bowl at State Farm Stadium.

Adams played center at Boise State where he was a part of two
WAC Championship teams (2003-04) that combined for a 24-2
record  and  finished  in  the  top-15  each  season.  He  earned
second-team  All-WAC  honors  as  a  senior  in  2004.  Adams
graduated from Boise State with a bachelor’s  degree in Mass
Communications with an emphasis  in Journalism. He and his
wife, Stefani, have three daughters, Mya, Emmy and Harper.

Jason Benguche is in his eighth season in the NFL and first with
the Cardinals as an assistant strength and conditioning coach
after joining the team in 2023.

He spent seven years (2013-19) as an assistant strength and
conditioning coach with the Carolina Panthers where he was part
of the team that won the NFC Championship following the 2015
season  and  advanced  to  Super  Bowl  50.  Benguche  went  to
Carolina  following  five  years  at  Georgia  Tech  where  he  was
assistant director of player development for the football team
(2010-12) after spending his first two years (2009-09) as an
assistant strength and conditioning coach for football and men’s
tennis in addition to swimming and diving.

Chris Cook is in his second season in the NFL and first with
Arizona  as  assistant  offensive  line  coach.

A former running back who played collegiately at Notre Dame
and holds the school record for rushing yards (4,318) and ranks
second in both rushing TDs (43) and all-purpose yards (5,327),
Autry  Denson  joined  the  Cardinals  on  3/1/23  as  the  team’s
running  backs  coach.  He  came  to  Arizona  with  12  years  of
collegiate coaching experience, including spending the past four
seasons (2019-22) as the head coach at Charleston Southern
University.

Denson coached running backs at his alma mater, Notre Dame,
for four seasons (2015-18) prior to taking the job at Charleston
Southern. Denson also was a two-time participant of the NFL’s
Bill Walsh Diversity Coaching Fellowship (Indianapolis 2012-13).

As head coach at Charleston Southern, Denson had a 6-6 record
in his first season (2019) and had 12 players on the Big South
All-Conference team that season, including All-American S Cody
Cline.  After  a  shortened  season  in  2020  due  to  COVID,  the
Buccaneers finished the next two seasons with a combined 6-14
record.

As a Notre Dame assistant, Denson helped the Fighting Irish to
an undefeated regular season in 2018 and a spot in the College
Football Playoff semifinals at the Cotton Bowl. Notre Dame ran
for 2,695 yards that year, paced by RB Dexter Williams’ team-
leading 995 rushing yards and 12 TDs. In 2017, the Irish ran for
3,503 yards as a team, the 7th best rushing offense (269.3 ypg)
in the FBS. RB Josh Adams had 1,430 rushing yards and RB
Brandon Wimbush had 14 TDs that season. As a team, Notre
Dame ran for 1,471 yards and 10 TDs in 2016, gaining an average
of 5.3 yards per carry.

In his first year with the Fighting Irish in 2015, the team had a
6.5-yard rushing average as Denson tutored RB C.J. Prosise who

ran for 1,032 yards. Prosise, who was drafted by Seattle in the
third-round of the 2016 NFL Draft, eclipsed 1,000 rushing yards
faster than any Irish running back in school history outside of
All-American Reggie Brooks (1992). Adams rushed for a freshman
school record 835 yards in 2015, including a freshman program
single-game record 168 yards at Stanford. Notre Dame averaged
207.6 rushing yards per game that season.

Denson returned to Notre Dame as an assistant in 2015 after
coaching running backs at Miami (OH) University (2014) and
Bethune-Cookman  (2011-13).  While  at  Bethune-Cookman,
Denson helped the Wildcats to a 10-3 record and berth in the FCS
playoffs  in 2013. In 2012, RB Isidore Jackson ran for  1,069
yards, becoming the first Wildcat to eclipse 1,000 rushing yards
since 1997. His running back group that season ran for 2,928
yards and 28 TDs, helping Bethune-Cookman lead the conference
and rank 10th nationally in rushing (244.4 ypg). The previous
year, the Wildcats ran for 2,058 yards and finished 5th in the FCS
in  rushing offense  (259.3  ypg).  Denson started his  coaching
career as the head coach at Pope John Paul II High School (Boca
Raton, FL) in 2010.

He was selected by Tampa Bay in the seventh-round of 1999 NFL
Draft  and  spent  time  with  the  Buccaneers  (1999),  Dolphins
(1999-2000), Bears (2001), Colts (2002) and Lions (2002) prior
to playing the 2004 season with the Montreal Alouettes of the
CFL. Denson appeared in 34 career NFL games (one start) and
had  212  rushing  yards  and  133  receiving  yards  while  also
returning  45  kickoffs  for  1,067  yards  (23.7-yard  avg.)  and
collecting 12 special teams tackles. While in the CFL in 2004, he
finished 8th in the league with 772 rushing yards and nine TDs.

Denson finished his record-setting Notre Dame playing career
with MVP honors at the 1999 Gator Bowl and was a two-time
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team MVP (1997-98). A three-year starter, he had 100+ rushing
yards in 21 games in his four years with the Irish, had three
consecutive 1,000-yard rushing seasons and was an All-American
selection as a senior in 1998.

Away from the field,  Denson formed a  youth program called
POISE  (Perseverance,  Opportunity,  Intelligence,  Sacrifice,  and
Effort) that worked with teenage athletes throughout Broward
County (FL) in education, on the field, and in Bible study. He

was also the inaugural commissioner of the Run for Your Goal
Youth (RFYG) Flag Football League which provided a safe place
for the youth of South Florida to learn the game of football.
Denson  and  his  family  formed  the  Denson  Family  Legacy
Foundation with the mission of allowing our faith of God to be
the  foundation  of  our  family.

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Blaine Gautier is in his first season with the Cardinals as the Bill
Bidwill Fellowship coach after joining Arizona’s staff on 3/16/23.

Gautier is the sixth individual to participate in the Bill Bidwill
Coaching Fellowship which was established prior to the 2015
season and designed to increase diversity and create additional
opportunities for coaching experience at the highest level. The
three most recent participants advanced from the fellowship to
full-time  assistant  coach  positions  –  two  on  the  Cardinals
coaching staff and one at the NCAA level.

He came to the Cardinals from Baylor University where he was
the associate director of player personnel with the Bears last
season. Gautier spent the 2022 offseason as an offensive analyst
at Michigan State after coaching wide receivers at McNeese State
for two years (2020-21).

Following the postponement of his first season at McNeese State
until the spring of 2021 due to COVID-19, Gautier coached all-
conference WR Josh Matthews who led the team and ranked 2nd
in  the  Southland  Conference  in  both  receptions  (32)  and
receiving yards (458) while also ranking 4th in the league with
four TD receptions. Matthews had 36 receptions for 463 yards
and three TDs in the fall of 2021 while WR Pierce Mason led the
Cowboys with five TD receptions that season.

Prior to working at McNeese State, Gautier started his coaching

career at LSU as an offensive analyst for five seasons (2015-19).
He assisted the running backs while at LSU and was a part of the
2019 National Championship team that went 15-0.

Gautier  played  quarterback  collegiately  at  the  University  of
Louisiana (2009-12) and threw for 4,159 yards and 32 TDs while
rushing for 883 yards and 12 TDs. After a record-setting junior
season in 2011, he ranks second in the school’s single-season
record book for passing yards (2,958), passing TDs (23), passing
efficiency  (153.6),  total  offense  (3,444  yards)  and  total
touchdowns (26). Gautier set a single-game school record with
492 yards of total offense vs. San Diego State in the New Orleans
Bowl while  his  470 passing yards in that  game rank 2nd in
program history. He earned second-team All-Sun Belt Conference
honors in 2011 along with first-team All-Louisiana and Louisiana
Offensive Player of the Year accolades from the Louisiana Sports
Writers Association.

As a senior at Lutcher (LA) High School, Gautier earned first-
team All-State honors after throwing for 2,743 yards and 30 TDs,
becoming the first-ever recipient of the Warrick Dunn Player of
the Year Award.

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Derrick LeBlanc (pronounced luh-BLON with a silent “c”) joined
the Cardinals as defensive line coach on 3/1/23 after spending
last season with the Miami Dolphins as the assistant defensive
line coach.

He has 22 years of coaching experience, including 21 years at
the collegiate level primarily with the defensive line. Prior to
coaching in  Miami,  LeBlanc  spent  one season (2020)  at  the
University of Arkansas following three seasons (2017-19) at the
University of Kentucky. LeBlanc got his first coaching experience
in the NFL with the Chicago Bears in 2004 as part of the Bill
Walsh Diversity Coaching Fellowship.

With Miami last season, LeBlanc assisted a defensive line that
helped the Dolphins finish 4th in rushing defense (103.0 ypg),
the team’s best ranking since 2011 (3rd). LeBlanc helped DTs
Christian Wilkins and Zach Sieler  to record breaking seasons.
Wilkins  totaled  98  tackles,  the  most  by  any  NFL  defensive
lineman since 1994 and the highest total in team history. He
also tied for 8th among defensive linemen with a career high 16
tackles for loss. Sieler established a career high with 70 tackles,
putting  him and  Wilkins  in  the  top  five  in  the  NFL  among
defensive tackles.

In 2020, LeBlanc served as defensive line coach at Arkansas
where  DT  Jonathan  Marshall  became  the  Razorbacks  only
selection in the 2021 NFL Draft. During his tenure as Kentucky’s
defensive  line  coach  (2017-19),  the  Wildcats  went  to  three
consecutive bowl games. LeBlanc coached a defensive line that
produced two 2021 NFL Draft picks in Quinton Bohanna and Phil
Hoskins. In 2018, Kentucky had their best finish in 41 years with
10 wins and the Wildcats ranked 4th (337.9 ypg) in the SEC.
Kentucky held six opponents under 100 rushing yards for the first
time since 1949.

Prior to Kentucky, LeBlanc spent one season as defensive line

coach at  North Texas  (2016) for  a  defense that  allowed 8.6
points per game less than they did the previous year. He spent
the  2015  season  as  the  defensive  coordinator/defensive  line
coach at Pearl River Community College following two seasons

Rob Rodriguez is  in  his  sixth NFL season and first  with the
Cardinals after joining Arizona’s staff as the outside linebackers
coach on 3/1/23.

Rodriguez came to the Cardinals after spending the past three
seasons (2020-2022) at Arizona State as defensive line coach. In
2021,  the  Sun  Devils  featured  one  of  the  conference’s  best
defenses, tying for 1st in the Pac-12 in average yards allowed per
play (5.0) and rushing average allowed (3.7) while also finishing
2nd in the conference in total defense (325.7 ypg), sacks (27),
tackles for loss (75) and 3rd in rushing yards allowed per game
(131.5) and tied for 3rd in total takeaways (20).

Prior to coaching at ASU, he spent five seasons (2015-19) as the
assistant defensive line coach with the Minnesota Vikings. The
Vikings defense achieved significant success during Rodriguez’s
tenure with the team. In 2019, they were tied for 5th in the NFL
in points per game (18.9) and sacks (48) and 13th in rushing
defense (108.0 ypg).

Griffen
started the year with a sack in each of the team’s first eight
games,  tied  for  the longest  streak  to  start  a  season in  NFL
history. Minnesota led the league in total defense (275.9 ypg)
and scoring defense (15.8 ppg) and held opponents to a 25.2%
conversion rate on third-down, the best mark in the NFL since
1991. The Vikings surrendered just 20 runs of 10+ yards, tops in
the NFL and tied with the 49ers (1995) for the fewest in the
league since 1991.

The Vikings tied for 4th in the league with 41 sacks in 2016 with
34 of those coming from the defensive line, the second-most as
a unit in the league. They finished 3rd in the league in total
defense (314.9 ypg) while Griffen and Joseph were both selected
to the Pro Bowl as Joseph had 100 tackles on the season. Hunter
had a team-leading 12.5 sacks, tied for the 3rd most in the NFL,
while the Vikings defensive line scored two touchdowns and a
safety.
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In 2015, the Vikings ranked 5th in the NFL in points per game
(19.3) and the defensive line accounted for 30 of the team’s 43
sacks. Griffen led Minnesota with 10.5 sacks (4th in NFC) and
was selected to his first Pro Bowl. Hunter’s 6.0 sacks ranked 2nd
in the NFL for sacks by a rookie and were the 5th most by a
rookie in team history, helping him be named to the All-Rookie
team by the PFWA.

Rodriguez  went  to  Minnesota  after  spending  seven  seasons
(2008-14) at his alma mater, UTEP, where he worked with Miners
linebackers and helped coach special  teams. During the 2013
season, the Miners special teams unit was led by Autrey Golden
who averaged 27.6-yards per kickoff return (10th nationally) and
tied for 2nd nationally in kickoff return TDs (2).

He came to
Arizona from Eastern Michigan where he coached running backs
the past  five years  (2018-22) and added the title  of  special
teams coordinator  in  2022.  Sewell  has  13 years  of  coaching
experience at the collegiate level, including eight years coaching
special teams.

In his first season as special teams coordinator at EMU, K Jesus
Gomez was named the Mid-American Conference Kicker of the
Year after connecting on 14-of-17 FGs and scoring 89 points. KR
Jaylon Jackson was named the conference’s Specialist of the Year
and earned first-team All-MAC honors after returning 23 kickoffs
for  571  yards  (24.8-yard  avg.)  and  one  TD  and  P  Mitchell
Tomasek led the conference with a 44.3-yard punting average.
Sewell also helped RB Samson Evans rush for 1,166 yards and 15
TDs and earn second-team All-MAC honors in 2022.

In 2021, the Eagles offense averaged 31.0 points per game and
converted 42.4 percent (67-of-158) of its third down attempts,
finishing as one of the top units in the conference. Evans ranked
4th in the conference with rushing 13 TDs, the seventh-most in a
single-season in school history. He also had three passing TDs
and tallied 19 receptions for 107 yards. In 2020, Sewell helped
the Eagles offense amass 2,438 total yards (406.3 ypg), the 4th
best finish in school history. EMU also added 23 TDs, the 2nd
best mark in program history, and averaged 22.3 first downs per
game (134 total) which ranked 6th in program history.

In his first season with the Eagles in 2019, EMU had 5,271 total
yards and scored 49 TDs, the most in program history, earning a
trip to the Quick Lane Bowl in Detroit. Their 285 first downs, 379
points scored and 5,271 yards of total offense were the 2nd most
in school history. RB Shaq Vann finished his career ranked 6th in
school history with 24 career TDs and 7th all-time with 2,577
rushing yards.

Prior to Eastern Michigan, Sewell spent two seasons (2017-18) as
the running backs coach at Indiana State. Following an 0-11
record in his first season, the Sycamores completed the biggest
turnaround  in  college  football  after  going  7-4  in  2018  and
finishing ranked #22 in the FCS. RB Ja’Quan Keys earned first-
team All-MVFC honors in 2018 after rushing for a league-best 13
TDs and led the team by rushing for 135.4 yards per game.

Sewell spent seven seasons coaching in Division II with stops at
Colorado  State-Pueblo  (2010-12,  2015-16)  and  McKendree
University (2013-14). In his first stint at Colorado State-Pueblo,
Sewell  coached  tight  ends/special  teams  (2010-12)  before
returning to the program in 2015 as running backs coach/co-
special teams coordinator. During his first stint at CSU-Pueblo,
the ThunderWolves won two consecutive RMAC Championships
and combined for a 23-2 record. In 2015, the ThunderWolves
ranked 6th nationally in rushing (291.0 ypg). Brothers Cameron
and  Bernard  McDondle  combined  for  3,674  rushing  yards,
establishing a new NCAA record for rushing yards by two RBs on
the  same  team.  Cameron  finished  third  for  the  Harlon  Hill
Trophy, given to the top player in Division II, after finishing 2nd
nationally in rushing yards, rushing yards per game and rushing
TDs.  Bernard  led  Division  II  in  rushing  yards  per  carry  that
season. The pair helped CSU-Pueblo become just the 4th team in
NCAA Division II history to produce both a 2,000-yard rusher and
a 1,000-yard rusher in the same season.

While at McKendree, Sewell served as running backs coach and
special  teams coordinator.  Sewell  helped improve  the  special
teams unit in nearly every statistical category, which included
the  Bearcats  finishing  second  in  the  nation  in  punt  return
average. He also served as the recruiting coordinator for the
2013 class.

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Sam  Siefkes  is  in  his  first  season  with  the  Cardinals  as
linebackers coach after joining the team on 3/1/23. He came to
Arizona after spending the last two seasons (2021-22) with the
Minnesota Vikings where he was the assistant linebackers coach
in  2022  following  one  season  (2021)  as  a  defensive  quality
control coach.

Last  season  with  the  Vikings,  LBs  Eric  Kendricks  (137)  and
Jordan Hicks (128) had a combined 265 tackles and 4.0 sacks, 10
tackles for loss, six QB hits, an INT, 16 passes defensed, a forced
fumble and a fumble recovery. Both players ranked in the top-20
in the league last season in tackles while Hicks was 2nd among
NFL  linebackers  with  10  passes  defensed.

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Ryan Smith is in his first season with the Cardinals, and his first
season in the NFL, after he was hired to coach cornerbacks on
3/1/23.

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Ben Steele is in his 16th season coaching and 10th in the NFL
after joining Arizona’s staff on 3/1/23 as tight ends coach. He
came to the Cardinals from Denver after working as the Broncos
assistant offensive line coach in 2022.

Prior to coaching in Denver, Steele spent one season (2021) as
the assistant offensive line coach with the Minnesota Vikings
following two seasons with the Atlanta Falcons where he was an
offensive assistant (2019) and tight ends coach (2020). Steele
entered the NFL with the Tampa Bay Buccaneers and worked for
three seasons (2014-16) as offensive quality control coach before
coaching tight ends for two years (2017-18).

During his time in Minnesota, Steele helped mentor an offensive
line  that  paved  the  way  for  RB Dalvin  Cook  and  WR Justin
Jefferson to produce 1,000-yard rushing and receiving seasons
and QB Kirk Cousins to throw for over 4,000 yards and 33 TDs.

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Patrick Toney is in his first season with Arizona and first in the
NFL after being hired to coach defensive backs on 3/1/23.

Toney came to the Cardinals after working at the collegiate level
the past 11 years, including in 2022 at the University of Florida
where  he  was  the  Gators  co-defensive  coordinator/safeties
coach. He went to Florida after four seasons (2018-21) at the
University  of  Louisiana  where  he  served  as  the  defensive
coordinator for his final two seasons in addition to coaching
safeties and outside linebackers.

During his two seasons (2020-21) as the defensive coordinator at
Louisiana, the Ragin Cajuns went 23-2 and won two Sun Belt
Championships, giving up the fewest points (501) and yards per
play (5.02) in the conference while forcing the most takeaways
(46).

In his fourth season coaching with the Cardinals, Whipple originally joined the staff as an offensive quality control coach in
2019 and was elevated to assistant wide receivers coach in 2020. Promoted to co-pass game coordinator in 2022.

During the team’s Week 6 victory at Cleveland in
2021, Whipple called plays in collaboration with the offensive
coaching staff due to head coach Kliff Kingsbury missing the
game because of COVID-19.

Arizona’s 6,153 total net yards in 2020 were the 3rd most in
team history while its 410 points were the 5th most in franchise
history.

Prior to joining the Cardinals in 2019, Whipple spent seven years
coaching at the collegiate level. He coached for five seasons
(2014-18) at the University of Massachusetts where he served as
the  passing  game  coordinator/quarterbacks  coach  in  2018.
Whipple joined the UMass staff  in 2014 as tight ends coach

before  working  three  seasons  (2015-17)  as  passing  game
coordinator/wide receivers coach.

In 2018, UMass WR Andy Isabella was a Biletnikoff Award finalist
after leading the FBS in the regular season with 1,698 receiving
yards. He finished second in the nation with 102 receptions and
5th  in  the  country  with  13  TD  receptions.  Isabella  was  a
consensus first-team All-American and finished with the most
receiving yards in school history (3,526). In 2017, Minutemen
wide receivers had the third-most total  receptions (272) and
receiving yards (3,570) in school history.

Whipple also tutored WR Tajae Sharpe, who was drafted by the
Titans in the fifth round of the 2016 NFL Draft. In 2015, Sharpe
set a single-season reception record (111) to go along with a
school career record for total receptions (277). He was a two-
time first-team All-MAC selection at UMass.

Prior  to  working  at  UMass,  Whipple  served  as  a  defensive
graduate  assistant  and  video  assistant  at  the  University  of
Pittsburgh  from  2012-13.  He  played  collegiately  for  three
seasons (2009-11) at the University of Miami (FL) as the team’s
holder and backup quarterback. During his senior season in 2011,
Whipple received the Mariutto Family Scholar-Athlete award. He
began  his  college  career  as  a  walk-on  at  the  University  of
Pittsburgh (2007) and spent one season at UMass (2008).

His father, Mark, was the offensive coordinator at the University
of Nebraska in 2022 after working in the same position for three
seasons (2019-21) at the University of Pittsburgh. He previously
served two stints as the head coach at UMass and also worked in
the  NFL  as  an  offensive  assistant  coach  with  Pittsburgh,
Philadelphia and Cleveland. In addition, Mark was an assistant
coach with the Arizona Wranglers of the USFL in 1984.

Whipple  earned  a  bachelor’s  degree  in  Sociology  from  the
University of Miami in 2012.

Israel Woolfork is in his first season with Arizona after being
hired to coach quarterbacks on 3/1/23.

He  came  to  the  Cardinals  from Cleveland  where  he  assisted
Browns  quarterbacks  last  season  under  Drew  Petzing,  now
Arizona’s offensive coordinator. Woolfork spent the 2022 season
with Cleveland as the recipient of the team’s Bill Willis Coaching
Fellowship.

The Bill Willis Coaching Fellowship was created by the Browns as
an opportunity for rising minority coaches with a focus on the
offensive side of the ball. The fellowship was named after Willis,
who along with Browns teammate Marion Motley, were two of the
first African-American professional football players in the modern
era.  Willis  played  with  the  Browns  from  1946-53  and  was
enshrined into the Pro Football Hall of Fame in 1977. Woolfork
started with the Browns in the 2021 offseason as part of the
NFL’s Bill Walsh Diversity Coaching Fellowship and worked with
Cleveland’s tight ends.

Woolfork began his coaching career as a graduate assistant at
Miami (OH) University from 2013-14. He then coached running
backs  (2015-17)  and  wide  receivers  (2018-21)  with  the

RedHawks prior to joining the Browns. RBs Alonzo Smith and
Kenny  Young  broke  multiple  school  records  under  Woolfork’s
tutelage.  Smith  finished  his  career  ranked  8th  all-time  with
2,613 rushing yards and Young was 10th in school history with
3,259 all-purpose yards, 13th with 1,989 rushing yards and was
one of only two players in school history with 1,900+ rushing
yards and at least 100 receptions in his career.

