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Cabin, Willard Brook State Forest, Massachusetts

This example succeeds in capturing the spirit
of the early log cabin in greater degree than most
present day log structures, due to simplicity of line
and to unmannered directness. Although it is
comparatively small in size, its equipment of double
deck bunks will accommodate a maximum of eight
occupants. The chimney has satisfying masonry
and good silhouette and the log work pleasing va-
riety of size. The superimposing of a shed roof of
a porch upon the main cabin roof is always an awk-
ward solution, but here has a certain picturesque-
ness.
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
