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Local Food and Lodging 

When you come to Craters of the 
Moon, expect isolation and limited 
services. Although there is a camp­
ground in the monument, there are no 
hotels or restaurants. Lodging and food 
are available in Arco (18 miles to the 
east) and Carey (24 miles to the west). 

The 52-site campground lies one 
quarter of a mile beyond the visitor 
center. Each site contains a picnic table 
and a grill for charcoal fires. Wood 

fires are not permitted in the camp­
ground, due to the scarcity of downed 
wood in the area. Flush toilets and 
drinking water are available in the 
campground from mid-May through 
early October. There are no hookups 
for recreational vehicles, and the 
nearest dump station is in Arco. The 
camping fee is $ 10 per night per 
campsite. Golden Age and Golden 
Access Pass holders pay half price. 
Reservations are not accepted; 

however, the campground usually does 
not fill.. 

Remember to bring food with you, 
since it cannot be purchased at the 
monument. You'll find juice and soda 
pop machines at the visitor center.

Carey, a small town 24 miles west 
of the monument, offers limited 
services, including one gas 
station/grocery store, a post office, 
and the following accommodations 
and restaurants.
