All respondents were asked
questions concerning their registration status and basic demographics, and the entire sample was weighted
to reflect statewide Census figures for gender, race, age, education and region of the state. 287 respondents
reported that they were registered to vote and described themselves as Republicans; another 113
respondents reported that they were registered to vote and described themselves as Independents who lean
Republican, for a total of 400 Republican voters. Results for Questions 1 and 2 were based on answers
provided by those 400 Republican voters. South Carolina has no party registration.
