Annex 5 Specific requirements for English language proficiency

Knowledge of the English language is considered as a basic requirement to follow classes. All
students must provide evidence of their proficiency in English through one of the following
documents:

o A TOEFL Certificate: minimum score: 570 points (paper) or 87 points (internet)
o A |IELTS Certificate (in person or online): minimum score: 6.5

o A Certificate of a University Language Centre testifying that the student masters the necessary
knowledge of English to function academically (specify CEF-level / minimum CEF-level B2)

e A Cambridge English certificate: Cambridge English First (FCE) - grade A or B
o A certificate proving that you have followed at least 1 year of higher education in English

The IMBRSea Programme Board can, at its own discretion waive the requirement for proof of English
language skills, if English was the official language of instruction/teaching for at least one year of the
previous successful Higher Education studies.
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
