The Alternatives to Violence Project
Sunday, October 14th ~ 1:00 pm, Sanctuary
Have you ever wondered if there’s a program to reduce youth 
violence? A program to reduce all violence in our communities? 
Want to learn what you can do to stop the violence and murders in 
our schools and neighborhoods?

Please join us to address these and other questions as you learn 
about The Alternatives to Violence Project (AVP), currently being used 
in juvenile detention programs, rehab centers, schools, community 
centers, and prisons in the U.S. and in over 20 other countries. 
AVP has been effective in dealing with the conflicts in both Rwanda 
and Attica. The program uses experiential exercises to understand 
our own, and other people’s, acts of anger and revenge. It’s an 
energizing, provocative and positive experience.

You will be invited to participate in a mini-workshop that will 
demonstrate the elements of the weekend-long workshop offered in 
prisons and schools.
