Immigrant Rights Workshop—Get Ready For GA!

UU Mass Action is partnering with the UUA’s Mass Bay, Clara 
Barton and Ballou Channing Districts to host a series of workshops 
across the state called Immigrant Rights: From Massachusetts to Arizona. 
The purpose is to get ready for this year’s General Assembly (GA), 
where the whole focus will be on immigrant rights, and to start a 
statewide immigrant rights campaign. At the workshop we will: 
•	 Preview the Frontline Documentary Lost in Detention, which 

paints a stark picture of what happens to individuals and families 
caught up in U.S. immigrations policies. Maria Hinojosa, the 
producer, will be the Ware Lecture at GA this year. 

•	 Get a policy briefing from local immigrant rights organizations 
about the needs right here in Massachusetts.

•	 Strategize about how we could work together to stand on the 
side of love with immigrants in Massachusetts.

•	 Learn more about what will be happening at this year’s General 
Assembly.
