Dalembert, Executive Director of the Haitian Coalition. While in
Haiti, we’ll interview people, take pictures, and write up “diaries.”
Franklin has the contacts to insure that our activities will be
professionally filmed and shown in the U.S. Our goals are to:

* Uncover what is really happening in Haiti

* Expose the government and non-profits, which have done very
little, if anything, of importance

¢ Educate people and raise support for projects in Haiti
