The Friday Night Supper Program has been serving meals to over 150
disadvantaged people every Friday evening, never missing a single week,
serving on holidays and through snow, storms, and power outages for almost
25 years. Here are two important ways in which you can support the Friday

SPONSOR A MEAL

In the past year the Froday Night Supper Program has seen the cost for a
weekly meal go up thirty percent from $900 to $1,200. You can sponsor a
meal by donating funds to assist with costs or by donating bulk food items.
You can also sponsor and cook an entire meal; or sponsor soup and dessert
for one meal and volunteer during dinner service.
