Fussy babies 
and their parents are invited to the Nursery 
just off the Hunnewell Chapel, where a 
rocker, changing table and supplies are 
available. Children rejoin their families in 
the sanctuary to end the service. For 
information about our CRE program, please 
contact the church office or see our 
religious educator.
