v" Application Fee Waiver

v Paid fellowship (Impact MBA students only)

After a year of coursework, all IMPACT MBA students will complete a summer
fellowship that provides the opportunity to directly apply what you learn in the
classroom at a company or organization.

Fellowships are a minimum of 400 hours from June to August and are paid
positions with companies seeking the specialized skillsets of Impact MBA
students. Students have three options to fulfill the 3-credit hour fellowship

requirement:
1. Be matched with an organization that has submitted a project proposal to
the Impact MBA program.

2. Apply for an external fellowship opportunity like the Environmental Defense
Fund’s Climate Corporate Fellowship.

3. Arrange your own placement.

v" The tuition discount from the University shall be spread across the Falls and Springs semesters only, which is
expected to increase each year as tuition increases.

v" Applicants may also be eligible for larger awards available through individual departments. If applicants
receive larger awards, such as full assistantships, the one-third award will not be awarded.

v' The scholarship recipients will be responsible for payment of the remaining tuition fees and any other costs
as needed to the CSU.

v" Applicants can also apply for the Rowe Fund, which is an educational loan program of the OAS that helps
citizens from Latin America and the Caribbean to finance their studies in accredited universities across the
United States by awarding interest-free loans of up to US$15,000 dollars.