Miami  WR Jack  Sorensen  earned  All-Mid-American  Conference
honors in both 2018 (third-team) and 2020 (second-team) while
working with Woolfork. He was named the Offensive Player of the
Game in the MAC Championship in 2019 after catching eight
passes for 123 yards and a TD.

Woolfork played wide receiver at Grand Valley State University
(2008-12).  A three-year starter,  he was a team captain as a
senior  in  addition  to  earning  all-conference  honors.  As  a
sophomore, Woolfork helped lead the Lakers to the D-II National
Championship.

He graduated from Grand Valley State with a degree in Sports
Leadership in 2013.

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Dave Sears is in his first season with the Cardinals and 27th in
the NFL after being hired as Arizona’s Assistant General Manager
in January, 2023.

Sears came to Arizona after spending the past 16 seasons with
Detroit, including the previous four years (2019-22) as the Lions
director of college scouting. He joined the Lions in May, 2007 as
a regional scout and spent 10 years in that role until he was
elevated to assistant director of college in 2017 where he spent
the following two seasons (2017-18).

In  his  current  role  with  the  Cardinals,  his  duties  include
evaluating the top college prospects nationally as well as the
organization  and  implementation  of  the  draft  process.  Sears
oversees  the pro personnel  department which includes  player
acquisition,  evaluation  and  assisting  with  player  contract
negotiations.

Detroit’s 2022 NFL Draft class made an immediate impact for the
Lions last season. The group combined to lead all NFL rookies in
sacks (18.5), tackles for loss (24), QB pressures (87) and QB

hurries (55) while finishing second in interceptions (six).

Before  working  with  the  Lions,  Sears  spent  seven  seasons
(2000-06) as a scout with the Houston Texans where he worked
with  Cardinals  GM  Monti  Ossenfort  for  three  seasons  (2002;
2004-05).

Prior  to  his  time  in  Houston,  Sears  worked  three  seasons
(1997-99)  with  the  Washington  Commanders  scouting
department. He started with Washington as an intern in January,
1997 and was hired as a scouting administrator before being
promoted as the Commanders BLESTO scout in May, 1998. Sears
also spent time as an intern with the Springfield Falcons in the
American Hockey League.

Sears  earned a bachelor's  degree in Sports  Management from
Springfield (MA) College and was a four-year linebacker on the
football  team. He attended Hauppauge (NY) High School and
lettered  in  football,  basketball  and  lacrosse.  Sears  has  a
daughter, Delaine.
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Former Cardinals safety Quentin Harris is in his 16th season in
Arizona’s scouting department and third as Vice President, Player
Personnel after being promoted in February, 2021. Harris spent
two years (2019-20) as Director, Player Personnel after working
as Director, Pro Scouting for six seasons (2013-18).

Harris was selected to participate in the inaugural NFL’s Coach
and Front Office Accelerator program during the 2022 offseason
that took place at the league’s spring meeting in Atlanta. He
followed that up by participating in the same program during the
2022  regular  season.  The  program  provides  prospects  direct
networking opportunities and exposure to club owners to help
prepare them for future positions.

In his current role, Harris helps manage both the college and pro
personnel departments.

A  free  safety  for  four  seasons  with  the  Cardinals  (2002-05),
Harris began his scouting career after finishing his NFL playing
career with the Denver Broncos in 2007. He joined the Cardinals
in  2008  as  a  pro  scout  and  was  elevated  to  Assistant  Pro
Personnel Director in 2010.

Harris was signed by the Cardinals as a rookie free agent in 2002

and appeared in 54 games (six starts) over four seasons. He led
Arizona in special teams tackles for two consecutive seasons (19
in 2004, 24 in 2005) before signing as a free agent with the New
York Giants in 2006. Harris signed with the Broncos later that
season and appeared in six games.

He finished his NFL career with 50 tackles (42 solo), a sack, an
INT, five passes defensed, a forced fumble, a fumble recovery and
58 special teams tackles in 60 career games (six starts).

Harris was a four-year starter at free safety for Syracuse where he
finished his  Orange career  with  327 tackles  (183 solo),  four
forced fumbles, four fumble recoveries and 10 INTs in 42 career
games. He left Syracuse ninth in school history for career INTs
while also being chosen as an honorable mention All-American,
first-team All-Big East conference selection and a second-team
choice as a senior in 2001.

Harris  was  an  honorable  mention  All-America  selection  at
Wyoming Seminary Upper School in Kingston, PA and received a
bachelor’s degree in Information Studies from Syracuse in 2001.

He and his wife Tara have a daughter, Aliyah, and two sons,
Amani and Elijah.

Matt Caracciolo is in his 12th season with the Cardinals and
fourth as Vice President, Football Operations & Facilities after he
was promoted in May, 2020. He spent three years (2017-19) as
Director, Football Operations after originally joining the Cardinals
in 2012 as Football Operations Coordinator.

Caracciolo came to the Cardinals after spending seven seasons
with the New England Patriots,  including his  final  two years
(2010-11) as Director of Football Operations. With the Patriots,
he  managed  day-to-day  operations,  including  training  camp,
home and road game operations and team travel. He also worked
with the NFL as  the team’s  point  of  contact  for  all  football
logistical efforts surrounding their trips to Super Bowl XLII and
XLVI in addition to their game in London in 2009.

Caracciolo’s responsibilities with the Cardinals include managing
day-to-day  football  operations,  the  team’s  training  facility,

training  camp,  budgets,  football  rules  compliance  and  also
directing the team’s travel.

Caracciolo joined the Patriots in 2005 as a football operations
assistant after spending the 2003 and 2004 seasons with the
Miami Dolphins as a scouting intern. He previously served as an
administrative graduate assistant at Syracuse (2001-03) while
earning a master’s degree in Higher Education.

The Oceanside, NY native played two seasons at Ithaca College
where  he  also  received  a  degree  in  Sports  Information  and
Communications in 2001. His brother, Pete, is the Director of
Operations with the Las Vegas Raiders.

Caracciolo, his wife, Kelly, and sons, Luca and Nico, reside in
Scottsdale, AZ.
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Matt  Harriss  is  in  his  fifth  season with  Arizona  as  Director,
Football Administration after joining the team in February, 2019.

With  the  Cardinals,  Harriss  works  on  all  player  contract
negotiations as well as strategic planning and management of
the team’s salary cap and compliance with the NFL Collective
Bargaining Agreement. He also serves as the Cardinals liaison to
the NFL Management Council and works with the team’s scouting
staff and coaching staff on various statistical projects and in-
depth analysis.

Harriss joined the Cardinals in 2019 from the Detroit Lions where
he spent three seasons (2016-18) as Vice President of Football
Administration.

Harriss spent 10 seasons (2006 – 2015) as a member of a New
York Giants front office that led the franchise to two Super Bowl
championships (Super Bowl XLII following the 2007 season and
Super Bowl XLVI following the 2011 season). In his first season
with the Giants in 2006, Harriss assisted former GM Ernie Accorsi
who was  in  his  final  season with  the  team.  After  that  first
season, Harriss worked directly on salary cap management, CBA
compliance and contract negotiations.  He finished his tenure
with the Giants as the team’s Director of Football Operations.

Prior  to  working  with  the  Giants,  Harriss  spent  five  seasons

The Bronxville, NY native graduated from Lafayette College with
a bachelor’s  degree in  History  in  2001.  Harriss  and his  wife
Melissa, have two sons, Luke and Trent.
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Dru Grigson is in his 16th season with the Cardinals and third as
Director,  Player  Personnel  after  being  promoted  in  February,
2021.  Prior  to  that,  he  worked  for  two  years  (2019-20)  as
Assistant  Director,  Player  Personnel  with  the  Cardinals  after
previously spending six seasons (2013-18) as the team’s Director,
College Scouting.

Grigson originally joined Arizona as an area scout in June, 2008
and was promoted to a regional scout in 2010 with the Cardinals
in charge of scouting the Eastern half of the country, serving in
that role for three seasons (2010-12). He scouted the Central
and Southeast regions during his first season with Arizona and
scouted the Midwest and Eastern areas in his second year.

Fox came to the Cardinals after a playing career that featured
stops in the UFL and AFL. Following a four-year collegiate career
as a wide receiver at South Dakota State, he participated in
rookie minicamp with the Packers in 2010.

Andrew Caskin enters his fifth season with the Cardinals and
third as a Pro Scout following his promotion in February, 2021.
He  originally  joined  the  team  in  May,  2019  as  a  scouting
assistant and spent two years (2019-20) in that role.

Caskin attended William & Mary where he was a three-time all-
conference tight end and a semifinalist for the 2017 Campbell
Trophy  given  to  the  college  football  player  with  the  best
combination  of  academics,  community  service  and  on-field
performance. He served as a team captain as a senior and totaled

86 receptions for 868 yards and seven touchdowns in 43 career
games.

Following his collegiate playing career,  Caskin participated in
rookie minicamp with the Cardinals in 2018 and was later drafted
by the Atlanta Legends of the Alliance of American Football.

A  Rockville,  MD  native,  Caskin  graduated  with  a  degree  in
Marketing in January, 2019 and worked for Carpe Datum LLC as a
marketing intern from 2018-19.

Former Cardinals running back Josh Scobey is in his 12th season
in  the  team’s  scouting  department  and  second  as  Director,
College Scouting following his promotion in June, 2022. In his
current role, Scobey is responsible for compiling evaluations of
all collegiate players for the NFL Draft as well as managing the
team’s college scouting staff.

Scobey  spent  three  years  (2019-21)  as  the  team’s  Western
Regional Scout after being promoted in May, 2019. Prior to that,
he worked five seasons (2014-18) as an area scout in the West
after being elevated to that position in May, 2014. He previously
worked with the Cardinals  as  a  pro scout  in 2013 and as  a
scouting  assistant  in  2012  after  starting  as  an  intern  with
Arizona in 2010.

A sixth-round pick (185th overall) of the Cardinals in the 2002
NFL Draft, Scobey played in 62 games over six seasons in the
NFL. After spending the 2002 season on injured reserve with a
thumb injury, he led the NFL in kickoff returns in 2003 with 73
for 1,684 yards and a TD. He was claimed off waivers by Seattle
in 2005 and totaled 1,326 yards on 59 kickoffs and was named a
captain in Super Bowl XL in his first season with the Seahawks.

He played in three games with the Buffalo Bills in 2007 before
finishing his career by returning to the Seahawks for four games
that same season.

For his career, Scobey had 189 kickoff returns for 4,160 yards
(22.4-yard avg.), 27 carries for 89 yards and 19 receptions for
200 yards.

Scobey was a two-time All-Big 12 selection at Kansas State after
a standout junior college career at Northeastern Oklahoma A&M.
In two seasons at Kansas State, he set an all-time school record
with 31 rushing TDs and ranked in the top 10 in program history
with nine 100-yard rushing games, 1,981 rushing yards, and 186
points scored. He also set a single-season school record with
1,263 rushing yards on 240 carries as a senior in 2001.

He was an honorable mention All-American selection by USA
Today at Del City High School in Oklahoma City, OK where he set
a single-season rushing record with 1,819 yards and 21 TDs in
1997.  Scobey  graduated  from Kansas  State  with  a  bachelor’s
degree in Social Science.
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Rob Kisiel joined the Cardinals in March, 2023 and is in his first
season as Assistant Director, Player Personnel. Now in his 26th
year in the NFL, Kisiel came to Arizona after spending the past
two years  (2021-22) as  a  Senior  Pro Scout with the Atlanta
Falcons.

Prior to working with the Falcons, Kisiel spent 16 years with the
Houston Texans. He was the Texans director of pro personnel for
four years (2017-20) after working as a college scout (2012-17).
That followed his first tenure with Houston where he spent seven
years  as  a  pro  scouting  assistant  (2000-01),  college  scout
(2002-03)  and  pro  scout  (2004-07).  Kisiel  worked  alongside
Cardinals GM Monti Ossenfort in the Texans personnel department
for three seasons (2002; ’04-05).

In between his two tenures with the Texans, Kisiel spent five
years (2007-12) as the director of operations for BLESTO. He
started with BLESTO in 2007,  replacing legendary  scout  Jack

Butler,  and  helped  lead  the  scouting  service’s  move  to
Jacksonville, FL from Pittsburgh, PA.

Kisiel started with the Texans in 2000 after serving as the draft
room coordinator for the Washington Redskins from August, 1999
through April, 2000. He got his start in the NFL as a training
camp intern with the Redskins (1995-97) before working as a
scouting intern with the team from July, 1998 until June, 1999.
In  addition,  Kisiel  interned  for  the  World  League’s  London
Monarchs  during  the  1997 season and was  a  labor  relations
intern at the NFL Management Council in 1999.

Mancini worked as the team’s Midwestern Regional Scout in 2021
following  eight  seasons  (2013-20)  as  an  area  scout  in  the
Midwest  after  joining  Arizona’s  scouting  department  in  May,
2013. Now in his 29th year in the NFL, Mancini came to Arizona
after working for 18 seasons with the St. Louis Rams, including
the final 16 years in the team’s personnel department.

Following the 2021 NFL Draft, Mancini was the recipient of the
team’s inaugural “Rod Graves College Scouting Award.” The award
was created in honor of the former Cardinals general manager

and is given to the team’s top scout based off of three years of
analytics and draft grade accuracy.

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CARDINALS IN THE COMMUNITY
One common theme for OL Kelvin Beachum throughout his NFL career has been his community impact across the globe. 

Beachum is a two-time Walter Payton NFL Man of the Year nominee after he was honored by the Cardinals in 2021 following his first
selection with the Jets in 2018. He was the first and only five-time NFLPA Community MVP winner (2016-2019, 2022) and the 2018
United Way Hometown Hero. Beachum also currently serves as a task force member for the Players Coalition where he focuses on
education equity.

Closing the “digital divide” is of particular significance to Beachum and was the topic of
an NFL.com op-ed that he penned where he expressed concern for minority students in
underserved communities  lacking access  to  the  Internet  and technology  resources.
During the 2021 season, he donated over 40 laptops and tablets to Arizona schools to
address those concerns and help bridge that divide.

In October of 2021, he announced the NFL's Player Coalition's donation of $50,000 to
help install new internet access points for 25 school campuses in the Ector County
Independent School District in West Texas, and in 2020, he made a $15,000 donation
through Donors Choose to fund 34 projects across Arizona school districts to support
STEAM education resources, diverse books for classroom libraries and clean water access.

Providing access to clean water has long been an important cause to Beachum as well.
During his stint with the New York Jets, he donated $10,000 to the United Way of
Newark to provide 100,000 water bottles to residents in need following the Newark
Water Crisis in 2019. During a November game at MetLife stadium, he organized a 1-
for-1 match challenge. For every water bottle sold, one would be donated to the United
Way of Greater Newark. The initiative generated a donation of 26,000 water bottles to
families with compromised water. This offseason, Beachum personally donated $30,000
and fundraised another $15,000 to build three water wells in Africa through World
Vision to provide clean water access. In March, he and his wife traveled to Zambia to
see the functioning water wells and their impact in the community.

Beachum is also passionate about ending hunger and addressing food insecurity. A monthly volunteer at the United Food Bank, he
hosted an event in May of 2022 with teammates D.J. Humphries, Dennis Gardeck, Antoine Wesley, Justin Murray and Eric Smith
where he partnered with Safeway/Albertsons to pack meals and donate 200,000 meals in Mesa. This offseason, he hosted a food
distribution for 500 families in his hometown (Mexia, TX) with the Central Texas Food Bank and HEB with each household receiving
75 pounds of food.

Working as Ambassador at Large for the Central Texas Food Bank, Beachum created a monthly mobile food pantry to feed families in
his hometown of Mexia, and in 2017, helped raise $100,000 while matching that contribution. In 2019 he hosted a large scale,
drive-thru food distribution in Mexia in partnership with HEB and the Central Texas Food Bank that fed over 3000 families. Beachum
has contributed his time and financial resources to the Houston Food Bank, Pittsburgh Food Bank, Feeding Northeast Florida Food
Bank and the Food Bank of New York City (Harlem) in addition to his current work with the United Food Bank in Arizona.

Beachum celebrated World Food Day 2018 with a fan match initiative that raised $75,000 for the above food banks, which helped
serve more than 327,000 meals in his home state and every market he's played in. In 2015, he also partnered with the Bread for the
World organization with the goal of ending hunger in the U.S. and around the world by lobbying Congress to improve summer food
programs for school children and pass the Global Food Security Act in 2016.

In 2016, Beachum created “Kelvin Konnects,” a STEAM initiative and program designed to increase minority access to careers within
the Science, Technology, Engineering, Arts and Mathematics disciplines. As part of that program, Beachum adopted the Barack
Obama Male Leadership Academy in Dallas. This adoption included hosting a speaker series with industry leaders, local and federal
elected officials, providing STEAM programming and curriculum support, funding field trips and college visits, and providing teacher
development opportunities. 

In 2020, the Beachum family hosted a food and Christmas tree donation for 100 families at Sirrine Elementary School in Chandler,
AZ through a partnership with Lowe’s and the United Food Bank. In 2021, he partnered with World Vision to provide 500 backpacks
filled with school supplies to Sun Valley Academy in Phoenix.

In his capacity as a professional speaker, Beachum has delivered keynote addresses at the IT Senior Management Forum Conference,
Walsh Hunger Summit at the Pro Football Hall of Fame in Canton and Texas Project Lead the Way Summit. He has also contributed to
numerous speaker series and panels on topics such as leadership, diversity and inclusion, web3 and crypto and technology. He
currently sits on the Lyle School of Engineering Executive Board at his alma mater, Southern Methodist University (SMU), where he
champions diversity within admissions, pioneers inclusion efforts on campus and supports programming, recruitment and mentorship
efforts for students and alumni.

Beachum and his wife, Jessica, are also avid art collectors. Their “Beachum Family Collection” has loaned pieces to museums across
the country. In February 2022 and May 2023, they opened two exhibitions featuring selections from their collection at SMU and
Baylor, respectively. The two campuses are the alma maters of Kelvin and Jessica Beachum. In May 2023, he was awarded the "In
the Arena" award from the McCain Institute at the Sedona Forum for his humanitarian work worldwide.

A two-time Pro Bowl (2018, ’21), two-time Player of the Week (Week 8 of 2018; Week 8 of 2019) and one-time Player of the
Month (October of 2018) selection.
Earned Pro Bowl honors for the second time in his career during his inaugural season with Arizona in 2021, becoming just the
fifth Cardinals RB to receive Pro Bowl honors during his first season with the team: Ollie Matson (1952), Johnny Roland (1966),
Ottis Anderson (1979) and Johnny Johnson (1990).
Has scored 26 TDs through his first 28 games with the Cardinals. In franchise history only RB David Johnson (28) had more TDs
in his first 28 games with the team. Conner's 26 TDs rank second in the NFL (Austin Ekeler - 38) over the last two seasons
(2021-22). His 22 rushing TDs are tied for the most in franchise history in a player's first 28 games with the team.
Finished the 2022 season with 1,082 scrimmage yards and eight TDs in 13 games. It marked his second consecutive season with
1,000+ scrimmage yards in Arizona, after posting just one 1,000-yard campaign in four years with Pittsburgh. 
Earned Pro Bowl honors in 2021 after playing in 15 games (6 starts) during the regular season, finishing the year with 752 yards
and 15 rushing TDs on 202 rushing attempts while adding 37 receptions for 375 yards and three TDs. Also scored the Cardinals
lone TD in the Wild Card matchup.
His 18 total TDs in 2021 marked the second-highest single-season total in Cardinals history and ranked third in the NFL that
year. His 15 rushing TDs also represented the second-highest single-season total in team annals and ranked second in the NFL.
All 18 of his TDs during the 2021 regular season came in his final 13 games played. Had six games with multiple TDs in '21,
joining RB David Johnson (8 in 2016) as the only players in franchise history to have at least six such performances in a single
season.
Had at least one TD (rushing or receiving) in seven consecutive games (Games 7-13) in 2021, tied for the longest streak in
franchise history. Included in that stretch was a streak of five straight games with a rushing TD, tying the longest such streak in
team history.
In 2022 had a streak of six consecutive games with a TD (Games 10-15), tying the third longest streak in team history. In the
Cardinals first 101 seasons (1920-20) as an NFL franchise a player had a streak of six consecutive games with a TD in a single
season just twice. Conner has had a streak of 6+ games in each of the last two seasons. 
Earned his first career Pro Bowl selection with the Steelers in 2018, when he rushed for 12 TDs (third in the NFL) and 973 yards
while catching 55 passes for 497 yards a TD in just 13 games.
With the Steelers, appeared in 50 games (33 starts) and ran for 2,302 yards and 22 TDs on 532 carries (4.3-yard avg.) along
with 124 receptions for 963 yards and four TDs.
After tearing his MCL during the first game of his junior year at the University of Pittsburgh (2015), attended rehab and began
experiencing excessive fatigue and other symptoms, leading doctors to perform a chest x-ray that revealed Hodgkin's Lymphoma.
He endured 12 rounds of chemotherapy and completed his last chemo appointment on May 9, 2016. On May 23, 2016, he
announced that he was cancer free.

CARDINALS IN THE COMMUNITY
Running back James Conner began his journey in Arizona in 2021 after spending eight years in the city of Pittsburgh as a
Pittsburgh Panther and Pittsburgh Steeler. A published author, Conner’s moving story as a cancer survivor has inspired many and
created a significant impact in the community.

Last season, he represented the Cardinals and participated in “Giving Tuesday” at Phoenix Children’s Hospital. On the Tuesday
following Thanksgiving every year, people can bring positive changes to their communities through charitable donations to their
favorite nonprofit organizations. Conner helped raise money for Phoenix Children’s as the Cardinals triple matched all donations that
day.

In 2021 during training camp, Conner participated in a zoom meeting with members of
the Cardinals and NFL Flag Football Girls program and shared his advice and experience as
a professional athlete. In January of 2021, he teamed up with USAA and the Air Force
Sergeants Association to award Command Chief Master Sergeant Louis Boykin with a trip
to Miami to watch Super Bowl LIV. Conner then met Boykin and other military members in
the USAA Salute to Service Lounge during Super Bowl Weekend.

In November of 2020, he donated 200 turkeys to the Second Harvest Food Bank of
Northwestern Pennsylvania in his hometown of Erie, PA. He also partnered with Steelers
teammates Cameron Heyward, Maurkice Pouncey and JuJu Smith-Schuster to provide local
agencies  with  turkeys  and  Thanksgiving  meals,  serving  more  than  950  families  in
Pittsburgh, Erie and Long Beach, CA.

In honor of World Cancer Day, Conner visited patients at UMPC Hillman Cancer Center in
February of 2020. His goal was a simple one, to encourage and bring hope to patients
battling cancer.

In October of 2019, as a frequent participant in the Make-A-Wish Foundation, Conner
surprised Andre Jenkins, a 19-year-old undergoing treatment for leukemia with tickets to
the Steelers Monday Night Football game.

That same month, Conner was a recipient of the 2019 Ed Block Courage Award, an award
voted on by teammates and given to a player who has shown courage either coming back
from an injury or a life-altering situation.

the couple launched the Ertz Family Foundation which focuses on
providing opportunities for youth to learn the value of exercise,
nutrition, leadership, work ethic, accountability and teamwork.

CARDINALS IN THE COMMUNITY
Tight end Zach Ertz is in his third season with the Cardinals after spending the first nine years of his career with Philadelphia. Since
entering the league in 2013, Ertz has made it his mission to give back to the communities in which he has lived and nothing has
made that more clear than the creation of the Ertz Family Foundation, established in 2018.

Since Ertz and his wife, Julie, began dating while in college together at Stanford, the pair dreamed of one day creating a foundation
that could help people in need. In the spring of 2018, Ertz took a trip to Haiti with his Eagles teammates and it opened his eyes to
the plight of the less fortunate and served as a catalyst to launch the family foundation. The mission of the Ertz Family Foundation
is to empower others by sharing faith, learning through sports, and advancing education to build supportive communities.

In May of 2023, the Ertz Foundation celebrated its cornerstone project when it held a ribbon cutting ceremony for the official
opening of their House of Hope project after three years of renovations. In partnership with Grace Peace Community Fellowship in
Philadelphia, the House of Hope was the renovation of a building adjacent to the church with the goal to provide youth a safe place
to receive career support, Wi-Fi access, healthy food options, employment support, and financial literacy. The Ertz Family foundation
launched a $900,000 campaign fundraiser to support the required renovations, general operating costs and future programming
expenses. Zach and Julie Ertz pledged $100,000 to fund the Youth Leadership Development Center located in the House of Hope.

Although his community initiatives began in Philadelphia, Ertz has also made a big
impact during his short time in Arizona. In December of 2022, he was named the Arizona
Cardinals/Walter Payton Man of the Year in recognition of his outstanding community
service activities off the field as well as excellence on the field. He received a $40,000
donation to the Ertz Family Foundation for the award. 

During the 2022 season, Ertz, along with his foundation and The Athletes’ Corner, teamed
up for the second straight year to fight hunger through the on-field performance of the
team. The two foundations brought back their “Score More n’ Feed More” initiative which
provided meals to Arizona food banks for every touchdown the Cardinals scored. Last
year, the “Score More n’ Feed More” initiative helped provide a total of 150,000 meals to
food  banks  in  Arizona  earning  him  Week  9  NFLPA  MVP  honors  for  the  successful
campaign.

Ertz quickly made his presence felt in Arizona after being acquired by the Cardinals during the 2021 season. Just months after
joining the team, he partnered with the Boys and Girls Club of the Valley and took 15 kids on a shopping spree at Dick’s Sporting
Goods to help celebrate the holiday season.

During the height of the COVID-19 pandemic, the Ertz Foundation created the Beyond the Team program to support youth displaced
by canceled football seasons during the pandemic and provided aid to families in need. The program offered activities two days per
week giving student athletes with canceled seasons a workout, drills, skills training, mentorship, coaching and friendship.  With a
goal  of  providing a safe space for  athletes to get  the support  they needed,  the Philly  Bridge Project  was formed through
collaboration with small non-profits to create substantive changes in the most needed areas. The program provided aid for food
insecurity, clothing and shelter, college preparation, career development and health and wellness. The final phase launched a
Holiday Touchdowns for Meals program with The Athlete Corner and Feed America to provide 100,000 meals in Philadelphia over the
holidays. Ertz also donated $100,000 to the Philabundance food bank to help those in need. Eagles teammate Jason Kelce also
contributed $25,000 to the cause.

Earlier that offseason, the foundation hosted the Paint with the Pros event, a virtual painting session led by former Eagles All-Pro
Tra Thomas. Participants took part virtually, using pre-purchased painting canvases and supplies provided by the foundation.

The foundation’s Par-Tee Golf Tournament and Reception was held in July of 2019. The event raised more than $400,000 for sports,
education, and family enrichment programs. As a part of the “Fund-a-need” campaign, the Ertz’s matched every donation made to
help total over $400,000 in proceeds that supported their charity partner, College Is Real. The mission of College is Real is to help
students become the first in their families to attend and graduate from college and provides grants to select Philadelphia-area
charities offering educational services.

In 2018, the foundation hosted the City of Love Event and Auction Fundraiser. The fundraiser launched the Ertz Family Foundation’s
City of Love Fund, a grant-making program intended to support local Philadelphia and surrounding area charities that serve youth
sports, education and family.

The Ertz Family Foundation officially launched in Pleasanton, CA in July of 2018. The inaugural event was a dinner and silent auction
with nearly 200 guests which included family, teammates, and friends from around the sports world.

Cardinals linebacker Dennis Gardeck is a special teams standout, earning Pro Bowl alternate honors in 2019 and serving as a team
captain each of the last two seasons. However, his success on the field with the Cardinals is matched – if not exceeded – by his
impact in the local community.

Signed by the Cardinals as a rookie free agent in 2018, Gardeck’s improbable path to the NFL landed him in Arizona and he has
supported the community with the same passion he brings to the field. He has rarely missed an opportunity to participate in school
trips, kids camps and hospital visits.

This past April, Gardeck participated in the team’s third annual Girls Football Camp held
at State Farm Stadium. The camp presented the opportunity for 125 girls aged 6-12 to
learn the basics of flag football in a fun and exciting environment. Gardeck, alongside Big
Red, Cardinals Cheerleaders and alumni players, led the camp and oversaw football drills.

In March, Gardeck participated in the Gila River Indian Community Mul Chu Tha Tribal Fair
and Rodeo, a fair founded in 1962 to have a shared conversation about the community’s
youth. Gardeck walked the parade and tossed candy and gifts to fans. The same month,
he spent time at the Tempe Adaptive Adventure Day, a program offered to youth and
adults with Intellectual and Developmental Disabilities. Twice in 2023, Gardeck joined
teammates and alumni on visits to Luke Air Force Base to greet and serve dinner to base
personnel as they came off the flight lines.

Cornerback Antonio Hamilton is in his third season with the Cardinals in 2023. An active participant in community activities
throughout his career, a fateful event in August of 2022 spurred his efforts into a new direction.

On track to start last season, Hamilton was severely injured in a freak accident while cooking at home with his family, sustaining
second-degree burns on both of his legs and feet. While recovering from his injuries, Hamilton missed the first five games of the ’22
season. Upon his return to the field, he made it a point to bring attention to burn victims and their stories.

In October of 2022, after being activated from the non-football injury list, Hamilton along with four Cardinals teammates visited the
place where he was treated, Arizona Burn Center - Valleywise Health, to interact and offer encouragement to children in recovery
from severe burn injuries. During the 2022 My Cause, My Cleats initiative, Hamilton chose to support Valleywise Health with his
customized cleats.

Hamilton has also been active in numerous other community events during his time in Arizona. As part of the Good Neighbor Field
program, the Cardinals and State Farm partnered in November of 2022 to provide new weight rooms for Marco de Niza High School
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and Mountain Pointe High School through a $100,000 grant. Hamilton joined team mascot Big Red, players from the Marcos De Niza
football team and State Farm volunteers to host 150 elementary students for a kids camp at the school.

During last year’s Christmas holiday season, Hamilton was a part of the team’s annual “Shop with a Jock” event. Alongside
teammates Kelvin Beachum, Dennis Gardeck, Colt McCoy, and Will Hernandez, the group shopped with underprivileged youth from
the South Phoenix area. 

Hamilton’s focus on helping in the community dates back to his rookie season in 2016 when he founded the A.L.I.T.E. (At Least I Try
Everyday) Foundation. The primary focus of the non-profit is to serve the youth in small, underprivileged communities. Alongside his
wife, Tiara, they host an annual free youth football and cheer camp called Camp Hamilton in his hometown of Johnson, S.C. The
foundation also funds scholarships annually to kids from his alma mater, Strom Thurmond High School, who are applying to a
college, university or trade school.

Humphries and the foundation have held multiple events in Union to help promote their
fresh food initiative by delivering boxes of fresh produce to families throughout the
community in need. In July of 2022, “Pee Wee’s House” held an event to provide meals
for families during the Fourth of July Holiday weekend.

This past July, the foundation hosted a Back to School Carnival that featured a backpack
and supply distribution to local students in Union. The free event also included activities
like bounce houses, face painting, balloon animals and a rock climbing wall.

His community outreach also includes being active in Arizona where Humphries continued his fight against hunger in May of 2022
and  partnered  with  teammate  Kelvin  Beachum  to  donate  200,000  meals  to  the  United  Food  Bank  in  Mesa.  Along  with
Safeway/Albertsons and Cardinals teammates, the group packed meals for families in need.

CARDINALS IN THE COMMUNITY
Not one to seek recognition for his work in the community, Cardinals Pro Bowl quarterback Kyler Murray has given back and
supported those in need both in Arizona and in his home state of Texas during his career in the NFL.

In the final days before starting training camp in 2023, Murray surprised a group of four kids from A Permanent Voice with a back-
to-school shopping spree at Dick's Sporting Goods. Founded in 2018, the organization is dedicated to giving underserved youth an
opportunity to find their voice. The children Murray surprised were all being raised by their grandparents.

Particularly important to Murray is making special connections with some of his younger fans. During the 2020 season, he developed
a friendship with 12-year old Hector Nahle. Nahle, a youth quarterback from Mexico, was in the middle of being treated for cancer
when the pair connected over Instagram. Murray sent him a special message over social media which started their relationship. The
two stayed in touch over the past three years and when the Cardinals traveled to Mexico City to play the 49ers in 2022, Murray flew
Hector as well as his father, mother and sister to the game and got them tickets and field passes.

Although he has lived in Arizona since being drafted by the Cardinals in 2019, Murray
remains close to his hometown of Allen, TX. That was evident this past offseason after
the tragic mass shooting in Allen. He donated $15,000 to one of the young survivors who
lost his family in the shooting while also giving $10,000 to the general fund of the
victims. 

In February of 2021, Murray donated 60,000 meals to the North Texas Food Bank after
that  region’s  devastating  winter  storm  that  caused  widespread  power  outages  that
resulted in residents not having heat or running water.

In the 2022 offseason, Murray took part in a community event and a $10,000 check
presentation to the Arizona Educational Foundation on behalf of Kretschmar, Albertsons
and Safeway while also visiting the Boys & Girls Clubs of the Valley for a kids skill camp
and another $10,000 check presentation. The money for the Boys & Girls Clubs of the
Valley is helping that organization provide a safe, positive, and fun environment for kids
during their time away from school.
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Murray also served as an active participant during the COVID-19 pandemic of 2020. With schools closing due to the outbreak, he
pledged $25,000 to GENYOUth’s COVID-19 Emergency School Nutrition Fund in April of 2020. He also participated in the NFL’s Draft-
a-Thon along with country music star Blake Shelton and NFL Network host Rich Eisen to raise money for the fund. His generous
contributions helped combat hunger by feeding children who depend on school meals, which were able to continue for thousands of
students during the pandemic.

In January of 2020, Murray participated in the Twitch Rivals Streamer Bowl along with other NFL players. He finished second in the
event and was awarded $80,000 for the charity of his choice – the Colon Cancer Coalition. Murray also joined Chase Edmonds and
Christian Kirk for Twitch Stream Aid 2020 to raise money for charity and support COVID-19 relief efforts in March of 2021.

Ojulari was selected nine picks
earlier than his brother - Giants LB Azeez Ojulari - was taken by New York in the second round (50th overall) of the 2021 NFL
Draft.
A permanent captain at LSU, was awarded the prestigious #18 jersey at LSU as a junior in 2022. The Tigers #18 jersey is awarded
annually to the player who best represents the outstanding traits of an LSU football player - both on and off the field.
Is a descendant of Nigerian royalty. His maternal grandfather was Olaniyi Osuntoki, who later changed his name to Prince Twins
Seven-Seven (he was the sole survivor of his parents' seven sets of twins). A world-renowned artist, singer and dancer, Seven
Seven had multiple hit records as a musician and his artwork was featured in the National Museum of African American Art at
the Smithsonian. In the late 1890s, Prince Twins Seven-Sevens’ grandfather was the King of Ibadan, a city in southwestern
Nigeria.

Arizona Cardinals 0 .................................. 7 0 14 — 21

The Cardinals opened the 2022 regular season against the Kansas City Chiefs at State Farm Stadium. The contest reunited AZ head coach Kliff Kingsbury with KC quarterback Patrick Mahomes, whom he recruited to Texas Tech
and coached for three seasons there. On this particular afternoon, it was the pupil who led his team to victory with an impressive passing effort. The 2018 league MVP threw for 360 yards and 5 touchdowns with no INTs in
steering the Chiefs to a 44-21 win. Kansas City jumped out early with TDs on their first three drives and never looked back. Playing without several regular starters – including DE JJ Watt, WR DeAndre Hopkins, G Justin Pugh –
the Cards battled and late in the first half had opportunities to make it a one score game but could not take advantage of them. The victory gave the Chiefs their eight consecutive season with a week 1 win while the Cardinals
fell in the regular season opener for the first time in four seasons under Kingsbury and QB Kyler Murray.

Kansas City received the opening kickoff and proceeded to move 75 yards in 11 plays as Mahomes capped the drive with a 9-yard TD pass to TE Travis Kelce. The next Chiefs drive was equally effective, covering 86 yards in 7
plays. It ended on a Mahomes shovel pass to RB Clyde Edwards-Helaire for a 3-yard score that made it 14-0 late in the opening quarter. The Cards desperately needed a scoring drive and Murray delivered. He completed 4 of 5
pass attempts on the ensuing series, the biggest of which was a 24-yarder to WR Greg Dortch that moved it to the KC35. Shortly thereafter, Kyler scampered 21 yards up the middle to the 2, setting up James Conner’s TD run
that cut the lead in half at 14-7 two minutes into the second quarter. The next drive saw the Chiefs move 71 yards in 10 plays before facing a 4th-n-2 at the 4;  KC went for it and Edwards-Helaire’s 4-yard completion from
Mahomes made it 20-7 after the PAT failed. With 1:05 to go in the half, the Chiefs continued to lead by 13 and took over at their own 20. On the first play from scrimmage, Mahomes connected with WR Juju Smith-Schuster
before LB Dennis Gardeck forced a fumble that CB Byron Murphy recovered at the KC43 with :58 left. AZ soon faced a 4th-n-2 at the 34 but turned it over on downs when Murray’s pass attempt was incomplete. The Chiefs
quickly moved into position for a 54-yard FG try from Harrison Butker, who returned to action after exiting the game via cart in the first quarter. The kick was good and Kansas City took a 23-7 lead into the halftime locker
room.  

Kansas City’s opening possession of the second half also resulted in a TD, this one a 1-yard pass from Mahomes to TE Jody Fortson. The Chiefs increased their lead to 37-7 late in the third on Mahomes’ fifth TD pass of the day,
this one a 2-yarder to WR Mecole Hardman. Early in the fourth, Murray’s 2-yard TD pass to new Cardinals WR – and Murray’s former Oklahoma teammate – Marquise Brown was followed by a successful two-point toss to TE Zach
Ertz that made it 37-15. After a TD run by  Chiefs RB Isiah Pacheco capped the next KC possession, Ertz’s 6-yard TD catch from Murray provided the game’s final score with 5:11 remaining.

Las Vegas Raiders 7 .................................. 13 3 0 0 — 23

The Cardinals made their first-ever appearance at Allegiant Field for a week 2 showdown with the Raiders and it was one for the ages. Vegas jumped out to a 20-0 halftime lead and led 23-7 after 3 quarters. But the gritty
Cardinals battled back. And QB Kyler Murray engineered one of the greatest and most improbable comebacks in franchise history. Arizona would score the game’s final 22 points, send the contest to overtime with a TD and 2-
point conversion as regulation expired, and win it in the extra period with the longest OT return of a fumble in NFL history. It was the franchise’s biggest comeback since 1999 and 5th largest ever; it was also the greatest
comeback ever against the Raiders.

While the game ended in thrilling fashion for Arizona, its beginning was inauspicious. The Raiders took the opening kickoff, moved 75 yards in 15 plays and Derek Carr’s 1-yard TD pass to WR Davante Adams made it 7-0. The
next Vegas drive reached the AZ12 in 8 plays before Daniel Carlson’s 32-yard FG made it 10-0. The Raiders increased it to 17-0 on their next possession when Carr capped a 7-play, 59-yard drive with his 3-yard scoring pass to
TE Darren Waller. With just over 2 minutes to go in the first half, the Cards faced a 3rd-n-2 at the LV42 when Murray’s pass attempt to Hollywood Brown was intercepted by CB Amik Robertson. The return set Vegas up at its own
27 with 1:51 to go. That was enough time to move into position for a 55-yard Carlson FG as the half expired that made it 20-0 at intermission. In their history, the Cardinals were 0-88-1 in games they trailed by 20+ points at
halftime. 

The AZ comeback began on its 2nd offensive series of the 3rd quarter. Murray completed 5 of 7 passes for 66 yards and ended the 79-yard drive with a scoring pass to WR Greg Dortch, a 5-yarder that was his first NFL TD catch.
A 47-yard pass interference penalty on the ensuing Vegas possession led to a 25-yard Carlson FG that made it 23-7 late in the 3rd quarter. Two minutes into the 4th, the Cards trailed by 16 but were at the LV11 when they
went for it on 4th-n-1. It ended there, though, as Murray’s pass was just beyond the reach of TE Zach Ertz. However, 3 straight incompletions led to a punt and more importantly took just 9 seconds off the clock. An 18-yard
Dortch punt return set AZ up at its own 46 with 12:07 to play. Murray marched the Cards to the LV25 where they faced a 4th-n-4 midway thru the 4th and down 16. They went for it and converted when Brown made a
spectacular 1-handed grab at the 1. A play later, RB Darrel Williams punched it in and the Cards went for 2.  What happened on that try was unforgettable and vintage Murray; the QB kept the pass play alive for 20 seconds,
snaking around in the backfield for almost 85 total yards before finally outracing the defense to the pylon for a successful conversion. After another Vegas punt, the Cards took over at their own 27, down 8 with 4:43 to play.
Needing to cover 73 yards and another 2-point conversion to force OT, AZ soon faced a 4th-n-1 at the LV43. A Murray scramble picked it up. With :30 left it was 4th-n-4 at the 6 when a defensive holding foul kept the drive
going. It set up a 1st-n-goal at the 3 but after 3 incompletions it was 4th-n-goal from there with time for one more shot. Murray again delivered, scrambling to his left and into the end zone to cap the incredible 18-play drive.
AZ still needed a 2-point conversion to send the game to OT and a delay penalty pushed the try back to the 7. It didn’t matter. Murray fired a dart to WR AJ Green in the back of the end zone and the game was tied.

AZ won the OT coin toss and advanced to the LV37. They went for it on 4th-n-1 from there but Brown could not hold onto a Murray pass down the left side and the Raiders took over. On the edge of FG range, they faced 2nd-
n-10 at the AZ39 when Carr hit WR Hunter Renfrow with a short pass but LB Isaiah Simmons dislodged the ball with a devastating hit. CB Byron Murphy scooped the loose ball and returned it 59 yards down the sideline to
clinch the amazing comeback victory.

In a match-up of 1-1 teams, the defending Super Bowl champion Rams came to State Farm Stadium and jumped out to an early 13-0 lead, thanks to a pair of field goals and a TD. The Cardinals would respond with the game’s
next three scores. They were lengthy drives of 19, 17 and 16 plays that produced FGs rather than TDs but it still got AZ to within 4 points late in the third quarter. However, LA’s second TD of the day made it 20-9 and the
Cards would only be able to close to within 8 before running out of time. QB Kyler Murray set career highs in completions (37) and attempts (58) and his favorite target was Marquise Brown.  The WR racked up 140 yards on a
career-best 14 receptions, a total that tied the 2nd most in franchise history.

The Rams forced a punt on the Cardinals’ game opening drive and LA’s Michael Hoecht got a hand on it to set the visitors up at the AZ35. Arizona’s defense rose to the challenge and limited the Rams to a 22-yard Matt Gay FG
that made it 3-0. Following a 3-n-out from the AZ offense, the Rams took over their own 42. Six plays later they had it at the AZ20 when WR Cooper Kupp went in motion, took a handoff from QB Matthew Stafford and raced
around the left end for 20 yards and a TD that made it 10-0. Gay’s 40-yard FG capped LA’s next drive and put the Rams up 13-0 early in the 2nd quarter.  With 11:21 left in the half, AZ took over at its own 30 and down 13-0.
The Cards would move 65 yards in 19 plays, converting a pair of 4th downs on a much-needed drive. It would reach the 5 but no further and Matt Prater’s 23-yard FG made it 13-3 with 1:51 before halftime. After forcing
another 3-n-out by the LA offense, the Cards took over at their own 28 with :48 left in the first half. Murray moved them 47 yards, the biggest chunk of which came on a 30-yard completion to WR Greg Dortch on the last play
before Prater’s 45-yard FG made it 13-65 at intermission.

Arizona opened the 2nd half by forcing a 3-n-out that included a JJ Watt sack of Stafford. The Cards offense then took over at its own 11 and soon faced a 4th-n-1 at the 20; they went for it and RB James Conner converted.
The drive would reach the LA31 and Prater’s 3rd straight FG – this one from 49 – made it a 4-point game with 5:10 to go in the 3rd quarter. On the ensuing LA possession, the Rams soon faced a 3rd-n-11 from their own 24
when Stafford escaped a sack from LB Zaven Collins and hit Cupp for 11 and the first down. A screen to TE Tyler Higbee picked up 26 yards and Cam Akers’ 14-yard TD run ended the drive to put LA up 20-9 with 16  minutes to
play. With 11:30 remaining, the Cards had reached the LA26 where they went for it on 4th-n-4 but Murray’s pass attempt to Brown was batted away. Up 11 with 7 minutes to go, the Rams advanced to AZ1 and poised to put
the game away; however, S Budda Baker forced an Akers fumble that Jalen Thompson recovered to keep it a 2-possesion game. Murray would move AZ to the LA13 in 16 plays – the longest of which was 14 yards – and Prater’s
31-yard FG with 1:07 pulled the Cards to within 8. They would need an onside kick recovery to keep their hopes alive but the Rams dashed them by successfully corralling the kick.

The Cardinals traveled to Carolina for a week 4 match-up of teams desperately trying to even their record at 2-2. Arizona had not won a  regular season game there since 2002 and the Panthers had won 6 straight in the series.
Through two quarters, it looked like they were on their way to making it 7 and took a 10-3 lead into halftime. But the Cards ran off 23 points in the second half as Kyler Murray threw two TDs and ran for another. The AZ
defense, meanwhile, was exceptional throughout; it created three takeaways and generally harassed Panthers QB Baker Mayfield all afternoon while limiting RB Christian McCaffrey to 27 rushing yards on 8 attempts. Leading
that effort was DE Zach Allen who had a career-day; he finished with 6 tackles, a sack, three knockdowns, two QB hits and a tackle for loss. All of it added up to a 26-16 win that continued Arizona’s success on the road with
10 wins in its last 11 opportunities. 

On their first possession of the game, the Panthers were stopped on a 3rd-n-1 Mayfield QB sneak and went for it on 4th-n-inches from their own 39; led by LB Zaven Collins, the Cards D stopped McCaffrey and the offense took
over. The Cards reached the Carolina 10 where they faced a 4th-n-1 themselves but WR Rondale Moore was tackled behind the line of scrimmage and the threat was extinguished. The game remained scoreless into the
2nd quarter before the Panthers defense created its first points. On 3rd-n-6 from the AZ31, LB Frankie Luvi intercepted a Murray pass intended for Hollywood Brown and returned it 33 yards for a TD. The next series saw the
Cards go for it again on 4th-n-1 - this time from their own 42 – but turned it over on downs when the snap went over Murray’s head. That gave it back to the Panthers at the AZ42 with 9:02 to go before halftime but they
would soon return it. A fumbled exchange between Mayfield and WR Rashard Higgins was recovered by Arizona LB Ben Niemann at the AZ35. The Cards offense then went 50 yards in 8 plays and pull to within 7-3 on Matt
Prater’s 33-yard FG with 3:34 left in the 2nd quarter. S Jalen Thompson’s INT gave the offense the ball back at the AZ18 with 1:05 to go in the half. After a 3-n-out, Carolina took over at its own 35 with :21 left and advanced
to the AZ36 on 4 completions before Eddy Pineiro’s 54-yard FG as the half expired made it 10-3.

Carolina got the ball to start the 2nd half but on its 3rd play from scrimmage, Allen’s 9-yard sack of Mayfield forced a punt. The Cards would then tie the game with a 9-play, 89-yard TD drive. Key plays were a 22-yard
reception by TE Zach Ertz and a 37-yard defensive pass interference penalty drawn by WR Marquise Brown. Ertz ended it with a TD pass from Murray on 3rd-n-goal from the 2. After again forcing a Panther punt, the Cards
embarked on another long drive, this one consuming 9:26 and extending into the 4th quarter. Matt Prater capped it with his 39-yard FG that gave AZ its first lead at 13-10. On the next play from scrimmage, DE J.J. Watt
deflected a Mayfield pass into the air where  LB Dennis Gardeck caught it and returned his first career INT 24 yards to the Carolina 5. A play later, Murray ran it in around the right side for a 4-yard TD that made it 20-10 with
10:26 left in the game. Carolina’s ensuing series ended when Allen knocked down another Mayfield pass, this time on 4th-n-1 at the CAR 31. Two plays later on 3rd-n-3 from the 23, Murray hit Brown with an over-the-shoulder
throw and the WR artfully tapped his toes just inside the end zone. The connection put AZ up 26-10 with 7:37 to play and the game’s only other score came on a Mayfield-to-McCaffrey TD pass of 13 yards.

In week 5, the NFL’s only remaining undefeated team came to State Farm Stadium when the 2-2 Cardinals hosted the 4-0 Philadelphia Eagles. The visitors took an early 14-0 but the Cards battled back to tie it at 17 in the 4th.
After Philly went up 3 on a go-ahead FG with 1:45 to play, Arizona had a chance to send the game into OT but a 43-yard FG try in the closing seconds was wide right. The Cardinals defense was exceptional holding Philadelphia
to a season-low 20 points and just 6 in the second half. Marquise Brown led the Cards with 78 receiving yards on 8 catches with a TD.

The Eagles drew first blood with a TD on their opening offensive possession. Completions of 14 & 10 yards to TE Dallas Goedert were followed by two to WR AJ Brown (15 & 11) that kept the 11-play, 64-yard drive going. QB
Jalen Hurts capped it with his 1-yard QB keeper and Philly led 7-0. On the next play from scrimmage, Kyler Murray’s pass down the deep middle intended for Brown was intercepted by S CJ Gardner-Johnson, setting the Eagles
up at their own 35. However, they would not capitalize as Arizona’s defense sent them 3-n-out. Late in the opening quarter, Philly faced a 3rd-n-12 at its own 11 but Hurts found DeVonta Smith for 22 to the 33. A 20-yard
connection between those 2 followed and the 16-play, 87-yard drive ultimately concluded with another 1-yard TD sneak. AZ seemed to seize some momentum on the opening play of the next Philly drive when S Jalen
Thompson picked a Hurts pass across the middle but replay overturned it. The Cards still sent the Eagles 3-n-out and following the punt took over at their own 43 for their best field position of the day. A 13-yard James Conner
run moved it to the 44 and was followed by a 14-yard Brown catch to the PHI32. On 3rd-n-2 from the 25, Murray found Brown in the middle of the field and the speedy WR slipped a tackle before racing into the end zone. AZ
forced another Eagles punt and took over at its own 7 with 3:22 to go in the half. Stopped on 3rd down at their own 28, the Cards lined up to punt but ran a fake instead; the snap went to the up-back, RB Darrell Williams,
who ran for 7 and picked up the first down. The very lengthy drive (16 plays, 91 yards) took 9:38 off the clock and Matt Amendola’s 20-yard FG as the half expired trimmed Philly’s lead to 14-10. Amendola was signed during
the week as a replacement for the team’s regular kicker, Matt Prater (hip).

Philly increased its lead to 17-10 on the opening drive of the 3rd quarter when Cameron Dicker’s 42-yard FG capped a 10-play, 51-yard drive. After the teams traded punts, AZ took over at its own 10 in the final minute of the
3rd quarter. Injuries to starting RB James Conner as well as back-ups Darrell Williams and Jonathan Ward, left Eno Benjamin as the Cardinals only available RB. Thanks largely to Murray completing all 6 of his pass attempts on
the drive (for 58 yards), AZ reached the PHI11 in 11 plays; from there Benjamin ran it in to tie the game with 9:43 to go in the game. Hurts then led the Eagles into AZ territory and with 4:28 left, they faced 3rd-n-12 at the
Cards 36; they picked it up thanks to a 16-yard Hurts-to-Goedert completion. The drive would reach the AZ5 and Dicker’s 23-yard FG put Philly up 20-17. After the kickoff, the Cards took over at their own 25 with 1:45 to go
and no timeouts. A 15-yard Murray run and 4 completions covered 31 yards, taking the Cards to the PHI34 with :36 left. A Murray burst up the middle appeared to gain 10+ yards on 2nd-n-10 and the Cards stopped the clock
with a spike with :22 left. However, officials spotted it as just a 9-yard gain and after the spike it was 4th-n-1 at the 25. AZ sent out the FG unit to tie it but Amendola’s 43-yard attempt sailed right.

On a warm, sunny week 6 afternoon in Seattle, the Cardinals faced the Seahawks in a match-up of 2-3 teams that were playing for a share of the division lead. Each team would produce just one touchdown but Seattle
complemented theirs with 4 Jason Meyers FGs while the Cardinals turned it over on downs 3 times when going for it on 4th-n-short situations inside the SEA 30. After losing 3 RBs to injury the week before, the Cardinals
offense started the game without C Rodney Hudson and soon lost G Justin Pugh to injury. Arizona’s defense was again exceptional, limiting Seattle to 19 points and just one touchdown. But that one TD and the 4 FGs were
enough for Seattle to secure a 19-9 win on this day to secure the win.

Arizona opened the game by taking the opening kickoff and marching deep into Seattle territory thanks to a pair of big gains on 3rd down. The first came when Kyler Murray converted a 3rd-n-4 from the AZ25 with his 42-yard
run to the SEA33. Then on 3rd-6 from the SEA26, a 23-yard catch-and-run by WR Rondale Moore took it to the 3. That set-up Matt Amendola’s 23-yard FG that gave Arizona a 3-0 lead and its first opening quarter points of the
season. Seattle responded with a FG drive of its own and Jason Myers’ 39-yard kick tied the game with 6:41 left in the first quarter; 47 of the drive’s 54 yards came on consecutive Kenneth Walker runs of 17 and 34 yards. On
the first play of the 2nd quarter, the Cards went for it on 4th-n-4 from the SEA20 but turned it over on downs when Murray’s pass was incomplete. Midway thru the 2nd quarter, Seattle marched to the AZ7 and faced a 3rd-n-2.
DT Rashard Lawrence tackled Walker in the backfield for a 2-yard loss and Myers’ 27-yard FG put the Seahawks up 6-3. With 0:55 left in the first half, Seattle took over at its own 32 with one timeout. A 22-yard Marquise
Goodwin reception on the drive’s first play was followed by Smith’s 24-yard scramble to the AZ22 . The Seahawks would reach the 15 but no further and Myers’ 3rd FG of the game – this one a 34-yarder – made it 9-3 at
intermission.

After forcing a Seattle 3-n-out to open the 3rd quarter, Arizona again advanced deep into Seahawks territory. The biggest plays were a 14-yard Moore reception and a 15-yard Murray run. The Cards faced 4th-n-2 at the 27 and
again went for it but under pressure, Murray was forced into an incompletion. Seattle took over from there and received the benefit of a roughing the passer call as well as a defensive holding flag that wiped out a 3rd down
stop. Myers’ 4th FG of the day (32 yards) would end the drive and put the Seahawks up 12-3 with 4:11 left in the 3rd quarter. On the first play of the next drive, Murray hit Zach Ertz for a 21-yard gain to the SEA43. On 3rd-
n-6 from the SEA39, Murray scrambled for the first down but fumbled at the end of the run and Seattle recovered at its own 19. AZ’s defense sent the Seahawks 3-n-out, including a sack by rookie LB Myjai Sanders that backed
it up to the 10 and forced a Seattle punt from its own end zone. On a frenetic play, LB Ezekiel Turner hit punter Michael Dickson forcing a fumble that S Chris Banjo recovered for a TD. After the PAT kick failed, the Cards trailed
12-9 in the final minute of the 3rd quarter. The Seahawks responded by moving 75 yards in 7 plays and capped it with their first and only TD of the day, an 11-yard Walker run around the left end. Trailing by 10 early in the
4th, the Cards would again advance deep into Seattle territory and again went for it on a 4th-n-short; this time it was 4th-n-2 at the 23 and SEA ended the threat with a sack. The AZ defense would force 3-n-outs on the next
two Seattle possessions but the offense could not take advantage and the game ended in a 19-9 Seahawks win.

In a Thursday night match-up vs. New Orleans, the Cardinals improved to 3-4 on the season with a 42-34 victory. They trailed 14-6 with 2:30 to play in the 2nd quarter but exploded for 22 points before halftime in a frenetic,
game-changing sequence. Two of the three scores came 62 seconds apart on INT return TDs off Andy Dalton, first by CB Marco Wilson and then by LB Isaiah Simmons. Overall the Cards enjoyed a 3-0 advantage in turnovers. The
team was also bolstered tremendously by the return of WR DeAndre Hopkins who had 10 receptions for 103 yards in his first action after missing the first 6 games due to suspension. RB Eno Benjamin had the best game of his
career, rushing 12 times for 92 yards with a TD as well as a 2-point conversion. QB Kyler Murray was 20-10 passing for 204 yards and ran for 30 yards on 7 carries while playing turnover-free football. 

The high-scoring game’s point production began early. On the 4th play from scrimmage, Dalton connected down the deep middle with WR Rashid Shaheed for a 53-yard TD. On the ensuing AZ drive, a 31-yard completion to WR
Rondale Moore moved it to the NO37. That set-up a 50-yard FG by Rodrigo Blankenship in his first attempt while filling in for the injured Matt Prater. Leading 7-3, the Saints advanced to the AZ10 on their next drive but on
3rd-n-8 from there, Dalton’s pass was picked off in the end zone by CB Antonio Hamilton. A 17-yard Murray run was followed by a 45-yarder from Benjamin, setting up Blankenship’s 28-yard FG that made it 7-6 early in the
2nd quarter. The Saints responded with a drive that ended on a 3-yard Dalton TD pass to Taysom Hill; it was set-up by a 64-yard catch-n-run from WR Kevin White. Thanks to 6-for-6 passing by Murray, the Cards would move
deep into Saints territory on their next drive and went for it on 4th-n-1 at the 4. Murray ran for 2 to the 2 and a play later, rookie RB Keontay Ingram punched it in; that score and Benjamin’s run on the 2-point try tied the
game at 14 with 2:28 left in the half. On the 2nd play of the ensuing series, Dalton’s pass across the middle deflected off the hands WR Marquez Callaway and into the arms of Wilson who raced 38 yards before a leaping dive
into the end zone. Now trailing 20-14, the Saints faced a 3rd-n-10 at their own 47. Dalton was pressured by rookie LB Cameron Thomas and his pass down the middle of the field was snared with one hand by Simmons. He
returned it 56 yards down the right sideline to complete the pick 6 and the Cards led 28-14 at intermission. 

The Saints cut the lead to 28-17 with Will Lutz’s FG (25) on their opening possession of the 2nd half. Later in the quarter, the Cards moved 85 yards in 12 plays and took 6:31 off the clock; Murray was 7-8 for 85 yards on the
drive and ended it with his 5-yard TD pass to WR Greg Dortch. After Juwan Johnson’s 17-yard TD catch from Dalton made it 35-24 with 11:14 to go, the Cards produced another TD drive. The key play was a 15-yard run from
Benjamin on 3rd-n-8 from the NO20 and set-up his own 5-yard TD run that made it 42-24 with 6:22 remaining. The Saints would add a late TD and FG but AZ recovered two on-side attempts to seal the win.

The 3-4 Cardinals traveled to the Twin Cities to face a 5-1 Vikings team that had won 4 straight and sat comfortably atop the NFC North. Despite at least five key players missing the game with injuries and spotting the hosts
an early lead, Arizona came back to take the lead in the second half. However, three turnovers proved costly and the Vikings would emerge with a 34-26 win. WR DeAndre Hopkins was again outstanding, with 12 catches for
159 yards and a remarkable 1-handed TD catch. QB Kyler Murray threw for 326 yards and 3 TDs while WR Rondale Moore gained 92 yards on his 7 receptions that included a 38-yard TD catch. Minnesota was led by RB Dalvin
Cook’s 111 rushing yards and QB Kirk Cousins threw for a pair of TDs and ran for one.

The Vikings opened the scoring on the game’s first drive, marching to the AZ17. On 3rd-n-4 from here, Cousins eluded the rush and scrambled 17 yards for a TD that put the Vikings up 7-0.  The Cards quickly made it 7-3 on the
next series when Matt Prater’s 44-yard FG capped an 8-play, 49-yard drive. The ensuing possession saw Minnesota advance to the AZ38 where they faced a 4rd-n-2; the Vikes went for it but turned it over on downs with an
incompletion. They did, however, go up 14-3 the next time they got the ball on an 83-yard drive that Cousins ended with his 1-yard TD pass to TE Johnny Mundt. Down 11 with 3:39 to go in the half, the Cards took over at
their own 28 and in 9 plays moved to the MIN6. On 3rd-n-2 from there, Murray fired to Hopkins in the end zone and the all-pro WR snared it with just his left hand to make it 14-10 with :47 left in the half. Minnesota would
advance to the AZ38 where Greg Joseph attempted a 56-yard FG as time expired but it was blocked by Cards DT Leki Fotu. 

On its second series of the 3rd quarter, AZ’s offense took over at its own 48 following a Vikings 3-n-out. A 33-yard Hopkins completion from Murray moved it to the 8 and from there a Zach Ertz TD catch-n-run would put the
Cards up 17-14 with 9:01 left in the third quarter. The Vikings responded with an 8-play, 75-yard TD drive and went ahead 21-17 following Alexander Mattison’s 7-yard scoring run. On the next play from scrimmage, Murray’s
pass down the deep middle was INT’d by S Harrison Smith, setting MIN up at the AZ31. Four plays later, Cook’s 4-yard TD run made it 28-17 with 4:07 to go in the third. Murray then completed 4 of 4 passes on the next drive
for 70 yards; the biggest play was the final one, a 38-yard catch-n-run by Moore pulled the Cards to within 5 at 28-23 after the 2-point try failed. Three plays later, the Vikings faced a 3rd-n-5 from their own 30 when LB Isaiah
Simmons stripped Cousins and recovered the fumble himself. That led to a 34-yard Prater FG early in the 4th that pulled AZ to within 2. The Cards D again forced a Vikings punt on the ensuing possession but returner Greg
Dortch muffed it and MIN recovered at the AZ25. On 3rd-n-2 from the AZ5, Cousins hit WR KJ Osborn with a TD pass that made it 34-26 with 8:36 left after the PAT kick failed. Down 8, the Cards would possess the ball three
more times. On the first, they reached the MIN44 but Murray’s pass attempt to Ertz was INT’d by S Camryn Bynum. The next also reached the MIN44 before turning it over on downs. And the final one reached the MIN37 in the
final minute but a pair of sacks ended the comeback hopes.

The NFC West-leading Seahawks (5-3) came to Arizona for a showdown with the Cardinals (3-5), who were playing the first of 3 straight division games. It was a back-and-forth contest but after surrendering a pick-6 that put
AZ up by 4 in the 3rd quarter, the Seahawks scored TDs on each of their final 3 possessions. That finish allowed them to leave town with a 31-21 victory, their 4th straight victory on the season.

Seattle got on the board on the game’s first series when Jason Myers’ 49-yard FG capped an 8-play, 34-yard drive. The Cardinals answered with their first 1st quarter TD of the season; Kyler Murray ran for 21 on 3rd-n-5 and
completed 4 of 4 passes, the last of which was a 22-yard TD completion to WR DeAndre Hopkins down the right sideline. The teams exchanged 3-n-outs before Seattle re-claimed the lead at 10-7 when DK Metcalf’s 4-yard TD
catch from Geno Smith ended a 12-play, 79-yard possession. The next time the Seahawks got the ball, they advanced to the AZ36 where they went for it on 4th-n-2; there DT Zach Allen sniffed out a Seattle shovel pass and
snuffed out the play for a 4-yard loss. Down 3 late in the half, the Cards were threatening at the SEA40 and they went for it on 4th-n-4. Murray scrambled up the middle for 9 but the Seahawks forced the ball out at the end of
the run and they recovered at the SEA23. The takeaway allowed Seattle to head to the halftime locker room with a 10-7 lead.

On their 2nd drive of the 3rd quarter, Seattle took over at its own 40. On the first play of that drive, Smith tried to loop a pass into the flat over AZ’s Zaven Collins. However, the 2nd year LB stabbed it from the air and
returned his first NFL interception 30 yards for a score that put the Cards up 14-10 with 9:18 left in the 3rd. Seattle responded with a 13-play, 75-yard drive and went back ahead when Smith’s 3rd-n-6 pass from the 9 found WR
Tyler Lockett in the end zone. After forcing an AZ punt, the Seahawks produced another 13-play drive, this one covering 81 yards and ending on Kenneth Walker’s 1-yard TD run that made it 24-14 midway through the 4th. The
Cards needed a scoring drive and they got it, moving 75 yards in 14 plays. Murray’s 6-yard TD pass to TE Zach Ertz made it a 3-point game with 3:32 left. After the kickoff, Seattle took over at its own 15 up 3 with 3:30 to play
and AZ holding 3 timeouts. On the first play, though, Smith rolled to his right and found TE Noah Fant with a short pass that he took 51 yards to the AZ31. Four plays later, Walker’s 5-yard touchdown run made it 31-21 and
effectively put the game out of reach.

In a week 10 divisional match-up of banged-up squads in LA, the 3-6 Cardinals took on the 3-5 Rams. Both teams were without their starting QBs – Kyler Murray (hamstring) and Matthew Stafford (concussion) – and Arizona
was also without several key other contributors like CB Byron Murphy and K Matt Prater. The absence of LT DJ Humphries meant the Cards also fielded an offensive line with just one starter remaining from its original unit.
Back-up Colt McCoy filled in more than capably at QB, completing 26 of 37 passes for 238 yards with a TD and no INTs. His top two receivers were DeAndre Hopkins (10-98) and Rondale Moore (9-94) while RB James Conner ran
for 2 TDs, amassing for 86 total yards (21-69 rushing). S Budda Baker was expected to miss the game with an ankle injury suffered the week before but played and contributed to a stellar overall defensive effort, clinching the
game with a key 4th quarter INT. Arizona also neutralized two Rams who rank among the NFL’s best players: DT Aaron Donald recorded to just one QB hit and no sacks while WR Cooper Kupp was limited to minus-1 yard on 3
catches before exiting in the 4th quarter (ankle).

Each offense produced 36-yard FGs on their opening possessions after identical 14-play, 57-yard drives. First it was LA’s Matt Gay on the Rams’ initial series that gave them a 3-0 lead. But Arizona responded when it got the
ball, passing on the drive’s first 11 plays. The Cards converted a 4th-n-2 at the LA37 on an AJ Green completion from McCoy. They also converted on a pair of key 3rd downs, the second of which was a 12-yard completion to TE
Zach Ertz on 3rd-n-4 at the LA 37; unfortunately Ertz exited the game with a knee injury suffered on the play. The pick-up did extend the drive that culminated with a game-tying FG from kicker Tristan Vizcaino, who was
signed the day before to fill in for the ill Prater.

After that game-opening FG, the AZ defense forced three consecutive 3-n-outs and the offense took over at its own 36 with 8:27 left in the 2nd quarter. McCoy completed 4 straight passes to Hopkins covering 38 yards and the
Cards reached the LA6 where they faced a 4th-n-1. They went for it and McCoy picked it up with a 2-yard run to the 4. One play later, RB James Conner ran straight up the middle and AZ led 10-3 with 1:56 left before halftime.
About 20 seconds later on 2nd-n-10 at the LA44, LB Myjai Sanders got to QB John Wolford, forcing a loose ball that DE JJ Watt scooped and was taking to the end zone but referee Clete Blakeman blew it dead as an
incompletion rather than a sack/fumble. Replay review was able to correct the mistake by giving AZ possession at the 30 but the officiating error denied Watt’s TD. However, a 5-yard Conner run sandwiched between Moore
catches of 13 and 6 yards soon made it 1st-n-goal at the 6 with :39 left. Two plays later, WR AJ Green made a toe-tapping catch of a McCoy pass in the back corner of the end zone to put AZ up 17-3 going into intermission.

With 4:24 left in the 3rd quarter, Rams RB Darrell Henderson’s 4-yard TD run cut Arizona’s lead 17-10 and it remained that was into the 4th. With 8:45 left, AZ went for it on 4th-n-3 at the LA41 in one of the game’s pivotal
plays. McCoy lofted it deep down the left sideline where Moore made an amazing grab that covered 26 yards to the LA15. Two plays later, Conner ran it from 9 yards around the left end and the Cards led 24-10 with 7:41
remaining. A couple minutes late, Wolford’s pass down the deep middle was deflected by LB Isaiah Simmons and INT’d by Baker who returned it 53 yards to the LA25. That set-up a 46-yard Vizcaino FG that made it 27-10 and
the only remaining score was a Rams TD with :07 left.

In week 11, the Cardinals (4-6) took on the 49ers (5-4) on Monday Night Football at Estadio Azteca in Mexico City. It was the NFL’s fifth all-time regular season game in Mexico and a reprise of the first one played between the
same two teams in 2005. A close game throughout the first half, the Niners led by 7 after two quarters. However, they pulled away after halftime by scoring 21 unanswered and earning the 38-10 victory. QB Colt McCoy started
his second straight game for the Cardinals in place of the injured Kyler Murray (hamstring) and completed nine passes each to WRs DeAndre Hopkins (91 yards) and Greg Dortch (103). The latter was pressed into extensive
action when starter Rondale Moore was lost for the game on its first series with a groin injury.

After the teams traded 3-n-outs to start the game, Arizona produced the first points with a 40-yard Matt Prater FG. Instrumental on that 11-play, 58-yard drive were a pair of 17-yard completions to Hopkins. Early in the
2nd quarter, San Francisco went ahead thanks to a 9-play, 82-yard drive that ended on a 7-yard completion on 3rd-n-5 from Jimmy Garoppolo to WR Brandon Aiyuk. On the ensuing drive, the Cardinals reached SF territory but
were backed up. On 2nd-n-11 at the AZ 44, McCoy’s pass glanced off the hands of RB James Conner and was intercepted by DB Jimmie Ward. Two snaps after taking over at the AZ44, the 49ers faced a 3rd-n-3 and Garoppolo
tossed it over the middle to TE George Kittle who took it 39 yards for a TD. Down 14-3, the Cards needed a jolt and got it from Dortch. On 3rd-n-6 at the AZ 40, McCoy found him on a free play and that catch-n-run covered 47
yards to the SF 13. Conner ended the drive with a 2-yard TD run that cut the deficit to 14-10 with 4:19 to go in the half. San Francisco would respond by driving to the AZ21 in 9 plays but had to settle for a 39-yard Robbie
Gould FG that made it 17-10 at intermission.

The Niners doubled their lead on the opening drive of the 3rd quarter. They moved to the AZ39 in 7 plays before WR Deebo Samuel took an end around 39 yards for a TD that made it 24-10. Arizona responded by advancing to
the SF41 and faced a 4th-n-3 from there. The Cards came away empty, however, when McCoy’s pass attempt to Dortch was incomplete. Late in the 3rd quarter, the Niners benefitted from a short field after taking over at the
AZ47 following a punt. Six plays later, Aiyuk caught his 2nd TD of the night on a 13-yard pass from Garoppolo that made it 31-10 with :28 remaining in the 3rd. On the next drive the Cards faced 4th-n-4 at midfield and went
for it but an incompletion again turned it over on downs. Kittles’ second TD of the night – this one a 32-yarder from Garoppolo with 10:08 remaining – provided the game’s final points.

In a back-and-forth week 12 game, the host Cardinals led the Chargers early by 10 points and late by 7. But the visitors from Los Angeles delivered the Hollywood ending with a TD in the closing seconds followed by a
successful two-point conversion that handed the Cards a heartbreaking 25-24 defeat. QB Kyler Murray returned from a two-game absence (hamstring) and threw for a pair of TDs while running for another. RB James Conner
topped the century mark for the first time as a Cardinal, finishing with 120 rushing yards on 25 carries. But Arizona was snake-bitten by two replay reversals of key takeaways and could not salt the game away after taking the
lead in the fourth quarter. The defeat dropped the Cards to 4-8 while LA improved to 6-5.

DE JJ Watt ended the game’s opening drive with his 3rd-n-7 sack of Justin Herbert that forced a Chargers punt. The Cardinals first 2 offensive plays from scrimmage were an 11-yard Marquise Brown catch and 18-yard run by
Conner. On the next play, though, a Conner fumble turned it over to LA at the AZ47. But the Cards defense rose to the challenge, sending the Chargers 3-n-out thanks to rookie OLB Cameron Thomas’ sack on 3rd-n-4 from the
AZ41. After the punt, Arizona took over at its own 18 and was backed up by a holding penalty on the first snap. After that, Murray completed 5 of 5 passes for 60 yards and ran twice for 18 yards in leading the Cards on a 10-
play, 82-yard TD drive. It ended when DeAndre Hopkins hauled in a 3rd-n-5 pass at the 20 before spinning out of a tackle there and completing the 33-yard scoring play. Up 7-0, the Cards defense forced another 3-n-out and
after a 15-yard return of the ensuing punt by Pharoh Cooper, the offense took over at the LA44. Seven plays later, Matt Prater’s 43-yard FG put the Cards up 10-0. AZ’s defense appeared to get the ball back for the offense on
the 5th play of the next possession when CB Trayvon Mullen forced a Joshua Palmer fumble and it was ruled that he recovered it himself at the AZ38. However, replay reversed it to a Chargers recovery and they maintained
possession. Six plays later, Herbert and Keenan Allen connected on a 2-yard TD pass that cut AZ’s lead to 10-7. On the next series, Arizona faced a 4th-n-1 at its own 34 and went for it but Murray’s pass down the left sideline
was intercepted by S Derwin James. LA took over at its own 44. Five plays later, Herbert found WR DeAndre Carter down the left sideline for a 33-yard TD that would put the Chargers up 14-10 with 4:28 to go in the second
quarter. Arizona closed the half and re-claimed the lead with a 14-play, 75-yard TD drive on which Murray was again clutch. He completed 4 of 6 passes and ran 3 times for 20 yards. Six of those yards came on 3rd-n-6 from the
28 with :40 left and three plays later he zipped into the end zone on 2nd-n-3 from the 5 to give AZ a 17-10 lead with :12 remaining in the half.

The Cards got the ball first after intermission and advanced to the LA37 but came away empty when Prater’s 49-yard FG try was wide left. From there the Chargers moved to the AZ8 in 13 plays and Cameron Dicker’s 26-yard FG
tied the game at 17 with 4:28 to go in the third quarter. The next play from scrimmage saw Murray hit Hopkins for 29 yards to the LA46 and 10 plays later he hit Conner with a TD pass on 2nd-n-goal from the 6. That score
gave Arizona a 24-17 with 13:31 to play. With 7:35 left, on-field officials ruled LB Zaven Collins made a diving interception of Herbert at the LA35 but administrators in New York again reversed the takeaway. The Cards would
still get the ball back via punt but could not pick up a first down and booted it back to the Chargers who took over at their own 22 with 6:07 left. A key third down sack by LB Isaiah Simmons forced another LA punt but after
another Cards three-n-out, punt and penalty, the Chargers got the ball at the AZ38 with 1:48 left. Herbert would move them to the 1 in 6 plays before hitting Austin Ekeler with a 1-yard touchdown with :15 to play, pulling LA
to within 1. They chose to go for 2 and took the lead when Gerald Everett hauled in the conversion.

The Cardinals returned from their bye week with a 4-8 record and hosted the New England Patriots (6-6) on Monday Night Football. On the 3rd play from scrimmage, a pall was cast over the evening when Arizona starting QB
Kyler Murray left the game with a serious knee injury. Veteran back-up Colt McCoy took over and helped the Cards build a 13-7 lead with just under three minutes to go in the first half. But untimely mistakes, penalties and
turnovers would contribute to New England scoring 20 unanswered points and emerging with the victory. RB James Conner had a game-high 85 rushing yards and a TD for Arizona and McCoy completed 27 of 40 passes for 246
yards in the effort.

The game-opening drive on which Murray was injured reached the NE31 but the Cards came away without points when Matt Prater’s 50-yard FG try was just wide left. Later in the first quarter, the defense got the ball back with
a takeaway. Rookie OLB Cameron Thomas hit the arm of QB Mac Jones, sending the ball into the air and LB Isaiah Simmons snatched it for an INT at the NE36. That led to a 33-yard Prater FG that made it 3-0 eight seconds
into the second quarter. The Pats responded by moving 75 yards in 8 plays and went up 7-3 on Kevin Harris’ 14-yard touchdown run. The ensuing Cardinals possession was aided by a 39-yard defensive pass interference that
moved it to the NE27 and led to a 32-yard Prater FG. That kick pulled AZ to within 7-6 with 9:35 to go in the half and after a NE punt, the Cards took over at their own 37. McCoy completed 5 of 5 passes for 51 yards and RB
James Conner put AZ up 13-7 with his 10-yard TD run. Zach Allen’s 3rd down sack of Jones resulted in a quick 3-n-out by NE after which the Cards took over at the NE41 with 1:42 before halftime. They soon faced a 4th-n-1 at
the 32 but turned it over on downs when McCoy’s pass to TE Trey McBride was tipped incomplete. The Pats took over at that spot with 0:32 left and moved into position for a 51-yard FG from Nick Folk that pulled NE to within
13-10 at halftime.

The Pats tied the game at 13 on the opening drive of the 3rd quarter on Folk’s 23-yard FG that capped an 8-play, 71-yard drive. The big play was a 44-yard Pierre Strong run to the AZ12. Arizona’s next possession again
reached NE territory where they went for it on 4th-n-5 at the 40; but Marquis Brown could not come up with a diving catch of a McCoy pass and the Patriots took over on downs. The next Cardinals’ next possession came after a
NE punt and they took over at their own 6. On the 3rd play, DeAndre Hopkins fumbled at the end of a pass play and LB Raekwon McMillan returned it 23 yards for a TD. That defensive score put NE up 20-13 with 5:32 to go in
the 3rd quarter. The Cards next drive had them at the NE40 but on 2nd-n-13 from there, McCoy was hit while passing leading to an INT by CB Marcus Jones. The next play from scrimmage saw Cards LB Zaven Collins come up
with what was initially ruled as an INT returned for a TD but subsequently reversed to an incompletion. A short time later, Jones hit TE Hunter Henry down the seam with a 39-yard completion to the AZ3. A play later, Pierre
Strong punched it in for a TD that made it 27-13 with 14:09 to play. The Cards offense would get the ball back three more times but never found its way into New England territory.

The Cardinals traveled to play the Broncos in week looking for their first-ever win in Denver. Both teams were without their starting QBs who suffered injuries the week before. For Denver, Brett Rypien started in place of
Russell Wilson (concussion) while Arizona’s Colt McCoy stepped in for Kyler Murray who was lost for the season with a knee injury six days earlier. Despite missing their top 3 cornerbacks due to injury, the Cards defense
dominated the first half, holding Denver to 126 total yards (55 rushing, 71 passing) and recording 6.0 sacks, including 3.0 from defensive lineman J.J. Watt. As a result, Arizona led 6-3 at halftime and 9-3 after the opening
drive of the third quarter. But on that same series, the Cards lost McCoy for the rest of the game with a concussion and the Broncos scored touchdowns on three of their next four possessions on their way to a 24-15 win.

The Broncos struck first in the game when Brandon McManus’ 52-yard FG capped a game-opening drive of 10 plays and 41 yards. Their next possession reached Arizona’s 44-yard line but were then forced to punt thanks to two
sacks in three plays, first by Watt and then by fellow D-lineman Trysten Hill. On the ensuing series, the Cards offense faced a 3rd-n-5 at their own 27 when McCoy’s pass down the middle was intercepted by S Justin Simmons
and returned 20 yards to the AZ24. The Cards defense rose to the occasion, allowing just 4 yards in 3 plays and forcing a 38-yard McManus FG attempt that missed to the left. McCoy then engineered an 11-play, 45-yard drive
that former Bronco Matt Prater ended with a 45-yard FG that tied the game at 3 early in the second quarter. The defenses stiffened and the next 6 possessions ended in punts before Denver took over at its own 25 with 1:22
left in the half. Watt ended that one when he stripped Rypien and rookie LB Myjai Sanders recovered at the AZ49 with 0:38 left. That takeaway led to Prater’s 50-yard FG as the half expired and Arizona led 6-3 at intermission.

On the 3rd play of the 3rd quarter, injury misfortune again hit the Cardinals when McCoy suffered a concussion after rushing for a first down on 3rd-n-1. Trace McSorley came in at QB and got the offense in position for
another long Prater FG; this one was successful from 55 yards and put the Cardinals up 9-3. On the next snap from scrimmage, Latavius Murray raced 35 yards to the AZ45 and 6 plays later fellow RB Marlon Mack punched it in
from 3 yards out. Now up 10-9, the Broncos subsequent possession saw them with a 1st-n-10 at the AZ25 when S Budda Baker intercepted Rypien’s pass at the goal-line to halt the threat on the final play of the 3rd quarter.
Following an Arizona 3-n-out, Denver took over at its own 44 and moved 56 yards in 6 plays; Murray’s 10-yard TD run and the ensuing PAT made it 17-9 with 11:00 to play. The next series saw Simmons record his second INT of
the game, after which the Broncos offense took over at the AZ5. Two plays later, Rypien found TE Eric Tomlinson in the end zone for a TD that made it 24-9 with 9:29 remaining. McSorley then completed 4 of 5 passes for 68
yards which set up a 1-yard TD run by James Conner. The Cards went for 2 but came away empty when officials didn’t call defensive pass interference on a pass to WR DeAndre Hopkins. That score made it 24-15 and proved to
be the game’s final margin as Arizona’s last possession ended on a Patrick Surtain INT. Both teams moved to 4-10 based on the outcome.

On Christmas night in AZ, the Buccaneers (6-8) and Cardinals (4-10) met in a nationally-televised tilt. Tampa was battling to stay atop the NFC South while Arizona had been eliminated the week before. For the Cards, QB Trace
McSorley made his first career start after moving up the depth chart following injuries to Kyler Murray (knee) and Colt McCoy (concussion) in consecutive preceding weeks. The opposing QB was future Hall of Famer Tom Brady
who was making his 331st regular season start but first at State Farm Stadium. In the back-and-forth battle, AZ took a 10-point lead early in the 4th quarter before the Bucs tied it in regulation and won in OT. The outcome
overshadowed a stellar defensive effort that included two INTs by CB Marco Wilson and dominating line play for DE JJ Watt. Cardinals WR Greg Dortch had a game-high 10 catches for 98 yards and ran for another 25 on 3
carries.

The Bucs got on the scoreboard first when Ryan Succop’s 38-yard FG on the game’s opening series made it 3-0; 48 of the drive’s 55 yards came on its first two plays via a 30-yard pass interference penalty and an 18-yard run
from RB Rachaad White. The ensuing AZ possession was extended when punter Andy Lee hit Kamu Grugier-Hill with a 4-yard pass on a 4th-n-2 fake from the AZ45. The drive would reach the TB13 but on 3rd-n-6 from there, LB
Anthony Nelson got to McSorley on a blindside blitz. The sack forced a fumble that LB Devin White recovered and returned to the TB43. The Bucs moved to the AZ48 when Fournette runs failed to pick up a yard on 2nd or
3rd downs; on 4th-n-1 the Cards stopped him again to turn it over on downs. A 20-yard run by Dortch then helped set up a 55-yard Matt Prater FG that tied the game at 3 late in the opening quarter. The Bucs would re-claim
the lead when Succop’s 35-yard kick capped a 15-play, 58-yard drive. Their next possession saw Tampa reach the AZ41 but on 1st-n-10 from there, Brady was pressured by LB Cam Thomas as he launched it deep downfield;
Wilson intercepted it at the 2 and took it 39 yards to the AZ41. The offense could not capitalize on the takeaway and the ensuing punt gave it back to the Bucs at their own 9. The AZ defense again forced a punt after which
McSorley and the offense took over at their own 30 with 1:07 to play and 2 timeouts. A toe-tapping catch by Dortch picked up 17 on 3rd-n-7 at the AZ44 and was key to setting up a 53-yard Prater FG in the closing seconds;
the try hit inside the left upright and bounced through to tie the game at halftime.

Midway through the third, Tampa had it at the AZ36 and faced a 3rd-n-11. Brady lofted it down the left sideline toward WR Mike Evans but Wilson made a leaping INT in front of him. After taking over at the AZ19, McSorley
and Marquise Brown connected on a deep pass that covered 47 yards to the Tampa 20. It led to a 39-yard Prater FG that gave AZ its first lead at 9-6. The next Tampa series went 3-n-out when LB Zaven Collings knocked down a
3rd down Brady pass. Pharoh Cooper returned the ensuing punt 28 yards to the Tampa 33 and 5 plays later, RB James Conner ran it in from 22 yards away for the game’s first touchdown. That score put AZ up 16-6 with 10:47
remaining. On the next play from scrimmage, RB Leonard Fournette took a screen pass from Brady and went 44 yards to the AZ23. White would end the drive with a 3-yard touchdown reception on 3rd-n-goal. Up 3 with just
under 5 minutes to play, AZ faced a 3rd-n-1 from TB42 but rookie RB Keontay Ingram could not handle a McSorley pitch and Tampa’s William Gholston recovered at the TB45. The Bucs would advance to the AZ24 but were
forced to settle for another Succop FG, this one a 42-yarder that tied it with 2:27 to go. The game would go to overtime and AZ got the ball first. After picking up one first down, the Cards were forced to punt and Tampa took
over at its own 12. Brady would then complete 6 straight passes for 69 yards to the AZ19 and Succop’s 40-yard FG won it.

On New Year’s Day in Atlanta, the Cardinals (4-11) and Falcons (5-10) met a week after being eliminated from playoff contention. The Cards started their 4th different QB in as many weeks when David Blough got the
unexpected nod on Friday due to the return of concussion symptoms for Colt McCoy. Ravaged by injuries all season, Arizona was without several others such as star S Budda Baker - who suffered a season-ending shoulder injury
the week before – and WR DeAndre Hopkins (knee); in addition, the Cards were also without their 3 top cornerbacks and regular long snapper. Despite all that, they battled the Falcons in a back-and-forth game with seven lead
changes and Arizona went up 19-17 with 5 minutes to go on a 57-yard Matt Prater FG. But Younghoe Koo’s 21-yarder as time expired would win it for Atlanta and hand AZ its 6th straight defeat. Blough was impressive,
passing for 222 yards with a TD and no turnovers. RB James Conner topped 100 yards from scrimmage – 79 rushing & 31 receiving – before exiting early in the 2nd half with a leg injury. And rookie TE Trey McBride had his
best game with 78 yards on 7 catches including his first career TD. The contest also marked the penultimate game in the brilliant career of JJ Watt, who announced on Tuesday he was retiring after 12 years.

On the game’s opening drive, Blough completed his first 5 passes and helped move AZ into position for Prater’s 38-yard FG that gave the Cards an early lead. The Falcons answered with an almost 10-minute drive that stretched
into the 2nd quarter and Tyler Allgeier’s 4-yard scoring run put Atlanta up 7-3 after going 75 yards in 16 plays. The next Cards series crossed midfield before ending on an Andy Lee punt that pushed ATL back to its own 11 to
start its next possession. On the first play of it, the Falcons mishandled the snap and Arizona DT Leki Fotu recovered at the ATL8. Two plays later, McBride scored his first career TD with a 4-yard catch from Blough. Atlanta
responded by moving to the AZ9 and decided to go for it when faced with a 4th-n-2 from there but an incompletion turned it over on downs. The Cards could not pick up a first down and Atlanta’s Richie Grant blocked the
ensuing punt to give ATL possession at the AZ5. On the next play, RB Cordarrelle Patterson ran it in to put the Falcons up 14-10 with 1:47 remaining in the half. That was enough time for the Cardinals offense. Blough
completed 5 of 5 passes for 41 yards and Prater’s 36-yard FG with 0:02 left pulled Arizona to within 1 at halftime.

A Watt sack on 3rd down ended Atlanta’s opening possession of the 3rd quarter but the ensuing punt forced Arizona to take over inside its own 1. A 26-yard completion to McBride gave the Cards some breathing room and a
40-yard defensive pass interreference penalty would move it to the ATL 20. Prater’s 3rd FG of the game – this one from 36 yards away – allowed Arizona to re-claim the lead at 16-14. It remained that way into the 4th when
AZ faced a 4th-n-2 at the ATL44 but the Cards were turned away when back-up RB Corey Clement was stopped for no gain. The Falcons would re-take the lead on the next possession when Koo connected from 27 yards out,
making it 17-16 Atlanta with 9:36 remaining. The Cards then drove into ATL territory but were backed up by consecutive penalties. However, Prater connected from 57 yards out to salvage the possession and put AZ back up
with 4:57 remaining. The Falcons then engineered the game-winning drive, going 72 yards in 12 plays and setting up Koo’s chip shot as time expired.

The Cardinals (4-12) closed the regular season at Levi’s Stadium against a 12-4 Niners team playing for playoff positioning and the potential to jump into the #1 seed. Ravaged by injuries all season, Arizona was especially
short-handed for this one as eight players were ruled out on Friday, all of them starters. Despite those absences, the Cards battled like they had all season and it was a 1-point game late in the first half. But four turnovers -
three interceptions and a fumble – and no takeaways proved too much to overcome as the 49ers scored 24 unanswered to earn the 38-13 victory. It was their 10th straight win while Arizona dropped its 7th in a row. The game
also marked the final one in the outstanding career of first-ballot Hall of Famer JJ Watt, for whom Levi’s Stadium was the only venue in which he had not played. He marked the occasion with 2.0 sacks – giving him 12.5 for
the season and 10 in his last 10 games – and received a standing ovation from the Bay Area crowd when he exited in the 4th quarter.

The Cards began the afternoon with some trickeration on the game’s second play from scrimmage. QB David Blough pitched it to WR Pharoh Cooper who ran to his right before throwing it back to Blough; the QB then launched
it deep downfield to AJ Green who caught it between two defenders at the 38 and outraced them to the end zone for a 77-yard TD. The Cards led 6-0 after the PAT try failed. San Francisco responded by going 75 yards in 6
plays and went up 7-6 when Christian McCaffrey caught a short pass on 3rd-n-4 and took it for a 21-yard TD. The next 49er possession was stymied by a Watt sack of Brock Purdy and loss of 6. Immediately thereafter, AZ went
for it on 4th-n-1 from its own 39 but Blough was stopped for no gain on a sneak to turn it over on downs. The defense then stepped up, first with a 2-yard tackle for loss by DT Michael Dogbe, then a pass knockdown from Watt
and finally a 17-yard sack by LB Isaiah Simmons to force a punt. The next SF possession reached the AZ44 but an 8-yard sack by rookie LB Myjai Sanders was key to forcing another punt. However on the next play from
scrimmage, Blough’s pass down the left sideline for Marquise Brown was INT’d by S Tashaun Gipson and returned to the AZ18. Two plays later, RB Elijah Mitchell ran it in from 5 yards out to put SF up 14-6 with 12:07 to go in
the 2nd quarter. Blough and the Cardinals bounced back from the turnover with an impressive TD drive that covered 75 yards in 12 plays. On it Blough was 3 for 3 for 51 yards and the Cards were 3 for 3 on 3rd downs before
back-up RB Corey Clement’s 1-yard TD run made it a 1-point game with 4:41 left in the 2nd quarter. But with :19 before intermission, Purdy found TE George Kittle crossing along the back of the end zone and that 4-yard score
made it 21-13 going into the halftime locker room.

The 49ers extended that lead to 28-13 on the opening drive of the 2nd half when Mitchell’s 2nd TD run of the day – this one from 6 yards out – capped a 7-play, 75-yard TD drive. On the 3rd play of the ensuing drive,
Blough’s deep pass attempt was INT’d again by Gipson and returned to the AZ34. That led to a 27-yard Robbie Gould FG and 31-13 lead for San Fran. A minute later, Blough was sacked by DL Jordan Willis forcing a fumble that
Michael Dwumfour recovered at the AZ28. A 1-yard Kittle TD catch soon followed and extended the lead to 38-13 late in the third. Blough then exited with a concussion and Trace McSorley took over for the remainder of the
game. There was no further scoring by either team and San Fran clinched the NFC’s #2 seed with the victory.

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Arizona’s finest defensive performance of the season rewarded the Cardinals 
with their first postseason victory in 51 years (28-21 vs. Philadelphia in 1947 NFL 
Championship game) in their first postseason appearance in 23 years (1975) 
that came in a non-strike season. The Cardinals defeat the Dallas Cowboys 20-7 
at Dallas Stadium, ending not only their playoff drought but their nine-game los-
ing streak on the Cowboys home turf. It was just the second victory over Dallas 
in the last 17 meetings between the two teams. It was the first home-field loss 
for the Cowboys since 1983.

The Cardinals defense produced three interceptions, 15 passes defensed 
(six by rookie cornerback Corey Chavous), four sacks, four tackles for a loss, 
and allowed QB Troy Aikman to complete just 22-of-49 passes for 191 yards. 
Arizona’s defense held the Cowboys offense to just 260 total yards on the day. 
Outside linebacker Jamir Miller led the defense with 15 total tackles and two 
sacks while defensive end Andre Wadsworth also collected a pair of sacks. 
Pro Bowl cornerback Aeneas Williams grabbed two INTs and safety Tommy 
Bennett recorded one. 

It was the defense that turned the tide of the game early. After Arizona jumped 
up to a 7-0 lead, the Cowboys were poised to tie the game, facing a fourth-and-
one situation at Arizona’s seven-yard line midway through the second quarter. 
Cardinals LB Mark Maddox dropped Dallas RB Emmitt Smith for a one-yard loss 
on the play and Arizona added a 37-yard Chris Jacke FG later in the quarter to 
give the Cards a 10-0 lead heading into halftime. 

RB Adrian Murrell raced 74 yards to the Cowboys three-yard line on the sec-
ond play of the third quarter, followed by a 3-yard TD pass from Jake Plummer 
to Larry Centers that gave the Cardinals a 17-0 lead that was never threatened. 
Another Jacke field goal from 46 yards out capped the scoring for the Cardinals 
in the fourth quarter. The Arizona defense’s shutout bid ended with 3:33 remain-
ing on a six-yard TD pass from Aikman to WR Billy Davis.

Arizona’s playo� run ended in Minnesota with a 41-21 loss to the high-scoring 
Vikings who turned three Cardinals turnovers into 17 points.

After the Vikings drove 80 yards in 13 plays in their opening possession to 
take a 7-0 lead on RB LeRoy Hoard’s first rushing TD, interceptions of QB Jake 
Plummer on the first two possessions of the second quarter quickly turned into 
10 points for a 17-0 Vikings advantage by the time the Cardinals had run five 
o�ensive plays. Minnesota, fielding the highest scoring o�ense in NFL history 
up to that point, registered 416 total net yards (228 passing, 188 rushing), crack-
ing the 400-yard plateau for the ninth time and the 40-point mark for the fifth 
time. The Vikings also converted eight-of-11 third-down plays.

RBs Hoard and Robert Smith caused the most damage, with the former tal-
lying three TD while the latter accounted for 124 rushing yards. Record setting 
rookie WR Randy Moss posted the other Minnesota TD. Vikings safety Robert 
Gri�ith recorded both INTs for the Vikings. Cardinals Pro Bowl cornerback 
Aeneas Williams gave the Cardinals, trailing 7-0, early life with an end zone INT 
and 47-yard return on the first play of the second quarter to thwart a Minnesota 
drive that reached Arizona’s seven-yard line.

Short yardage back Mario Bates scored all three Arizona TDs on one-yard 
runs to set the team postseason single-game rushing TDs record. Arizona held 
Minnesota sackless for the second consecutive postseason game and for the 
third time in four weeks. The Cards were flagged for a season-high 13 penal-
ties. RB Adrian Murrell contributed 15 rushes for 62 yards and three receptions 
for 52 yards. The Cardinals finished the season with 10 wins for the first time 
since 1976 (10-4).

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Playing their first postseason contest in a decade and first home playoff game 
since 1947, the Cardinals took on 11-5 Atlanta. The high-powered Falcons entered 
the game with the league’s #2 rusher (RB Michael Turner) and the Offensive 
Rookie of the Year (QB Matt Ryan). But the Cards defense was sensational, bottling 
up Turner (42 rushing yards and 2.3 yards/carry were both season lows), harass-
ing Ryan (2 INTs, 1 fumble and 3 sacks), and scoring points on its own with a TD 
and safety. The offense was also strong as Edgerrin James led a revitalized ground 
game while Kurt Warner and Larry Fitzgerald made big plays in the passing game. 
It all added up to a 6-point Arizona win before a raucous sellout crowd.   

On the Cards first scoring drive, it was 3 James runs that perfectly set-up a 
flea-flicker. James took the hand-off, then flipped it back to Warner who fired 42 
yards downfield to Fitzgerald who leapt between two defenders to come down 
with the ball in the end zone. Early in the 2nd, Atlanta got on the board with a 
30-yard Jason Elam FG but the Cards answered quickly.

On the 3rd 
play of the next drive, Warner’s pass went off the hands of Jerheme Urban and 
was INT’d by Chevis Jackson at the AZ23, setting up a Ryan TD pass to TE Justin 
Peelle that made it 17-14 Atlanta at the half.

On the 2nd snap after intermission, DT Darnell Dockett made the game’s 
pivotal play when he blew up a hand-off between Ryan and Turner. FS Antrel 
Rolle picked the ball out of the air and returned it 27 yards for the go-ahead TD. 
After the next two Atlanta drives went 3-n-out, the Cards took over at their own 
24 with 10:31 to go in the 3rd. Through a mix of run & pass, including a 6-yard 
Warner scramble on 3rd-n-5, the Cards chewed 7:43 off the clock on a long 
drive that ended with Tim Hightower’s 4-yard TD run. Rookie CB Dominique 
Rodgers-Cromartie ended the next series with a pick off Ryan. That drive ended 
with a Ben Graham punt that was downed at the ATL3 and on the next play, 
Antonio Smith sacked Ryan in the end zone for a safety. The Falcons scored on 
a 5-yard Roddy White TD pass from Ryan with 4:19 to go to trim it to 6 and AZ 
then took over at its own 20 with 4:19 to go. Two first downs forced Atlanta to 
burn all 3 timeouts. Then facing a 3rd-n-16 at the ATL46 with 2:17 left, Warner 
hit TE Stephen Spach with a 23-yard pass that effectively ended the game.

In a Divisional Playoff match-up at Carolina, all the numbers were stacked 
against the Cards. They were 0-5 on the east coast in ’08 and were facing the only 
NFL team that went 8-0 at home. Even before it was known that Pro Bowl WR 
Anquan Boldin would miss the game with a hamstring injury, few if any gave the 
Cards a chance against #2 seed Carolina. But when Saturday evening came and 
the game was played, it was all Arizona. The Panthers produced TDs on their first 
drive of the game and their last but in between the Cards scored 33 unanswered 
points. The defense forced 6 Jake Delhomme turnovers (5 INTs and a fumble) 
and the Cards got 23 of their 33 points off them. WR Larry Fitzgerald was again 
spectacular, finishing with a team playoff record 166 yards on 8 catches with a TD 
while the Cards held his Panther all-pro counterpart Steve Smith without a catch 
until the final minute of the third. 

The Panthers took the opening kickoff to midfield and a 31-yard DeAngelo 
Williams run took it to the 9 before Jonathan Stewart punched it in. Later in the 
quarter, Fitzgerald’s catch-n-run gained 41 on 3rd-n-2 and that led to a 3-yard 
Tim Hightower TD catch from Kurt Warner that tied it at 7. On the next play from 
scrimmage, DE Antonio Smith stripped Delhomme on a sack and recovered 
the fumble himself at the CAR13. That led to a 4-yard Edgerrin James run and 
a 14-7 score. The Panthers moved to the AZ15 on the next drive thanks to a 
45-yard pass interference call but CB Dominique Rodgers-Cromartie picked 
off Delhomme at the goal line.

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In a match-up no one foresaw, the Cardinals hosted the Eagles in the NFC 
Championship Game with the chance to advance to Super Bowl XLIII. Before an 
electric sell-out crowd, the Cards jumped out to a 24-6 halftime lead thanks to 
three Kurt Warner TD passes to Larry Fitzgerald against an Eagles defense that 
had not allowed a passing TD in 5 games. Philly then scored 19 unanswered points 
in the late 3rd and early 4th to take a 25-24 lead. The Cards, however, responded 
with a drive no one will soon forget. It was a 14-play, 72-yard masterpiece that 
chewed 7:52 off the clock and ended with Warner’s game-winning TD pass to RB 
Tim Hightower. The TD stamped the Cardinals ticket to the Super Bowl that was 
made possible by another stellar outing from Fitzgerald. The all-pro WR topped 
100 yards for the 5th straight game and tied the NFL record with 3 straight in the 
postseason with a 9-catch, 152-yard, 3-TD performance. 

On the game’s opening drive, the Cards moved 80 yards in 9 plays and opened 
the scoring with a 9-yard Warner-Fitzgerald TD connection. Philly came right back 
with a 45-yard David Akers FG but he missed a 47-yarder on the following drive. 
That gave Arizona the ball at its own 38 and on the first play the lead grew to 14-3. 
Warner handed off to J.J. Arrington who ran right, threw it back to Warner who 
then tossed it deep to Fitzgerald who hauled it in for a 62-yard TD. After another 
Akers FG, Warner then capped a 73-yard drive with a 1-yard pass to Fitzgerald that 
made it 21-6 with 3:06 in the 2nd. AZ successful executed a surprise pooch kick 
and recovery but the officials inadvertently misruled the ball dead. After a Philly 
punt, the Cards got the ball back at their own 16 with 1:31 to go and moved into 
position for a 49-yard Neil Rackers FG.

The Eagles cut the lead to 24-19 in the 3rd when consecutive drives ended with 
Donovan McNabb TD passes to TE Brent Celek (6 and 31 yards). With 10:45 to go, 
McNabb’s deep pass deflected off the hands of CB Dominique Rodgers-Cromartie 
and into the hands of WR DeSean Jackson for a 62-yard TD that put Philly up 1 
when the 2-point try failed. After the score, the Cards took over at their own 28 
with 10:39 to go. Six plays into the drive they faced a pivotal 4th-n-inches decision 
near midfield. Hightower ran right for 6 yards to pick it up and later put it across 
the goal-line 8 plays later on a TD catch-n-run on 3rd-n-goal from the 8. Warner 
on the drive was 5-5 for 56 yards including the game-winning TD pass. He then 
tossed a 2-point conversion to Ben Patrick to make it 32-25. Philly’s ensuing drive 
reached the AZ47 but on 4th-n-10 from there McNabb’s pass fell incomplete and 
the game was over.

Making their first-ever Super Bowl appearance, the Cardinals battled back from a 20-7 
4th quarter deficit against the Steelers and took a 23-20 lead with 2:37 remaining. However, 
Pittsburgh responded with a game-winning drive and earned their 6th title thanks to a TD 
with 0:35 on the clock. After catching just one pass thru 3 quarters, WR Larry Fitzgerald 
finished with 7 grabs for 127 yards and 2 TDs. It allowed him to shatter the NFL postseason 
records and establish new marks with 30 catches, 456 yards, and 7 receiving TDs.

After Arizona won the opening toss and chose to defer, Pittsburgh marched downfield 
and Ben Roethlisberger appeared to score a 1-yard TD on a 3rd down scramble. However, 
when the Cards successfully challenged the spot, the Steelers came away with just a FG. 
After a holding penalty killed the ensuing AZ drive, the Steelers went 79 yards in 11 plays 
and took a 10-0 lead on a 1-yard Gary Russell run. On the next series a 45-yard catch-and-
run by WR Anquan Boldin took it to the 1 and Warner hit TE Ben Patrick with a TD pass 
from there. The teams then traded punts but just before the 2:00 warning, Roethlisberger’s 
pass was tipped at the line by DT Bryan Robinson and INT’d at the Steeler 34 by LB Karlos 
Dansby. With 0:18 left the Cards had advanced to the 1 and used their final timeout. What 
followed was the game’s pivotal play. Warner’s quick slant to Boldin was picked at the 
goal-line by LB James Harrison, who rumbled 100 yards down the right sideline as the half 
expired. After replay confirmation, the dramatic turn of events had put Pittsburgh up 17-7.

Arizona’s opening drive of the 2nd half appeared to end on a Warner fumble but 
another AZ challenge again reversed the initial call and the drive instead ended on a punt. 
Pittsburgh then consumed most of the 3rd quarter with a long drive that was aided by 
several flags from referee Terry McAulay’s crew. The 16-play drive ultimately ended in a FG 
that made it 20-7. With 11:30 to go, the Cards took over at their own 13 and went to the no 
huddle. The drive consisted entirely of 8 Warner completions for 87 yards and ended on 
a 1-yard Fitzgerald TD grab. After again trading punts, the Steelers took over at their own 
1 and on the 2nd play, a holding call in the end zone resulted in a safety that trimmed the 
Pittsburgh lead to 20-16. Following the free kick, the Cards took over at their own 36 with 
2:53 to go. After an incompletion, Warner hit Fitzgerald at midfield and the WR raced down 
the middle of the field with the go-ahead TD that covered 64 yards in all. The lead would 
be short-lived. Pittsburgh took over at its own 22 with 2:30 left and a holding penalty on 1st 
down backed them up to the 12. Two first downs moved them near midfield and a 40-yard 
completion to game MVP Santonio Holmes took it to the 6. Two plays later, Holmes came 
down among 3 defenders and tip-toed the sideline with the winning TD on a play that was 
upheld by replay. A last-chance Cardinal drive reached the Steeler 44 with 0:15 left but then 
Warner was ruled to have fumbled before passing and the Steelers recovered. The game 
ended without McAulay looking at the play.

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It was the highest-scoring playoff game in NFL history and certainly among the great-
est ever. The Cards and Packers combined for 96 points, 13 touchdowns and over 1,000 
total yards. While the offenses were explosive, it was the AZ defense that came up with 
the game-winning score on the first series of OT when CB Michael Adams sacked Aaron 
Rodgers; LB Karlos Dansby snatched the ball midair and returned it for a TD. It was one 
of three huge defensive plays by Dansby. Against the NFL’s #2 defense, The Cards jumped 
out to a 17-0 early lead and led 31-17 early in the 3rd quarter. Green Bay then stormed 
back behind an inspired effort from Rodgers, tying the game at 38 and again at 45. But 
while the Packer QB was incredibly good, Arizona’s Kurt Warner was even better and 
cemented his place among the league’s greatest postseason passers. He threw for 379 
yards and amazingly had more TD passes (5) than incompletions (4). Starting in place of 
Anquan Boldin (ankle), Steve Breaston had 7 catches for 125 yards and a TD while #3 WR 
Early Doucet was 6-77-2TDs.

Green Bay entered the game with an NFL-best +24 turnover ratio but the Cards con-
verted two early Packer miscues. On the game’s first snap, Dansby deflected a Rodgers 
pass that Dominique Rodgers-Cromartie INT’d. After Tim Hightower turned it into a TD, 
Dansby ended the next GB drive with a forced fumble of Donald Driver that Alan Branch 
recovered. Doucet cashed in on that takeaway with the first of his 2 TD passes that helped 
the Cards build a 24-10 lead. A Warner-to-Fitzgerald TD on the opening drive of the 2nd half 
made it 31-10 but the Pack scored quickly with two Rodgers TD passes and a successful 
on-side kick in between. A 42-yard Beanie Wells run led to another Fitzgerald TD catch but 
the Pack answered with a Rodgers scoring pass to James Jones that capped 5 straight TD 
drives to open the 2nd half. After Arizona’s only punt of the day, GB tied it at 38 on a 1-yard 
run by FB John Kuhn early in the 4th. Warner responded with an 80-yard drive and put the 
Cards back ahead with a TD pass to Breaston. With 1:52 left though the Pack tied it again 
on Rodgers’ 11-yard TD to Spencer Havner. At the end of regulation, Warner marched the 
Cards into position to win but Neil Rackers was wide left on a 34-yard FG attempt in the 
closing seconds. GB won the toss and got the ball first in OT. On the first snap, Rodgers 
had Greg Jennings open down the middle but overthrew him. Shortly thereafter, they had a 
3rd-n-6 play at their own 24 when Adams and Dansby combined on the game-winning play.

Six days after out-dueling the Packers in an explosive Wild Card game, the 
Cardinals saw their season end in New Orleans against the #1 seeded Saints. RB 
Tim Hightower raced 70 yards for a TD on the game’s first play from scrimmage 
but after that the Cards faced an uphill battle most of the day. The Saints scored 
TDs on 5 of their first 6 offensive drives, twice capitalizing on AZ turnovers that 
gave them short fields. They also took advantage of a depleted Arizona defense 
that began the game without starting MLB Gerald Hayes (ankle) and in the first 
quarter lost two more starters – CB Dominique Rodgers-Cromartie (knee) and 
FS Antrel Rolle (head). 

After Hightower’s TD run gave the Cards the early lead, the Saints responded 
with a 10-play, 70-yard drive that ended with Lydell Hamilton’s 1-yard run. On the 
next snap, Kurt Warner hit Jerheme Urban on a 28-yard pass down the middle 
but Urban fumbled it over to the Saints at the AZ37. Drew Brees made the Cards 
pay 4 plays later when he connected with Jeremy Shockey on a 17-yard scoring 
pass. The next N.O. drive saw the Cards lose Rolle & Rogers-Cromartie and it 
ended when Reggie Bush reversed field on a 46-yard TD run that made it 21-7. 
Arizona then made it a one-score game when Warner led a 9-play, 80-yard drive 
and Beanie Wells scored from 4 yards out. However, the Saints kept their foot on 
the accelerator. One play after a 26-yard completion to Marques Colston, Brees 
connected on a 44-yard flea-flicker to Devery Henderson that made it 28-14. 
On the 2nd play of the ensuing AZ drive, Warner was INT’d by DE Will Smith 
at the line of scrimmage and then leveled on the return by a clean block from 
DE Bobby McCray. When Warner headed to the locker room to have his chest 
examined, Matt Leinart led the Cards into position for a FG but Neil Rackers 
missed from 51 yards out as the first half expired. 

Warner returned to start the 2nd half but the Cards were never able to cut into 
the Saints lead. A 43-yard Garrett Hartley FG made it 38-14 and later in the 3rd, 
Bush’s 83-yard punt return TD provided the final dagger.

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The Cardinals finished the regular season 11-5, earning a Wild Card spot and 
trip to Carolina to take on the Panthers who captured the NFC South title by win-
ning their last 4 games and finishing 7-8-1.  Arizona had dealt with tremendous 
adversity all season, losing more than 20 players for more than 100 combined 
games due to injury and coming from behind in 9 of its 11 victories. But while 
they clawed back from a 10-point deficit to lead at halftime, this time they could 
not hold on. Arizona started its 3rd straight game with #3 QB Ryan Lindley (after 
injuries to both Carson Palmer & Drew Stanton) but had its hands full in both the 
run and pass games where they finished with just 27 and 51 net yards, respectively. 

The Panthers jumped out to a 10-0 lead after they took advantage of outstanding 
field position on their first two series that resulted from a pair of AZ three-n-outs 
and short punts. The first drive started at the Carolina 48 and led to a 47-yard 
Graham Gano FG. The Panthers started their second drive at their own 43 and 8 
plays later Jonathan Stewart scored on a 13-yard spinning run off the right side. 
Trailing by 10, the Cards were forced to punt on the next series but caught a break 
when returner Brenton Bersin mishandled it and Justin Bethel recovered at the 
Carolina 30. A 14-yard Larry Fitzgerald completion on 3rd-n-10 moved it to the 1 
and led to Lindley’s 1-yard TD pass to TE Darren Fells. It remained 10-7 after Gano 
missed a 43-yard FG try on the next series. Two drives later, the Panthers advanced 
to the AZ37 where they faced a 3rd-n-13. CB Antonio Cromartie picked off Cam 
Newton and returned the INT 50 yards to the AZ17 with 5 minutes left in the 1st 
half. Four plays later, RB Marion Grice scored from a yard out to put Arizona up 
14-10 with 2:50 remaining in the 1st half. It was enough time for Carolina to move 
59 yards in 9 plays and Gano’s 39-yard FG made it a 1-point game at intermission.

On Arizona’s first drive of the 2nd half, WR Michael Floyd appeared to have been 
interfered with on a 3rd down pass down the left sideline but it went unflagged 
and the Cards went 3-n-out. A short punt gave Carolina possession at the AZ39 
to start their 2nd drive of the 3rd quarter. On the next snap, RB Fozzy Whittaker 
caught a short screen from Newton and took it 39 yards for a TD. It went from 
bad to worse on the ensuing kickoff when Ted Ginn fumbled inside the 10 and 
the Panthers recovered at the AZ3. The defense appeared to hold Carolina to a 
FG when Newton’s 3rd-n-goal pass to TE Greg Olsen fell incomplete but SJ Boris 
Cheek questionably flagged Tony Jefferson for pass interference. On the next play 
Newton hit RB Mike Tolbert in the flat for a score; the 2 TDs in a 92 second span 
made it 27-14 Panthers. With 12 minutes to play LB Sam Acho hit Newton as he 
was passing and Rashad Johnson returned the empty-hand fumble to the AZ8. On 
the next play Lindley’s pass intended for Fitzgerald was INT’d by LB Luke Kuechley 
at the 5. The game’s only other points came in the closing seconds when punter 
Brad Nortman took an intentional safety by running out of the end zone.

Meeting in the Divisional Playoff round, the Cards and Pack turned in one for the 
ages. The wild game featured 23 total points in the first 56:15 and then 23 more 
in the final 4:49. It saw the Cards come back from a 4th quarter deficit to lead late 
before the Packers completed a 41-yard Hail Mary as time expired to force over-
time. But in the end, as it so often does, the game was decided by all-pro WR Larry 
Fitzgerald who cemented his place among the game’s greatest postseason play-
ers. He caught 8 passes for a club playoff record 176 yards and a TD. His biggest 
plays came when AZ needed it most, including a 75-yard catch-n-run on the 1st 
play of OT after Aaron Rodgers had delivered a gut punch at the end of regulation.

The Cardinals struck first when Michael Floyd’s toe-tapping catch of a Carson 
Palmer pass in the back of the end zone gave them a 7-0 lead. A 100-yard INT 
return TD by CB Patrick Peterson would have given the Cards a 14-0 lead but it 
was negated by penalty. Green Bay would then dominate possession thanks to 
back-to-back 17-play drives that consumed more than 15 minutes in total. However, 
each ended in FGs rather than TDs and AZ led 7-6 at intermission.

The teams then opened the 3rd quarter by trading interceptions. First S Rashad 
Johnson picked off Rodgers but 3 plays later Ha Ha Clinton-Dix returned the favor 
with one off Palmer. RB Eddie Lacy then reeled off consecutive runs of 14 & 61 
yards that set-up an 8-yard TD pass to WR Jeff Janis. With the Pack leading 13-7, 
AZ marched to the GB10 but had to settle for a 28-yard Chandler Catanzaro FG 
that cut it to 3. The next Cards drive also reached the 10 but Palmer’s pass to John 
Brown in the end zone was picked by CB Damarious Randall. After another Pack 
punt, the Cards took over at their own 20 down 3 with 10:53 to go. In 13 plays they 
reached the GB9 when Palmer’s pass into the end zone was deflected by Randall 
but ricocheted to Floyd for a TD. After the Packers turned it over on downs on 4 
passes, AZ took over at the GB24 with 2:38 to go. Catanzaro’s subsequent 36-yard 
FG made it 20-13 with 1:55 to play. Needing a TD to tie it, GB faced a 4th-n-20 
from its own 4 when Rodgers completed a 60-yard deep ball to Janis that took 
it to the AZ36 with :21 left. Three plays later they faced a 2nd-n-15 from the AZ41 
and time for one heave into the end zone. GB’s prayers were answered when Janis 
came down with Rodgers’ pass in the end zone with no time on the clock and the 
stadium stunned. The crazy ending got crazier when referee Clete Blakeman had 
to re-do the OT coin toss because it didn’t flip on his first try. AZ ultimately won 
it and started the extra period at its own 20. On the first snap, Palmer spun away 
from pressure before firing across the field to a wide open Fitzgerald. The veteran 
WR proceeded to weave his way all the way to the GB 5 on a 75-yard gain. Two 
plays later, a shovel pass to Fitz ended it.

Back in the postseason for the first time since 2015, the 11-6 Cardinals earned a Wild 
Card berth and traveled to Los Angeles to take on the division champion Rams (12-5). The 
teams split the regular season series with the road team winning each and were now fac-
ing off in the NFL’s first-ever Monday night Wild Card contest. Arizona entered the game 
bolstered by its historic road success in 2021 (8-1 during the regular season) as well as 
by team captain DL J.J. Watt, whose inspiring comeback saw him return to action follow-
ing a devastating shoulder injury that kept him out of the final 10 regular season games. 

Unlike the regular season, however, this Rams-Cards match-up was dominated by 
the home team. LA’s defense forced 3-n-outs on the first 4 Arizona possessions and in 
that time its offense found the end zone twice. A defensive score made it 21-0 midway 
through the 2nd and the Rams ultimately advanced on the strength of a 34-11 victory. 

On its second drive of the night, LA produced the game’s first points after a 10-play, 
52-yard drive that ended on a 4-yard TD pass from Matthew Stafford to WR Odell 
Beckham Jr. The Rams stretched their lead to 14-0 on their next possession and it was 
another Stafford-to-Beckham connection that set up the TD. Facing a 3rd-n-2 at the 
AZ 33, Stafford hit Beckham for a 31-yard gain down the left sideline to the AZ 2. Two 
snaps later Stafford scored on a QB sneak. On the next Rams possession, Arizona’s 
defense forced a punt that was downed at the AZ 1. A play later, it appeared the Cards 
had their first big gain of the evening when QB Kyler Murray threw a 22-yard strike 
to WR A.J. Green down the right sideline. However, following a lengthy review the 
play was ruled an incompletion, a reversal that proved costly. On the very next play 
Murray was under heavy pressure in his own EZ and flipped an underhand pass that 
CB David Long grabbed at the AZ 3 and took to the end zone to give the Rams a 21-0 
lead that they took into intermission,

On the opening possession of the 3rd quarter, the Rams drove 75 yards on 8 plays, 
converting a pair of 3rd down attempts before Stafford connected with WR Cooper 
Kupp on a 7-yard TD to give LA a 28-0 lead. AZ’s best drive of the evening came 
on the next possession, as Murray went 5-for-5 passing while directing a 12-play, 
75-yard drive. After converting on 4th-n-4 from the AZ 44 with a 7-yard run, Murray 
hit WR Christian Kirk for a 23-yard gain to LA 14. Following a Rams penalty, RB James 
Conner ran it in from 2 yards out and Murray connected with WR Antoine Wesley 
on the 2-point try to make it 28-8 late in the 3rd quarter. But that was a close as the 
Cardinals would get. The Rams answered by going 50 yards in 7 plays, setting up a 
37-yard FG by Matt Gay. Down 31-8, AZ looked poised for another TD when Murray 
connected with Kirk for a 16-yard play to the LAR 11 on 4th-n-10 but a holding penalty 
wiped out the gain. K Matt Prater then kicked a 55-yard FG – the longest in franchise 
postseason history – to make it 31-11 with just over 10 minutes remaining. LA was able 
to put the game away on its next possession, eating 5:52 off the clock with a 9-play 
drive that provided the game’s final points on Gay’s 46-yard FG.

The NFC Championship Game featured the conference’s top 2 seeds and 
league’s top 2 offenses as the Cards (13-3) & Panthers (15-1) met in Charlotte with 
the dream of playing in Super Bowl 50. The dream quickly turned into a nightmare 
for Arizona. The Panthers scored on their first 3 offensive drives of each half and 
led 17-0 after one quarter, 24-7 at the half and ultimately won 49-15. They forced 7 
Cardinal turnovers (4 INTs/3 fumbles) including 3 very costly ones late in the 2nd 
quarter when the Cards had a chance to re-claim momentum. It marked the 2nd 
straight year the Cards’ season ended in Carolina and the loss denied Arizona the 
chance to advance to its 2nd Super Bowl in franchise history.

After a 45-yard Graham Gano FG put Carolina up 3-0, the next Panther drive 
started at the AZ49 thanks to a 32-yard Ted Ginn punt return. Five plays later, 
Ginn scored from 22 yards out on a reverse to make it 10-0. Arizona’s 3rd straight 
drive ended in a punt but the defense had a chance to send the Panthers 3-n-out 
with a stop on 3rd-n-8 from the CAR14 . However, Newton hit Corey Brown with a 
26-yard pass to the 40 and the WR broke one tackle to take it the rest of the way 
for an 86-yard score. Down 17-0 the Cards advanced to the CAR37. On 3rd-n-10, 
Carson Palmer was sacked by DT Kawann Short forcing a fumble that the Panthers 
recovered. After the AZ defense forced a 3-n-out, the Cards took over at their own 
21 with 11:47 to play in the half. They would move 79 yards in 10 plays and David 
Johnson’s 1-yard TD run made it 17-7. AZ then held Carolina without a 1st down and 
the ensuing punt was short. But as Patrick Peterson raced to catch the errant kick, 
he couldn’t hold onto it and the Panthers recovered at the AZ46. Consecutive runs 
of 17 and 23 by RB Jonathan Stewart took it to the one and on 3rd-n-goal from there 
Newton was able to break the plane for a TD. On the next snap, Palmer’s arm was 
hit by DE Charles Johnson forcing a fumble the Panthers recovered at the AZ31. Two 
plays later, though, Peterson INT’d Newton and returned it 72 yards to the 22 with 
:56 left. But on the very next play, Palmer’s pass into the end zone was picked off by 
S Kurt Coleman allowing the Panthers to take a 24-7 lead into halftime. 

Things got no better in the 2nd half for the Cards as another Gano FG and an 
11-yard Newton run upped the lead to 34-7. Early in the 4th, Palmer’s 21-yard TD 
pass to TE Darren Fells and a successful 2-point conversion made it 34-15 with 
14:16 remaining. However, the next 3 AZ drives would end in INTs, one of which was 
returned 22 yards for a TD by LB Luke Kuechly that provided the game’s final points.

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HISTORY



The Cardinals were 
founded in 1898 and in 1920 
became a charter member 
of the National Football 
League, then known as 
the American Professional 
Football Association. The 
club holds the distinction 
of being the United States’ 
oldest professional football 
franchise still in existence.

THE EARLY DAYS
The team boasts a color-

ful history. Fans have known 
the club as the Arizona 
Cardinals, Phoenix Cardinals, 
St. Louis Cardinals, Chicago 
Cardinals, Racine Cardinals, 
the Normals, and the Morgan 
Athletic Club.

The franchise began as 
a neighborhood group that 
gathered to play football in 
a predominantly Irish area of 
Chicago’s South Side, play-
ing under the name Morgan 
Athletic Club. The team 
later was acquired by Chris 
O’Brien, a painting and deco-
rating contractor, and soon its playing site changed 
to nearby Normal Field, prompting the new name 
Normals.

In 1901, the team gained longstanding identifi-
cation when O’Brien bought used jerseys from the 
nearby University of Chicago. The jerseys were 
faded maroon in color, prompting O’Brien to declare, 
“That’s not maroon, it’s Cardinal red!” The club’s 
permanent nickname had been born.

The jersey color and the 
location of the field (61st and 
Racine) led to a new and 
obvious name, the Racine 
Cardinals.

In Chicago at the time, 
football competition was 
exclusively amateur, but 
opposition became increas-
ingly hard to find, so in 1906, 
the team disbanded.

In 1913, O’Brien reorga-
nized the Cardinals. By 1917 
they were able to buy new 
uniforms and hire a coach, 
Marshall Smith. That year 
they lost only two games 
and were champions of the 
Chicago Football League.

The war in Europe and a 
flu epidemic in the United 
States forced the team to 
suspend operations again 
in 1918. Following Armistice 
Day that officially ended 
World War I in November of 
1918, O’Brien organized the 
Cardinals for a third time. 
From that day forward, the 
Cardinals have been a per-

manent part of the professional football landscape 
in America.

The Cardinals and Chicago Bears are the only two 
of the 11 charter members of the NFL still in existence. 
The Bears were originally based in Decatur, IL and 
known as the Decatur Staleys (after their sponsor, the 
Staley Starch Company). The team moved to Chicago 
in 1921 and was known as the Chicago Staleys for 
a year before becoming the Chicago Bears in 1922.

Early owner Chris O’Brien organized the 
Cardinals for a third time following World 
War I.

The colorful history of the Cardinals, a charter member of the National Football League and the 
oldest continuously run professional football franchise in the nation, began humbly in 1898 as 
a neighborhood group that gathered to play football as the Morgan Athletic Club in Chicago’s 
South Side.

FRANCHISE HISTORY
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The 1947 Cardinals captured the Western 
Division title and took the NFL championship in 
a season that was bittersweet for the organiza-
tion. Owner Charles Bidwill had been the club’s 
leader since taking over as owner in 1933 and 
helped shepherd the NFL through “The Great 
Depression.” However, his death in April of ‘47 
deprived him of witnessing the club’s first NFL 
crown in 22 years.

Still, Bidwill earned credit for fitting the 
final crucial piece into place to complete the 

Cardinals’ famed “Million-Dollar Backfield.” It 
was his unprecedented signing of University 
of Georgia All-America running back Charley 
Trippi for a then-unheard of $100,000 that finally 
put the Cardinals over the top.

Several key Cardinals were already in place 
for the championship run. In 1945, the organiza-
tion drafted Paul Christman, a talented passer 
from Missouri, before adding Wisconsin fullback 
Pat Harder, Elmer Angsman of Notre Dame, and 
end/defensive back Mal Kutner from Texas in ’46. 

POST WORLD WAR I
Shortly after the Cardinals joined the American 

Professional Football League in 1920 for the $100 
franchise fee, O’Brien lured great halfback John 
“Paddy” Driscoll to the Cardinals for $3,000 a year, a 
sum considered outlandish at the time. But Driscoll 
was an authentic superstar, a superior runner, 
blocker, punter, and possibly the finest drop kicker 
in the history of football. He would coach the team 
from 1921–22.

One of Driscoll’s young running backs was Ralph 
Horween, a former star at Harvard, who played 
under the assumed name of B. McMahon. A Cardinal 
from 1921–22, Horween scored two rushing touch-
downs during his three-year career in the days of 
leather helmets without face masks, numberless 
sweater jerseys, and $40 paychecks.

In 1922, a team from Racine, WI joined the NFL, 
prompting the Cardinals to change their name to 
the Chicago Cardinals. The same year, the Cardinals 
also moved into their new home in Comiskey Park, 
which they would share with baseball’s White Sox 
for 37 years.

Under new Head Coach Norman Barry, the 
Cardinals outdistanced a field of 20 teams to win 
their first NFL Championship in 1925 by virtue of the 
league’s best record (the NFL did not begin postsea-
son play until 1933).

A Chicago physician, Dr. David Jones, purchased 
the team in 1929. In his first year of ownership, he 
coaxed legendary running back Ernie Nevers out of 
retirement to become player-coach. Still in his prime, 
the 26-year-old Nevers scored an NFL-record 40 
points on six touchdowns and four extra points in an 
historic 40–6 victory over the cross-town Chicago 
Bears on Thanksgiving Day, 1929.

After guiding the Cardinals to a 16–14–3 com-
bined record in three seasons, the legendary Nevers 
retired as both coach and player in 1932.

Nevers’ departure also marked the arrival of a new 
club owner. Charles W. Bidwill, Sr., a vice president of 
the Bears, purchased the Cardinals in 1932 for Jones’ 
asking price of $50,000. After Bidwill divested himself 
of his Bears’ holdings, the franchise began a period of 
family ownership that continues to this day.

The team sorely missed Nevers’ magic on the 
field and the Cardinals endured difficult years in 

the 1930s and early ’40s. World War II hit the team 
heavily. The Cardinals lost their top passer, receiver, 
and lineman—Johnny Clement, Billy Dewell, and Joe 
Kuharich, respectively—to military service. In 1944 
as a war-time emergency measure, the Cardinals 
combined with the Pittsburgh Steelers to play as 
one team. It was called Card-Pitt. Co-coached by 
the Cardinals’ Phil Handler and the Steelers’ Walt 
Kiesling, a former Cardinal guard, the team split its 
home  games between Comiskey Park and Forbes 
Field in Pittsburgh, failing to win an outing in 10 tries. 

Success finally returned following the war. In 
1945, the arrival of University of Missouri quarter-
back Paul Christman trumpeted the team’s conver-
sion to the “T” formation. Fullback Pat Harder and 
halfback Elmer Angsman were added in 1946.

Cardinals owner Charles W. Bidwill, Sr. is a 
member of the Pro Football Hall of Fame.

THE 1947 CHAMPIONSHIP TEAM
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Another great end, Bill Dewell, had returned 
from military service for the ’45 season. The sta-
ple of Jimmy Conzelman’s ensemble was a relic 
from the late ’30s, versatile Marshall “Biggie” 
Goldberg, an intuitive defensive back who was 
the first real free safety in pro football. Also 
a running back, Goldberg had enjoyed many 
productive days offensively, too, but they were 
mostly behind him when Conzelman began his 
second reign as the Cards’ head man in ’46. 

Chicago started quickly in 1947 by winning 
its first three outings, including a 31–7 trouncing 
of the hated crosstown rival Bears. In week 
four, the Cardinals headed to Los Angeles and 
incurred their first loss of the season. Afterward, 
they tragically lost rookie punter Jeff Burkett 
who missed the game and the flight back to 
Chicago because of an emergency appendec-
tomy. After several days recuperating, the United 
Airlines DC-6 taking him home crashed in Bryce 
Canyon, UT, killing the young star, who was the 
NFL’s leading punter at the time.

Under that pall, the Cardinals climbed to 7–3 
but were in the throes of a two-game losing 
streak heading to Philadelphia on December 7 
for a critical game against the Eagles. Trailing 
7–3 at the half, Chicago exploded for six sec-
ond-half touchdowns, including two by Trippi, 
and held the powerful Steve Van Buren to just 44 
yards rushing to grab a crucial 45–21 road win.

The victory deadlocked the Cards with the 
Bears and set-up a showdown in the regular 
season finale the following Sunday at hostile 
Wrigley Field. 

The biggest play of the game came on the 
first snap. Conzelman designed a pass play that 
would isolate Bears’ linebacker Mike Holovak 
one-on-one with speedster Boris “Babe” 

Dimancheff. Because his wife was expecting, 
Dimancheff missed the entire week of practice. 
Despite never running it in advance, the play 
worked to perfection as Dimancheff raced down 
the center of the field and caught Christman’s 
perfect pass in stride for a touchdown. The 
Cardinals also intercepted four passes off leg-
endary Bears quarterback Sid Luckman, con-
verting two into touchdowns en route to a 
30–21 win. The Western Division crown now in 
hand, the Cardinals prepared to play host to 
the league championship game a fortnight later 
(12/28/47) against Eastern Division powerhouse 
Philadelphia. 

At a bitterly cold Comiskey Park, pre-kickoff 
controversy raged when it was discovered the 
Eagles attempted to get better footing on the 
concrete-like playing surface by sharpening 
and filing their cleats. A succession of penalties 
opened the game, infuriating Philadelphia Head 
Coach Earle “Greasy” Neale. Meanwhile, the 
Cardinals quietly had slipped into tennis shoes 
for the frigid affair.

The game was defined by Chicago’s 
quick-openers, producing three long scor-
ing runs from scrimmage—two 70-yarders by 
Angsman and a 44-yarder by Trippi. In the third 
quarter, Trippi returned a punt 75 yards for 
a touchdown. Angsman’s thrilling fourth-quar-
ter duplication of his second-period 70-yard 
touchdown strike enabled him to break the 
NFL championship Game record for rushing 
yards with 159. But Philadelphia fought evenly 
throughout with quarterback Tommy Thompson 
setting two playoff records on 27-of-44 passing 
for 297 yards. The Cardinals’ 28–21 victory, how-
ever, wasn’t secured until Goldberg’s late-game  
interception.

The 1947 Cardinals won the NFL Championship with a 10-3 overall record. They defeated the 
Philadelphia Eagles 28-21 at Chicago’s Comiskey Park in the NFL’s 15th title contest.
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ON TO ST. LOUIS
Following her husband’s passing in April of 1947, 

Violet Bidwill assumed control of the franchise for 
the next 15 years, a span that included a second 
consecutive Western Division championship, an 
appearance in the 1948 NFL championship game, a 
7–0 loss at Philadelphia, and the transfer of the team 
from Chicago to St. Louis in 1960.

Upon Mrs. Bidwill’s death in January of 1962, 
team control moved to sons Charles W. Bidwill, Jr. 
and William V. Bidwill. In 1972, the latter and his 
family gained sole ownership with William becom-
ing managing general partner. On July 1, 1976, 
incorporation of the company was accomplished 
with Bidwill continuing as chief executive officer. 

After 14 years in the city, the Cardinals 
brought their first division title to St. Louis in 
1974. The Big Red captured the NFC Eastern 
Division flag under Head Coach Don Coryell 
and advanced to the playoffs with a 10–4 reg-
ular season record. The Cardinals lost to the 
Minnesota Vikings, 30–14, in their first playoff 
appearance since 1948. Again in 1975, Coryell 
provided St. Louis a division crown, but another 
playoff loss, this time to the Rams in Los Angeles, 
35-23, ended the Cards’ postseason dream in their  
first outing.

The Cardinals next appeared in the playoffs 
in 1982 when Head Coach Jim Hanifan’s club 

lost a first-round game at Green Bay, 41–16.  In 
1984, an offensively explosive St. Louis team nar-
rowly missed the playoffs—and the NFC Eastern 
Division title—with a 9–7 record. However, the 
Cardinals stumbled to a 5–11 mark in 1985, prompt-
ing Hanifan’s dismissal and the hiring of long-time 
Dallas Cowboy assistant Gene Stallings as the 
team’s new head coach.

ARIZONA
After 28 years in St. Louis, the Cardinals relo-

cated to Arizona in the spring of 1988 and made 
Sun Devil Stadium on the campus of Arizona State 
University their new home.

Their first season in the Valley of the Sun began 
optimistically when the team raced to a 7–4 record 
and a share of the NFC Eastern Division lead. But 
untimely injuries struck, and a five-game losing 
streak ensued to finish the year, dashing hopes of 
the club’s first postseason berth since 1982.

The Cardinals’ new home provided club sin-
gle-game (67,139 vs. Dallas in the Arizona inaugural 
game) and single-season (472,937) attendance 
records (since broken) in the team’s first autumn 
in Arizona. All the Cardinals’ franchise attendance 
records have been established since moving to the 
desert. The record-setting inaugural season atten-
dance total was eclipsed in 1994 when 497,330 
fans, or 62,166 per game, spun the Sun Devil 
Stadium turnstiles. All of those attendance marks, 
however, have been eclipsed since the team moved 
into State Farm Stadium. 

On March 17, 1994, Bidwill announced his inten-
tion to change the name of the team to the Arizona 
Cardinals, and it was adopted unanimously by vote 
of NFL owners the following week. 

The 1995 season marked another milestone 
when the Cardinals served as host team for Super 
Bowl XXX at Sun Devil Stadium on January 28, 1996. 

The 1998 Arizona squad ended the franchise’s 
15-year playoff drought. Under Head Coach Vince 
Tobin and led by former ASU quarterback Jake 
Plummer, the ’98 Cardinals earned a Wild Card 
berth by winning their last three games in dramatic 
fashion and each by a field goal or less – a 20-17 
overtime win at Philadelphia, a 19-17 home win vs. 
New Orleans, and a playoff-clinching 16-13 home 
win over San Diego. The final game ended when 
Chris Jacke nailed a 52-yard field goal as time 
expired to win the game before a sold-out crowd 
at Sun Devil Stadium. The next week saw the 
team notch its first postseason victory since 
1947 with a 20–7 win over the Cowboys at Texas 
Stadium. The thrilling ride ended with a 41-21 
loss at Minnesota in the divisional playoffs the 
next week. 

The 2000 season proved pivotal to the 
Cardinals’ franchise. On Election Day, November 
7, 2000, voters in Maricopa County passed 
Proposition 302, the Tourism and Sports 
Initiative, to help fund a new stadium for the 
Cardinals, Fiesta Bowl, and future Super Bowls, 

Marshall Goldberg sealed the 1947 championship 
game victory with a fourth quarter interception.
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in addition to providing revenue for Cactus 
League spring training baseball, tourism, and 
youth recreation. The 454,785 “yes” votes spelled 
a plurality of 33,123 votes (51.89 percent). 

The attention of the sports world and beyond 
turned to Arizona safety Pat Tillman in 2002 
when he quietly and nobly walked away from 
a lucrative career in pro football to enlist in the 
Army. Moved to action by the events of 9/11, 
Tillman joined the elite Army Rangers and, 
in April of 2004, was killed while serving in 
Afghanistan. His jersey number 40 became the 
fifth in team history to be retired. 

In 2005, the Cardinals made NFL history 
by participating in the NFL’s first-ever regular 
season game played outside the United States. 
On October 2, the Cards defeated the 49ers 
31-14 before a crowd of 103,467 in Mexico City’s 
Estadio Azteca, at the time the largest crowd 
ever to see an NFL regular season game. 

The 2006 season marked the team’s 
first at State Farm Stadium, recognized by 
BusinessWeek as one of the 10 most impressive 
sports facilities in the world. Since then, the 
world-class venue has attracted record crowds 
for the franchise and has allowed the team to 
sell out 144 games at the venue. On February 
3, 2008, the stadium hosted Super Bowl XLII 
between the New York Giants and the New 
England Patriots.

The 2008 Cardinals turned in perhaps the 
most memorable season in franchise history, 
one that ended with the team’s first-ever 
Super Bowl appearance. Arizona qualified for 
the postseason by clinching its first division 
title since 1975 and first-ever NFC West crown 
with a perfect 6-0 divisional record. As the 
division champs, the Cardinals hosted their 
first playoff game since 1947 and defeated 
Atlanta 30-24 in the Wild Card round. Arizona 
then traveled to Carolina where they faced 

the heavily favored Panthers but came away 
with a stunning 33-13 victory. The Cards 
returned home the following week to host the 
Philadelphia Eagles in the NFC Championship 
game and won their first-ever NFC title by 
defeating the Eagles 32-25. The victory also 
secured a date with Pittsburgh in Super Bowl 
XLIII from Tampa. Before what was then the 
largest audience in US television history, the 
Cardinals fell to the Steelers, 27-23. Down 20-7 
entering the fourth quarter, Arizona made the 
biggest comeback in Super Bowl history, with 
a 64-yard touchdown pass from Kurt Warner 
to Larry Fitzgerald, giving the Cards a 23-20 
lead with under 3:00 remaining. Pittsburgh 
responded with a 78-yard drive that ended 
with Santonio Holmes’ tip-toe touchdown 
reception and the game’s deciding score in 
one of the most exciting Super Bowls ever 
played.

An exciting chapter in franchise history 
began in January of 2013 when team President 
Michael Bidwill hired GM Steve Keim and Head 
Coach Bruce Arians nine days apart. Under the 
leadership of Bidwill, Keim and Arians, Arizona 
posted a 50-32-1 record, including postseason, 
which represents the most wins during any 
five-year span in franchise history. On January 
1, 2018, Arians retired as the winningest head 
coach in club history. The 2015 season was a 
banner year for the organization as the team 
won the NFC West, set a franchise record for 
wins in the regular season (13) and earned the 
first postseason bye in team history. 

A significant era in franchise history came to 
a close in 2019 when owner William V. Bidwill 
passed away in October, at the age of 88. His 
passing brought to an end a life-long associ-
ation with the franchise, one that began as a 
ball boy in his hometown of Chicago and which 
spanned eight different decades.

The Cardinals made their first-ever Super Bowl appearance when they met the Pittsburgh Steelers in Super 
Bowl XLIII.

16th season with his franchise-record 250th career 
game in the season finale, becoming the 13th NFL 
player and first WR to play at 250 games with one 
team … Kyler Murray earned Associated Press NFL 
Offensive Rookie of the Year, Pro Bowl alternate

In a season defined by a COVID-19 pandemic 
that changed the sports landscape throughout the 
world, the Cardinals showed yet more growth under

and 11 in 2021 … Cardinals started season with a 7-0

total in team history … Zach Ertz, despite playing 
just 11 games in Arizona after being acquired in an

Schoenfeld worked in Tulsa and Dallas before coming to Arizona and spent the last 
few months of his life covering the NFL for CBS SportsLine. A tough, but fair, reporter 
and an eloquent writer, he was president of the Pro Football Writers Association from 
1997-99, and his untimely death stunned the league.

Steve was a loving family man as well. He was devoted to his 
wife, Robin, and was a loving son, brother and uncle. He cared 
deeply about his friends, and he seemed to have thousands of 
them.

Somers, “Steve never met a stranger. He not only knew everyone, 
he had phone numbers for them, too – and didn’t hesitate to call 
them.

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MISCELLANEOUS



State Farm Stadium is a prime 
example of sophisticated engi-
neering, technology, and design. 
Regarded as one of the finest 
venues in sports, it features both 
a retractable roof and retract-
able natural grass playing field, 
setting an industry standard for 
design excellence and providing 
the ultimate in fan comfort. The 
field allows flexibility to transform 
State Farm Stadium from a foot-
ball-ready field to an unrestricted 
stadium floor in just over an hour 
at the push of a button.

Opened in 2006, the stadium was designed to 
host Super Bowls, blockbuster concerts, NCAA 
tournaments, and numerous other entertainment 
events and activities. The world-class venue at-
tracts sellout crowds for the franchise while also 
serving as the site of three of the most-watched 
Super Bowls in history - Super Bowl XLII between 
the New York Giants and the New England Pa-
triots, Super Bowl XLIX between the Patriots and 
Seattle Seahawks and Super Bowl LVII between 
the Kansas City Chiefs and Philadelphia Eagles. 
In 2019, the stadium experienced its largest crowd 
to date when 77,653 fans attended the Garth 
Brooks concert and in 2023 the venue served as 
the kickoff for Taylor Swift’s wildly successful Eras 
Tour. State Farm Stadium also plays host to the an-
nual Fiesta Bowl and has hosted the BCS National 
Championship game twice.

On February 12, 2023 State Farm Stadium 
hosted its third Super Bowl when a record 115.1 
million viewers watched the Kansas City Chiefs 
defeat the Philadelphia Eagles 38-35 in Super 
Bowl LVII. The thrilling contest was decided by a 
Chiefs field goal with just eight seconds remain-
ing in regulation.

In July of 2018, the NCAA announced that the 
2024 Men’s Final Four will be held at State Farm 
Stadium.

RENOVATING THE NEST: In the years prior to 
the venue hosting Super Bowl LVII at the conclusion 
of the 2022 season, over $150 million in renovations 
occurred in and around State Farm Stadium.

“We want to make sure the building constantly 
feels fresh,” team owner Michael Bidwill said 
of the fan experience. “This is what the game is 
about. It’s about the fans.” Among the upgrades 
at State Farm Stadium:

Stadium Club Area Renovation ($28 million): 
In 2017, the Cardinals revealed the first part of a 
two-phase expansion and renovation of the Club 
areas on the east and west sides of the stadium.

In addition to enhancing and expanding the 
pre-existing areas, the project included the cre-
ation of “Flight Lounge” which provides an inti-
mate bar setting and features different brands of 
wine each week. Another major addition was the 
high-end “Bubble Lounge,” a full-service bar that 
specializes in champagne and wine and features 
a ticketed pregame brunch experience through 
kickoff and an upscale a la carte menu beginning 
with the second quarter.

That phase also included the renovation of the 
bar areas on the Club level, going from six beer 
taps to 16. The primary 50-Yard lounges now in-
clude large (12’ x 60’) videoboards to easily permit 
viewing of eight games at one time.

ABOUT STATE FARM STADIUM
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Completed in 2018, phase two entailed com-
pletely renovating the balance of the Club level. 
A highlight of phase two was “The Tail Feather,” 
a new speakeasy style lounge and full-service 
bar that offers fans an electric, Art Deco atmo-
sphere. Located on the northeast side of the 
stadium, “The Tail Feather rivals the “Bubble 
Lounge” on the west side.

The phase two renovation also included new 
bars and food service areas in all four corners, 
new flooring and lighting, additional TVs, a new 
sound system and all new furniture.

A specialty lounge area, the “Bird’s Nest,” 
also has a new bar and food buffet, extensive 
millwork finishes and new furniture. Finally, 
all restrooms were completely renovated with 
new flooring, ceilings, lighting, wall tile, and a 
stone vanity.

New Parking Lot, Pedestrian Tunnel & Bridge, 
Security Structures ($28 million): The “Black 
Lot” which features 4,015 additional parking 
spaces, opened prior to the 2018 season. Lo-
cated between 95th and 91st avenues along 
Cardinals Way, the lot has access to the stadi-
um grounds via a pedestrian underpass and a 
pedestrian bridge.

The tailgating areas were also upgraded and 
permanent shaded structures were built for 
security checkpoints.

Stadium Loft Renovations 
($17 million): In 2021, the Car-
dinals completed a two-year 
renovation of all 88 private lofts 
at State Farm Stadium. The im-
provements include enhanced 
cabinetry, flooring, furniture, 
appliances and finishes that 
complement the recently ren-
ovated Club spaces. The Loft 
level concourse was also im-
proved with new flooring, re-
stroom renovations, redesigned 
loft entryways and the addi-
tion of Arizona themed artwork 
sourced by local area artists.

ARCHITECTURE: World-re-
nowned architect Peter Eisen-
man, in partnership with HOK 
Sport and Hunt Construction 
Group, created a state-of-the-
art design that has already be-
come a distinctive Arizona land-
mark. The stadium’s exterior skin 
takes its design cue from the 
barrel cactus and features alter-
nating sections of shimmering 
metal panels intended to reflect 
the shifting desert light along-
side 21 magnificent vertical glass 
slots allowing fans a spectacular 
view of the horizon from any lev-
el of the interior.

RETRACTABLE FIELD: State Farm Stadium 
also features a unique rollout natural grass 
playing field, contained in a single tray weigh-
ing 18.9 million pounds (234 feet wide, 403 feet 
long). The first completely retractable field in 
the United States, it is positioned inside the 
stadium on game days to offer the preferred 
natural-grass playing surface for football and 
outside the stadium for the remaining days of 
the year to receive sunlight and watering. The 
field tray is powered by electric motors mounted 
on steel wheels riding on tracks embedded in 
the concrete floor and takes approximately 70 
minutes to move completely. The flexibility of 
this unique design allows State Farm Stadium to 
serve as a true multipurpose venue featuring a 
164,000 square-foot event floor for other events.

RETRACTABLE ROOF: Atop the stadium roof 
are two large retractable panels that open and 
close on an arc. The panels and much of the 
roof are made of a translucent fabric called 
Birdair that enables light to penetrate and gives 
the venue an open, airy feel. When closed it 
also allows for an air-conditioned environment 
during the hot months, but the roof can be 
opened during cooler times of the year to take 
advantage of Arizona’s patented sunshine. The 
roof takes about 12 minutes to open or close.

BY THE NUMBERS

INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY: All telecom-
munications services at State Farm Stadium for 
Internet, WiFi, voice, data, and video broadcast 
distribution are provided by COX Business 
Services and are provided via redundant path-
ways to the Stadium. In addition, the Stadium 
WiFi System is ‘Powered by COX’. State Farm 
Stadium has an IP infrastructure that supports 
telecommunications throughout the Stadium. 
All voice and data communication network 
infrastructure is built entirely on Cisco equip-
ment.

In 2022 the Stadium Technology Systems 
were completely upgraded in order to host the 
2023 NFL Super Bowl game.  The ‘Stadium Wi-
Fi System - Powered by COX’ was completely 
upgraded. The infrastructure and security sys-
tems equipment running the entire building 
and the WiFi equipment on it was upgraded 

with 1,500 new Cisco APs, and antennas were 
installed in new and existing locations through-
out the stadium.

In addition, the Stadium DAS system was up-
graded using Crown Castle as the neutral host 
of the system. The upgrade added Verizon 5G 
service both inside and in the parking lots, as well 
as T-Mobile 5G and AT&T 5G.  These upgrades 
provide better coverage and capacity for fans 
using Verizon, AT&T, T-Mobile/Sprint in all areas 
of the stadium, including coverage for the event 
floor and events taking place there.

The Stadium provides up to 100Gb of Internet 
bandwidth, which can be adjusted as needed 
to support any technology requests that come 
to the stadium, and additional bandwidth can 
be requested from COX in advance as needed. 
The stadium network also supports a redundant 
telephone system supported on a SIP backbone.
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MULTI-PURPOSE: Because of the truly 
unique multi-purpose nature of the facility, State 
Farm Stadium is able to host far more than 
just Cardinals home games. Since opening in 
August of 2006, the building has hosted three 
Super Bowls, the 2015 Pro Bowl, the first-ev-
er BCS National Championship game (Florida-
Ohio State), Fiesta Bowls, international soccer 
matches, high school football championships, 
high school proms, monster truck and motocross 
events, trade shows and conventions, the West 
Regionals of the NCAA men’s basketball tourna-
ment, and numerous other events.

In December of 2016, State Farm Stadium host-
ed its 11th Fiesta Bowl and for the first time ever 
the game served as one of two College Football 
Playoff Semi-Final contests. Ohio State and Clem-
son met on New Year’s Eve for a chance to play 
in the BCS National Championship Game. In De-
cember of 2019, State Farm Stadium again served 
as the site of a BCS semi-final as the Buckeyes 
and Tigers held a Fiesta Bowl rematch.

State Farm Stadium hosted Arizona’s largest 
international soccer match in history as Haiti and 
Mexico took the pitch for the 2019 Concacaf Gold 
Cup Semifinal.

During the COVID-19 outbreak, State Farm Sta-
dium served a number of important function as 
the site of numerous blood drives, PPE (Personal 
Protective Equipment) drives, testing drives and 
as one of the nation’s first, and most successful, 
vaccination sites. Early in the pandemic, one area 
hit particularly hard by the COVID-19 crisis was 
the local blood donation community, where the 
supply reached critically low levels. The stadium’s 
size and the event’s operational set-up ensured 
adherence to the necessary physical and social 
distancing guidelines while still accommodating 
the greatest possible number of donors. In April 
of 2020, the Cardinals and Project C.U.R.E hosted 
a PPE drive at State Farm Stadium to help meet 
the pressing need within the local healthcare 
community. On two separate occasions in May, 
the Cardinals and Dignity Health participated in 
the state’s drive-through COVID-19 testing blitz in 
Orange Lot at State Farm Stadium.

In 2021, State Farm Stadium was also host to one 
of the first, and most successful, vaccination sites 

in the nation. Between January and April, more 
than 800,000 COVID-19 vaccines were adminis-
tered at State Farm Stadium, which accounted for 
nearly 20% of the total doses administered in Ari-
zona during that period. The site was so successful 
that President Joe Biden and Vice President Kama-
la Harris participated in a virtual tour on February 8 
and the administration called the operation “an in-
credible model.” Biden told Arizona Department of 
Health Services Director Dr. Cara Christ during the 
tour; “I got a call during the Super Bowl from the 
commissioner of football (Roger Goodell) offering 
us, the federal government, the 30 major stadiums. 
They’re going to be coming to you to look at how 
you did it because you’re doing such a great job.”

In a given year, ASM Global (the building’s 
operator) successfully books 225+ event days for 
gatherings large, small and in between. Among 
those events have been concerts featuring some 
of the world’s most popular artists, including The 
Rolling Stones, U2, Garth Brooks, Guns N’ Roses 
and Metallica.

OTHER FEATURES: In addition to its high-de-
sign architecture and innovative design, the stadi-
um also sets new standards for stadium comfort. 
Its layout provides for excellent site lines, comfort-
able seats, abundant restrooms and concession 
stands, spacious end-zone viewing decks, and 
wide concourses with an open design allowing 
for an unobstructed view of the field from both 
the lower and upper concourses. It is also aligned 
along a slight northwest to southeast axis to offer 
the maximum sun exposure for the grass field 
and maximum shade for stadium patrons. State 
Farm Stadium includes 88 luxury lofts - know 
elsewhere as “suites” - that are unlike any others 
in the sports industry. Featuring a bold, modern 
interior design, loft amenities include preferred 
parking, an exclusive entrance, private restrooms, 
multiple televisions, and in-loft catering. In addi-
tion to the lofts, a luxurious Club Level features 
wider seats, preferred parking, private entrances, 
and a climate-controlled Club Lounge with multi-
ple two-story spaces, comfortable lounge seating, 
plentiful TV monitors, upgraded food and bev-
erage offerings and dedicated restrooms. State 
Farm Stadium is owned by the Arizona Sports and 
Tourism Authority.
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BetMGM, a lead-
ing sports betting 
and iGaming oper-
ator, and the Arizo-
na Cardinals part-
nered on the nearly 
17,000-square-foot 
BetMGM Sportsbook 
that opened for the 
start of the 2022 foot-
ball season. The milestone opening marked the 
first sportsbook at an NFL stadium.

The two-story sports and entertainment des-
tination operates on both event and non-event 
days. The BetMGM Sportsbook, located on the 
north side of The Great Lawn, combines the 
energy and viewing options of a state-of-the-art 
sportsbook with the amenities of a world-class 
sports bar. Featuring dual entrances from both 
sides of The Great Lawn, guests can experi-
ence a massive video wall to watch games, 
enhanced gameday parking options, as well as 
both indoor and outdoor dining options. Sports 

fans can also place 
wagers at trading 
windows or utilize 
user-friendly betting 
kiosks conveniently 
placed throughout 
the space.

“The Arizona Car-
dinals and BetMGM 
are both committed 

to enhancing the gameday experience for fans 
in new and creative ways,” said BetMGM CEO 
Adam Greenblatt. “The BetMGM Sportsbook at 
State Farm Stadium is one of the most unique 
and innovative additions to a venue that the 
sports and entertainment industry has ever 
seen.”

The BetMGM Sportsbook at State Farm Stadi-
um complements the BetMGM mobile app that 
launched statewide in Arizona in September 
2021. The BetMGM Sportsbook is the latest 
phase of BetMGM’s exclusive partnership with 
the Arizona Cardinals.

BETMGM SPORTSBOOK OPENS AT STATE FARM STADIUM

“Heritage at Sportsman’s Park” opened 
during the 2021 football season and was a $12M 
project as part of the $150M in renovations that 
took place between SB49 and SB57 and part 
of continued investment to make State Farm 
Stadium the most fan-friendly environment in 
the nation.

On game days, fans can purchase tickets for 
the “Cardinals Tailgate Party at Heritage Pa-
vilion” and the venue is able to host additional 
events at Great Lawn on non-gamedays.

BETMGM SPORTSBOOK AT STATE FARM STADIUM
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The plaza surrounding State Farm 
Stadium is known as the Pat Tillman 
Freedom Plaza, in honor of the for-
mer Cardinals safety who was killed 
in action on April 22, 2004 while 
serving his country as a member of 
the elite Army Ranger unit.

Fans attending home games can 
visit the Pat Tillman Memorial lo-
cated at the northwest side of the 
plaza. The memorial includes a large 
bronze sculpture of Tillman on the 
eastern side and a circular reflection pond on its 
western side.

The sculpture is approximately eight-feet tall, 
weighs over 500 pounds, and took nearly nine 
months to complete. After an extensive search, 
the Cardinals selected artists Omri Amrany and 
Gary Tillery to create the sculpture. The sculptors 

consulted with the team and Pat’s 
wife, Marie, who worked to select 
the image of Tillman that would 
best convey his character and spirit. 
Serving as a backdrop to the sculp-
ture is a nine-foot tall curved wall 
made of concrete that measures 42 
feet across, symbolic of Tillman’s 
jersey number at Arizona State.

The brimming pool of water on 
the western side consists of a large 
60-foot circular pond made of black 

concrete and stainless steel. Intended to create a 
pool of tranquility, it has a surface area of 2,300 
square feet.

To the west of the memorial is a grove of 40 Oak 
trees that symbolizes the jersey number Tillman 
wore as an Arizona Cardinal and the entire area is 
surrounded by a grove of Ash and Oak trees.

C A R D I N A L S  P R E S E RV E  PAT  T I L L M A N ’ S 
L O C K E R  AT  T E M P E  FAC I L I T Y

On September 11, 2015, the 14th anniversary of the 
9/11 terrorist attacks, the Cardinals unveiled the locker 
of former safety Pat Tillman at the team’s Tempe Train-
ing Facility.

A new locker room was built as part of a two-year, $15 
million renovation of the facility, but Tillman’s locker was 
preserved to display in a glass enclosure between the 
weight room and cafeteria. Included in the locker are Till-
man’s jersey, helmet, shoulder pads and draft card, along 
with a description of his life and career.

“We’ve decided to preserve Pat Tillman’s locker, and 
tell his story,” team owner Michael Bidwill said at the 
unveiling ceremony. “Many of our future players, and 
even current players, may not know the stories of the 
Cardinals. But we wanted to tell the stories and talk about 
the history, the history of our organization and the history 
of Pat Tillman.”

After a decorated career at Arizona State University, Tillman was selected in the seventh round 
(226th overall) of the 1998 NFL Draft by the Cardinals and he played for Arizona from 1998-2001 
before enlisting in the U.S. Army in 2002. He was killed in action in Afghanistan on April 22, 2004.

Tillman’s No. 40 is retired by the Cardinals and he is a member of the team’s Ring of Honor.

PAT TILLMAN MEMORIAL

The area that surrounds 
and encompasses State 
Farm Stadium is known 
as Sportsman’s Park. The 
160-acre footprint in-
cludes carparks, grass ar-
eas and an abundance of 
trees and other landscape 
native to the area.

On-site parking ac-
commodates 14,000 cars 
as part of an innovative site plan designed to cre-
ate a truly unique tailgating experience for fans.

A tree-lined expanse of grass covering eight 

acres, the Great Lawn ex-
tends west from 95th Av-
enue to the Loop 101. The 
lawn stretches over 1,000 
feet and 4.61 acres total, 
which is designed for use 
by fans while tailgating at 
games or to use during 
other activities outside 
the stadium. Surrounding 
the Great Lawn is a 50-

foot wide promenade. In addition to the uninter-
rupted expanse of grass, the Great Lawn includes 
areas for vendors and musicians.
